a.  Tri-County Cancer Workgroup – Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World:   Currently the 500+ surveys collected at the Riversharks games are being analyzed with the help of Jallah Kennedy and an MPH student at UMDNJ.  The RSVP group continues to help with mounting the hands on posters for carrying or display.  We still wait for the date and planning for the event in Trenton.

We continue to work toward having an Americorps Volunteer help with the Youth Cancer Educator Badges.

Congratulastions! The Mammography Screening Service as a joint effort of CAMCare at their East Camden site and the Cooper CEED program, in Camden City opened in December 2009!  We look forward to hearing about the program as it developms.
Body and Soul Program: A Celebration of Healthy Living:  We look forward to taking this program to the two priority areas for the Camden County Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) which are Camden City and southern county municipalities and for us this is Winslow Township.

Next Meeting of the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is Monday March 8th at 10:00 am to Noon at CPAC.  We will continue having meetings on the 2nd Monday of each month. All are Welcome!
c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) – Plyshette Wiggins, American Cancer Society who is the lead organization on this initiative, has asked that we have a full discussion about the initiative at the April Camden County Cancer Coalition.  It will involve a new leadership role for the Cancer Coalition leadership.  

4. Guest Speakers: 
a) Body and Soul in New Jersey – Kiameesha Evans, CINJ, New Brunswick.   Kia presented the work of CINJ and other partners to introduce Body and Soul in New Jersey.  Currently they are evaluating their first experience with working with a group of Seven Day Adventist churches throughout the state. After a one-day seminar for church representatives, they have so far have: Pillar One – Committed and Involved Pastor in 3 churches;  Pillar Two  4 churches with activities that promote Healthy Eating;  Pillar Three – Environment that promotes healthy eating.  Pillar Four was not chosen by any of the church groups – Peer Counseling that motivates members to eat a healthy diet.  We talked about the concept of peer counseling needing extra training.  The model of the Chronic Disease Self-management Program has also started in our county and does have a model that we could use.   We as CCCC partners learned a lot  from their experience and have asked for CINJ help to continue to plan our program. 
b) VITAS Hospice in Camden County - Dr. Gamran Mathur and colleagues were present for the meeting.  Dr. Mathur presented the goals of Intensive Palliative Care and the work of hospice i.e. 90% home care setting with the full team.  VITAS accepts Medicare, Medicaid, private insurance and other forms of reimbursement for its services. Since VITAS accepts Medicare and Medicaid as 100% coverage for its hospice services, there are no out-of-pocket expenses to patients or their loved ones for VITAS care.  The Coalition partners had lots of questions, and exchange of cards.  We look forward to working with VITAS especially in Camden City.  VITAS is renting space for in-patient hospice from Kennedy Hospital.
c) Camden County Coalition Against Tobacco Workgroup – Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS announced this new name for the workgroup focused on tobacco control and smoking cessation in Camden County. The workgroup is working on getting the county “smoke free” at parks and public places.  They are building the group and welcomed Ginny Betteridge, Mayor of Runnemede and President Elect of the Camden County Mayors Association and by conference call Karen Blumenfeld, Esq., Executive Director, and Mary Anne May, Program and Administration Associate both of NJ GASP (Global Advisors on Smokefree Policy)
5. From the Coordinators Desk:

a) Election 2010 for Co-Chair of the Camden County Cancer Coalition.  Ms. Ann Biondi has completed 2 years of Co-Chair of the Cancer Coalition.  We are looking for nominees to take on a two year term from 2010 to 2012.  We will present the process at the April 2010 meeting.
b) Evaluation of the Coalition Meeting:   11 persons handed in evaluations of the meeting which were all positive for networking, presentations, and information about the work of the Coalition.

c) Still pending is the Survey Monkey completion of Activities for 2009.  We have 15 surveys completed by those attending the October meeting.  Jean will have an email version sent via Survey Monkey to reach out to the rest of our members.
