Agenda:

1. Welcome and Introductions – Ms Dianne Hyman, Coordinator for CEED Program at Cooper Hospital
2. Minutes of the March 29th Coalition meeting were approved. 
3. Reports from the four Work Groups which were formed in March:
a) The Urban Cancer Initiative for Camden City will have its first meeting in September.  Those members from the Cancer Coalition who have signed up, will be invited to that first meeting.  For the Coalition, Mr. Scot McCray, Cooper Hospital, and Ms. Sheila Williamson-Carson, ACS are the contacts. (see the Workgroup members enclosed)
b) Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup was reported by Jean Mouch, Coalition Coordinator. In reporting on the county-wide CEED work for that past year, the group that met decided to broaden the concern of the workgroup.  CEED does address the cancer screening and treatment of those who are uninsured or underinsured, below 250% of poverty line, and focus on minority groups in the county.  Each Coalition meeting will give a single presentation of the work of the two CEED programs.  For the past year, both sites  -- Cooper and Virtua – have met their targeted number of new enrolled clients for screening.  By using the estimated number of women who are 250% of Poverty Line, Camden County has reached 47% of the group with at least one screening between the ages of 40-64.  For the women 18-64, seen by the two CEED programs, the estimate is that we have reached 28% with cervical cancer screening.  Congratulations!  We need to continue to advocate for full funding of the CEED programs, to continue to reach the estimated 7,033 women between the ages of 40-64, and the 14,322 women between the ages of 18-64. Decision:   Work with the Health Consumer Profiles of the NCIS, and Ms. Sheri Short, to develop a targeted media campaign for low income, medically underserved groups in the county for breast and cervical cancer screening; smoking cessation; colorectal cancer; prostate cancer.
c) Lung Cancer / Smoking Cessation Workgroup was reported by Ms Joan Lombardi, CEED Coordinator for Fox Chase Virtua Health Cancer Program.  Apologies from Mr. Charles Blake, director of the Camden County Communities Against Tobacco (C.A.T.), and Ms. Tricia Albarracin, R.E.B.E.L. who were unable to attend the meeting.  The powerpoint presentation gave a summary of the report of C.A.T. and R.E.B.E.L.  The information on “Tobacco Use in NJ” was taken from a recent conference and highlighter the costs of smoking for youth and adults.  The workgroup asked the coalition for its decision to apply for a pilot project grant, to start smoking cessation programs for teen-agers which would be school based.  C.A.T. had been able to award mini-grants in the past. They would administer the grant, and we would use the new Institute of Medicine and Public Health Foundation, of the NJ Medical Society, for the fiscal agent.

Discussion:   Tricia Heary from the Cam Co DHHS spoke to the work with using on-line smoking cessation programs that they are investigating and she will bring further information, as well as join the workgroup.  Faith Simmons, a Health Educator doing smoking cessation at the FQHC’s in Philadelphia spoke about their work.  Vinny Smith, ACS, gave the resource of Toms River School District which has a school-based smoking cessation program, and Ms. Heary and Ms. Rosner from the county, will follow up on getting that information for the workgroup. Decision:  By consensus vote, the coalition agreed that the Workgroup for Lung Cancer / Smoking Cessation would apply for funding to do a pilot project for smoking cessation for teen-agers which would be school-based.

d) Tri-County NJ Cancer Plan Information/Educational Event Workgroup was reported on by Ms. Hilary Colbert, CPAC.  The first meeting had representatives from Burlington, Camden, and Gloucester Counties Cancer Coalitions.  The second meeting was held on June 30th and what follows is an update of how the group sees this event.  The Coalition will hear the full report at the next meeting.   There is a Regional Cancer Report available for members that cover Burlington, Camden, and Gloucester Counties. (Request from Jean Mouch)
· Educational Event and Information Event with a target of reaching 200 Primary Care Health Providers – MD, DO, NP, CAN, residents, medical students, public health practitioners

· Evening event with a Buffet Supper

· CME and CEUs will be available

· Panels of speakers are being created.  One panel would be for all participants, and then the second hour would be for break-out sessions on one of the top four cancers that impacts Camden County Residents.

4. Coalition Leadership Structure:  Jean Mouch as Coordinator, wanted to draw to the attention of the coalition that we are using a full consensus model for decision making.  We have received continued funding for the coordinator role through June 2006.  During the coming year, the structure of leadership within the coalition will be a topic that will need to be addressed.

5. Mr. Vinny Smith, ACS – NJ School Health Initiatives gave a presentation of his work as part of the NJCCCP workgroups, and especially as cancer education and prevention relates to NJ Schools.  During the past year, Vinny has done Train the Trainers courses for School Nurses, and Physical Education Teachers, especially on the protective factors/issues of physical activity, decreasing obesity, increasing fruits and vegetables, and early detection of cancer as well as not smoking or smoking cessation.  The second week in January is set aside for cancer awareness and prevention education in the schools by mandate.   Vinny is available to do training in the school districts.  
From the Coordinator:  It is asked of the workgroups to consider how we can use this opportunity within our county over the next year with the School Districts.
