Cancer Disparities Updates: 

1. Supporting CEED Programs/Collaborations in light of more decrease in Coalition fund

 The discussion began with acknowledgement of a lack of funding for programs; the group will work with Cooper CEED program to enhance the mission of the EHD work group. Upcoming coming events will include but will not be limited to:


1a.   January 2011 for Cervical Cancer Awareness Month.  Lynn Rosner will contact Camden County College Jackie Tunito to plan a two part screening and education program for the latter part of January at the Blackwood and Camden Campuses, she will report at our December 13th meeting regarding the logistics. Cynthia Primas-Taylor who is a Delta Sigma Theta and Tondi Deshields who is a member of Alphi Phi Alpha, will both contact representatives from both sororities on the Rutgers Camden Campus to involve them in Cervical Cancer Screening for the undergraduate chapters of their sororities to participate in a similar Cervical Cancer Screening and education day during the month of January. They will report back at the December 13th meeting.  

1b.   May is Breast Cancer Awareness Month; Cooper CEED, CCDHSS, CAMcare ACS and CCCC will work together to provide the same Mother’s day screening program as last year. Cynthia discussed 1st and 3rd Wednesday’s as possible days because they are screening on those days with 11 – 12 clients. Evelyn would like to double those numbers for the event. 


1c.   June is Prostate Cancer Month; CAMcare has discussed at previous meetings the possibility of committing one of their male nurses to working with Prostate screening and education (he is already on board to do so). Evelyn suggested we combine colorectal screening as well. Cynthia will work towards this, it will more than likely occur at the Clementon site.  Cynthia will report back in December.

B.          Men’s Health (Barbershop Initiative, Prostate Cancer Screening, Colorectal Screening)

1a.  Anita Linton has been provided information for Barbershops, Joye will touch base to see when the training will occur.  Tondi suggested Joye also remind Anita of the timeliness in contacting Mr. Farmer for his barbershop event this year so the numbers will increase from last year.

1b.   Body & Soul Initiative with African American Churches continues to work on the goal of reaching

2 Churches. Churches contacted are both in Camden City. Evelyn explained the affect the decrease in funding has on programs and indicated we are not fiscally able to support the program. ACS, CCDHSS both indicated they could assist with in-kind support, ACS also offered food for a kick-off but would not be able to provide incentives. It was suggested that each church be expected to provide needed items as well.  Evelyn suggested we approach a pharmaceutical company. Cynthia will look into this from one of the many reps who visit their FQHC.  In light of the lack of program funding, Irving and Maria still want to move forward with the program. They will report back with the progress of the churches activities at our December 13th meeting which was the original deadline (Dec 2010).
C. Mayor’s Wellness Campaign:  Plyshette Wiggins (ACS) wants to see us tie in the Wellness Campaign and Colorectal Screening in March 2011 with Camden City employees and Aaron McCargo (2008) winner of the Food Network and a Camden resident.  We discussed meeting with the Mayor in the next month to present the importance of the screenings with an evaluation piece for employees much like what the Clark family does, with a promise to indicate they have been screened for colorectal cancer along with a demonstration of healthy eating. This will be marketed for the early part of March to give employees an opportunity to get screened during the month. The event would be open to the public with health education and samples of healthy foods from Aaron. She will report back December 13th.

E. Other Business

Cynthia Primas-Taylor reported (excitedly) that CAMcare is the recipient of an $114,000 Grant to employ a Patient Navigator (RN or LSW) from December 1, 2010 – Jun 30th 2011.  CAMcare is the one of the pilots for the State of NJ and will serve as direct access to programs such as CEED for folks outside of CAMcares system (uninsured). She will keep us posted.

Lynn Brown reported on the Tobacco meeting with the Mayors Smoke-free iniative it is moving along the meeting was productive and she will keep us posted when playgrounds and other sites are smoke-free.
