Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup at CPAC, Pennsauken, NJ 08109 
February 9, 2009 Monday, 10:00 am to Noon
Present:  Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Irving & Gregory Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc, Lynn Rosner from CC-DHHS; Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, and Tondi DeShields from Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project; Plyshette Wiggins, ACS;  Cynthia Primas-Taylor, CamCare, FQHC; Marie Lawrence, Winslow Township Health Department; Dorothy Collins, Virtua CEED; Michael Dixon, CHP – Lourdes Health System.
A.  First Goal:   Workgroup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2009:    
As a workgroup we had agreed to try to use some of our ideas to get the message out to men about cancer screening and taking care of themselves.  We continued these discussions. See Winslow Township below.
The workgroup welcomed Dorothy Collins, Virtua-CEED program which is now covering Burlington County for CEED services.  Dorothy has been involved with Men’s Health program of Burlington County Health Department and shared a flyer of their coming events.  We look forward to her participation in the workgroup.    Reported at the Quarterly Camden County Cancer Coalition January meeting, the two CEED programs have screened 115 men as of December 2008, which is 57.5% of our 2009 Goal.
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CamCare in East Camden.  Cynthia Primas-Taylor reported that the final preparations are being done and they are aiming for a March 2nd opening (un-official).  Michael Dixon was able to explain that the Komen grant, which is to duplicate the model of the Community Health Practice using bi-lingual case managers/nurse navigator with a practice-based chart review, has continued to work with the planning of staffing CamCare new site.  The one year Komen Grant ends March 31st, but for everyday in March that can be a screening day, and all of the preparation for those days, the case management/nurse navigator staff will be provided. Their time will be increased during that month, and then it will be built into their on-going schedule.  Michael also shared that he has written the new grant to include a 3rd site in Gloucester County, which is one of our Tri-County objectives i.e. have the service at each of the FQHC sites in the Tri-County region.   
Decision:  The workgroup will help to identify the Gloucester site. We hope that it will be the new Paulsboro FQHC, which is CamCare managed.  The CEED program is based at Underwood Hospital and we will work with CHP to make the connections.

C.  Third Goal - Special Winslow Township Focus for 2008-2009 to increase cancer screening
Lynn Rosner reported on the surveys done at the Health Fair with the Flu Campaign October 25th  (vaccinated over 350 persons) where 113 completed the Access to Care/Transportation questionnaire, including  questions related to Cancer Screening.  A second site was the Winslow Township Senior Housing Center Event, November 8th at which an additional 105 Seniors completed the questionnaire.  
Surveys Completed  = 218

68.3% were female



74.3% rated their general health as “excellent or good”

78.4% were 55+ years of age


85.8% had completed high school, GED, through College

43.6% were married



81.2% owned a car

81.7% had no children at home!


49.1% were retired

86.7% have a health care provider

81.2% have no difficulty in setting up appointments

83% do not have a transportation issue

Donna Jackson, from the CC-MAPP/CHIP Access to Care/Transportation Committee had not sent the results of the Health Screening Tests, and Lynn Rosner will contact her for the information.  Lynn did not know if the questionnaire (plus the health screening questions) had been used by other groups in the county.
In discussing the characteristics of these two groups, they did have transportation to attend these kinds of events on the whole.  Close to 20% got to the events and did not own a car. Conversely, 17% had an issue with transportation; 19% had difficulty in setting up appointments; and 13.3% did not have a “personal doctor/health care provider.”
We believe that the corridor along Rte 73 is an important area for us to do the survey.  The 15 different Housing Association representatives have not met.  Maria Lawrence thought that they could be a team to do say 10 surveys each in their housing association group.  The question is about using this transportation based survey or going back to our ACS Employee Questionnaire or using the Clark Family questionnaire.
Decision:  Marie Lawrence will set up the day with the Housing Associations Representatives.  Lynn Rosner, Plyshette Wiggins, Evelyn Robles Rodrieguez, and the Clark Family will review the question about which survey and make the decision.

We also had said that we would work with the Churches that have had Clark Family contacts in the Winslow Township area.  There are four churches that can be involved with our increased awareness and screening for Cancer.  Cooper CEED has had a good experience with the Home Health Parties for breast cancer.  The question was asked… Why can’t we do this with groups of men?   Marie has a contact with Walgreens who supplied give-aways for the Senior Housing event which was a mug, filled with usuable items like chap stick;  hand sanitizer etc. 

Decision:  Clark Family will make available the names and contacts with the four churches.  Lynn Rosner will work with Marie Lawrence in getting the schedule to have “Home Health Parties” for women and for men focusing on screening for Breast Cancer, Prostate Cancer, and Colorectal Cancer.  Cooper CEED will host the parties with help for give-aways from Marie Lawrence.

Marie Lawrence shared that Ms. A. Linton, who spoke at the October Quarterly Meeting, has been in contact and there will be a Barbershop Program started at one of the businesses in Winslow Township.  Tondi and Marie had spoken with this owner last year, and also done an explanation about the program.  Marie reports that there will be screening, and Tondi, Cooper CEED will be working with her to complete the planning for the event in April.
D.  Other Workgroup’s Activities:

1.  We have found the use of “Reduce Your Risk of Cancer” slider-education piece with the Camden County Cancer Education & Early Detection (CEED) phone numbers to be a good piece for the partners to use for general events.
Decision:  We will reprint the “Reduce You Risk of Cancer” piece for our promotion of CEED as a program to Eliminate Health Disparities in Camden County for use of all of our partners.
Jean also presented the request to help sponsor an Ovarian Cancer Update CME event to be held in April.  After discussion, we agreed to not give event/project dollars toward the event, but rather to continue to develop our outreach via the Camden Riversharks in 2009, with the Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World with outreach to schools, CBOs, and other venues.

Decision:  We will use our event/project funding to continue to work with the Camden Riversharks during Summer 2009, and with the Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World.
2.    Clark Family Breast Cancer Services survey results, from the Camden City work of last summer, were part of the poster display for the CamConnect: Linking Communities with Information Data Fair at Rutgers University, Camden on February 6th.  Jean did the poster and it was available for members to see at the meeting.  In addition, Carrie Norbeck, from NCI Community Partnerships, has worked with Marie Clark to submit an abstract about the project and the development of the Promise Rose project for the American Public Health Association conference to be held in Philadelphia in November. “Components of a Successful Government and Community-based Organization Partnership to Increase Breast Cancer Screening in Inner-City Camden, NJ” In the abstract, Clark Family Breast Cancer Screening Services, through their “Neighborhood Outreach & Support Program” over the past three years “have provided over 100 community education sessions to over 1,152 women, leading to over 115 completed mammograms in rarely to never-screened women.  In the first 6 months, the Promise Rose project has resulted in over 50 women completing mammograms.”  CONGRATULATIONS Maria, Irving, Gregory, Carrie, and all of the Clark Family!

UPDATE:  Plyshette Wiggins and Jean Mouch have submitted an Abstract for the APHA on the Camden City Canceer Initiative, special focus on Worksite Wellness survey
3.  The Clark Family will be including Prostate Cancer awareness, and education at the S.J. Aids Coalition as part of their work with Breast Cancer.  It is a new outreach for them.  They also have had a good experience with the Good Will Industries as part of the new staff training program and will be a regular group to present.  Lynn Rosner had also worked with a smoking cessation education with Good Will.

4.  Michael Dixon, CHP with the Virtua CEED, and Fox Chase Cancer Mammography Van will hold an event at Bethany Baptist Church in Lindenwold.  This Church has been part of our southern Camden County discussions but it has been difficult to get a plan through the different steps!  Michael explained that a former staff person of CHP worked with the committees at the Church to get it organized.  The day will be in May 2009.  As part of the discussion with Bethany Baptist Church, there will also be another day for Fathers & Sons to encouraged prostate cancer awareness & education, and hopefully screening as well.  NOTE:  The Fox Chase Cancer Van is not outfitted with the ability to do digital mammograms.

5.  The Camden County DHHS is holding its 10th Annual Women’s Health Conference on March 7th from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm.  We had 14 partners involved and active in this event last year.
