May 11, 2009 Monday, 10:00 am to Noon
Present:  Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Marie, Irving, Gregaory & Vincent Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc; Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, and Tondi DeShields from Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project; Cynthia Primas-Taylor, CamCare, FQHC; Marie Lawrence, Winslow Township Health Department; Dorothy Collins, Virtua CEED; Julie Tippens from NCI –  CIS; Joye Rozier, Healthy Mothers, Healthy Babies, HeadStart, Lynn Rosner, Michael Dixon of Community Health Practice, OLLMC.
A.  First Goal:   Workgroup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2009:    
The CEED programs will review their targets for the 2008-2009 Grant period and give a report at the next meeting.   Jean, Tondi, Lynn, and Robin Waddell presented a half-day Men’s Health program at the Genesis School of Business.  15 men were present.  Nutrition, Prostate Cancer and Cancer screening, Smoking and Lung Cancer, and Exercise were the topics presented.  Blood Pressures screening, and Health counseling were provided as well.
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CamCare in East Camden.  Cynthia Primas-Taylor reported that the equipment will be installed, training, and trial of process from May 25th -27th.  June 3rd first day of the service!!! The Community Health Practice will be referring their clients to the service. 
Other Screening reports:

a)  The Home Health Parties run by Cooper CEED continue to be very successful.  Cooper is able to do 3 to 4 of the parties per month, and have complete 20 this grant period. Sharon Burne, PhD has recently published an article in Oncology Nursing on the effectiveness of these outreach efforts which are 85% targeting minorities.  
Decision:  Evelyn will send out the reference article to members.
b)  The Fox Chase Van will no longer come to Camden County.  The Atlantic County Mammo Van will come to Camden County.  Tondi will get the information about the contact for scheduling the mobile van for mammography.

c)  Burlington County had “Men Against Breast Cancer” presentation but it had a cost for the presentation! We believe that the Clark Family approach meets that same type of motivation and particularly the education, in our county.

d)  NOTE:  Jean’s correction on what the HEDIS measures are:  “Healthcare Effectiveness Data and Information Set (HEDIS) is a tool (www.ncqa.org) used by more than 90 percent of America's health plans to measure performance on important dimensions of care and service.”  Therefore, the HEDIS measures are not only for Medicaid and Medicare HMO/Insurance plans.
C.  Third Goal - Special Winslow Township Focus for 2008-2009 to increase cancer screening
1. Ms. Marie Lawrence is collecting the Access Questionnaire with Health Screening Questions from the 10 Community contacts from Winslow Township housing developments.  She will give them to Donna Johnson, of the MAPP / Transportation Access Committee for analysis.  Marie will hopefully get a set of volunteers to do the follow-up and increase the number of completed surveys. 
Decision:   We will complete this survey work by August 31, 2006

2. The Women’s Health Party given by Cooper CEED was a great success, and a number of women called Marie Lawrence to tell her how much they appreciated the event.  

3. The event at the Senior Housing apartments with the CC-DHHS was excellent.  Even the Meals on Wheels came to the event to deliver to customers participating in the Health Screening stations. One acute HBP was referred to hospital, and another serious eye patient was also referred directly.  The group stayed over two hours more than planned.  They talked about forming a “Walking Group Program” as one of the follow-up possibilities.

NOTE:  Post meeting planning for next steps in Winslow Township was from Noon to 1:00 pm See end of this report.

D.  Update on Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI)  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS, is on sick leave.  Jean was able to report on the publication of the Camden City Community Health Needs Assessment of 2007-2008 (CC-CHNA), which was prepared by the Camden City Healthy Futures Committee.  This CC-CHNA includes the work of the Camden City Cancer Initiative.  The priority of Community Health includes cancer as a priority health issue.
Decision:  Jean will send out an electronic copy of the CC-CHNA to the members.

E.  Project to Recruit Physician Practices for CEED education and referral

a)  Cooper CEED:  Evelyn Robles-Rodriquez reported on a process.  Julie Tippens had helped to draft the letter in the context of the “hardships of current economics” and increasing lack of insurance for prevention. The mailing will be out by the end of May 2009
b)  Virtua CEED: Dorothy Collins reported that a sample, 43 practices received a letter, but they only had one response to wanting to hear about the program of referring for cancer Screening. 
c)  Lynn reported that Camden County Lincs does have a physician practice list but not a dental list.
d)  Both CEED programs do visits to medical practices including OB/GYN to talk directly with the physician and staff.  Tondi reported on a visit to an OB/GYN practice that reported receiving 300-400 calls a week about being uninsured!
NOTE:  Current Decision -  Dorothy is there going to be a second letter as follow-up?
Decision:  The Camden County Cancer Coalition will do two mailings to the physician’s list for CEED education and referrals for the Cooper CEED program.  Dorothy will see if their Physician mailing project can do two mailings to their list, and do the tracking via their CAST system.

e)  From March 2009 NOTE:  ACS is promoting a Physician’s Tool-Kit for Colorectal Cancer Screening and Education.  It has a four step process including policy changes in the practice for a reminder system etc.  ACS and the NJ Family Physicians organization had a CME based training but the accreditation ended in February.  

From earlier Elm Hlth Dsp Mtg Decision:  Plyshette and Evelyn will talk about the possibility of Cooper CME department helping to get this program re-instated for Southern Jersey and possibly part of the Physician Education and Referral for CEED process.
F.  New Initiatives

Background from March 9th Meeting:   “From a colleague at Horizon Medicaid HMO, Plyshette knows that 2,000 women on Medicaid have been identified in the 5 southern counties of Burlington, Camden, Gloucester, Salem, and Cumberland.  The ACS with Horizon are talking about screening events for this population using the Mobile Van from Atlantic County.  
Today’s discussion:   Komen South Jersey would be interested in such a population.  The CIS has a couple of evidenced-based projects targeting Medicaid Populations.  We could have a good partnership toward this goal of reaching the 2000 women with other cancer coalitions or preferably, just target those in Camden County as a start.   The partners who have Komen grants would not be eligible to be the fiscal agent to manage this grant on behalf of the Coalition.  Possibly, CAMcare or OLLMC-CHP, or SJBCC could be asked to be the fiscal agent.

Decision:  Jean will work with Evelyn and Julie to 

a) review the evidence-based projects targeting Medicaid populations 
b) consider a Komen South Jersey grant, and seek the partners eligible for being fiscal agents

G.  Other Workgroup Partner’s Activities:

1.  Events / Locations of Housing Complexes/Apartments:  In the discussions today, the target of a OB/Gyn Office opposite an apartment complex or the Senior complex event were locations with high risk populations for cancer education and referral.  Where else would we like to target???  
2.  Clark Family Breast Cancer Services reported that they are going to the Goodwill Industries Training Center in Pennsauken once a month for presentation.  One of the staff of the center, finally got to come to the event herself, and was a 47 year old woman with no breast cancer screening for 5 years. 

3.  NOTE - Pending:  Jean Mouch and Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez spoke about a new grant that is being requested from Avon Networking by the Camden City Health Care Providers group regarding prevention of breast cancer and cervical cancer.  Mr. Nathan Samras is an MD/MPH student gathering information in preparation for writing a $500,000 multiyear grant.  This grant will allow working with each of the primary care practice sites in Camden City to improve prevention strategies for Breast Cancer and Cervical Cancer, with the assistance of a Nurse Practitioner/Physician Assistant coming to do the cancer screening at the various sites. 

4.  NOTE  - Pending:  From Burlington County, in Lumberton, there is a large distribution center for CVS, with a very large multicultural workforce.  The CEED program is part of an all-day event bringing information and screening.  New workers do not have any health care coverage for the first six months.  There are also many part-time workers.   Could we maybe do the Worksite Wellness survey with this population?  
Recommendation:  Dorothy Collins and Plyshette Wiggins will discuss the possibility of using the Camden County Worksite Wellness survey with this venue, in order for CVS to help build a good health benefits program for employees.

Subcommittee on Development of the Winslow Township Goal
Planning for the coming months 12 noon to 1:00 pm
Present:  Marie & Irving Clark, Julie Tippens, Dorothy Collins, Jean Mouch, Marie Lawrence, and Lynn Rosner.

The group first picked up the follow-up about working with the churches in the Winslow area, which were visited last year by the Clark Family.  Our general discussion about the need for personally being involved with families and women i.e. for breast cancer prevention through early detection was a moment that was special for the members. Specifically, that any work we do for cancer prevention, education etc is also calling upon persons to become involved in their own health and the health of their families.  We have to be models of:  self advocacy, encouraging second opinions, committed to starting the education/awareness early e.g. school mandates for teaching self-breast exam and self testicular exam and having self-love/love for your body and your care for it!
Outline of Plan for Winslow Township Goal:

1. Clark Family with other suggestions of active churches will make a priority to do their presentations at these churches in Winslow area this year.

2. Marie Lawrence and Dorothy Collins will make a list of the key players in these churches, from e.g. the Nurses Unit or those in charge of Women’s Ministry or Social Ministry.  We want persons who could then be influential with the pastors of these churches and thus who may be interested in the Body & Soul program.  
(NOTE:  Home Health Parties could be part of the events at these churches during this time as well as CC-DHHS programs of “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive”)
3. Julie Tippens and Plyshette Wiggins will set up training for Body & Soul program in September 2009 for Camden County and maybe for Tri-County region.

4. Look toward members of these congregations being “ambassadors” for health issues especially getting women screened for breast cancer/cervical cancer, men for prostate cancer & men/women for colorectal cancer.  The Clark Family Promise Rose/Pledge is already doing this and could be expanded.  The CC-DHHS could expand their “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive” Campaign via these church groups.  Maybe we as a county would then expand into the Chronic Disease Model. Cancer is becoming a “chronic disease” and the model for prevention parallels that for diabetes, high blood pressure etc.
