Present:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS;  Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition;  Irving, and  Gregory Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc; Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, and Tondi DeShields from Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project; Dorothy Collins, Virtua CEED;  Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS; Colleen Thornton, The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society; Jallah Kennedy, UMDNJ- School of Public Health.
A.  First Goal:   Workgroup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2009:    
NOTE:  The CEED programs will review their targets for the 2008-2009 Grant period and give a report at the next meeting about their new targets for 2009-2010.   
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service   Tondi reported that equipment was in and testing of process was being worked out.  The opening and promotion of this service will go into the next grant period. We might even put a priority for October, Breast Cancer Awareness Month.

Other Screening reports:

a)  The Home Health Parties run by Cooper CEED continue to be very successful.  Pending:  Sharon Burne, PhD has recently published an article in Oncology Nursing on the effectiveness of these outreach efforts which are 85% targeting minorities.  
NOTE:  Evelyn will send out the reference article to members.
b)  The Atlantic County Mammo Van will come to Camden County.  Plyshette Wiggins announced that the Horizon Health Medicaid initiative will work with the Atlantic County Mammo Van on Friday July 10th at the ShopRite in Brooklawn from 10 to 4.  Cooper CEED will be there for identifying CEED eligible women.  We need to find another Van to do the Clinical Breast Exam (CBE) as this event will be using the parking lot area.  We can also have tables from Partners of the Coalition.  Please contact Plyshette Wiggins, at ACS about tables. (you need to bring your own tables for the event.)

Decision:  AHEC has a Van which could be used during this event, and Plyshette will make the contact.  
Update NOTE:  Jean asked about the Project HOPE van, and sent the information to Plyshette and Tondi.
C.  Third Goal - Special Winslow Township Focus for 2008-2009 to increase cancer screening
Ms. Marie Lawrence from Winslow Township will give an update on the Survey process at the housing units at the next meeting.  Lynn Rosner will remind her about the report.
Irving Clark reported on their re-connecting with churches in the Winslow area and have set up dates for presentations.
Pending: Marie Lawrence and Dorothy Collins will make a list of the key players in these churches, from e.g. the Nurses Unit or those in charge of Women’s Ministry or Social Ministry.  We want persons who could then be influential with the pastors of these churches and thus who may be interested in the Body & Soul program.  
(NOTE:  Home Health Parties could be part of the events at these churches during this time as well as CC-DHHS programs of “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive”)

Update:  Julie Tippens sent an invitation for training in nutrition out of the Philadelphia Body & Soul program which Jean sent out to all of the partners.   In September/October 2009 we hope there will be training for Body and Soul for Camden County and maybe for Tri-County region.

D.  Update on Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI)  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS, announced that August 22, a Saturday will be the second Survivors Appreciation Day at the Camden Riversharks. 
All members of the Elm Hlth Dsp Workgroup should have received an electronic copy of the Executive Summary of the Camden City Community Health Assessment 2007-2008.
E.  Project to Recruit Physician Practices for CEED education and referral

a)  Cooper CEED:  Evelyn Robles-Rodriquez reported on a process and first group of letters went out the first week in June.

b)  Virtua CEED: Dorothy Collins reported that they were beginning to do practice visits.  They were disappointed with their mailing respons. 
c)  Lynn reported that Camden County Lincs does have a physician practice list but not a dental list.
Pending:  The Camden County Cancer Coalition will do two mailings to the physician’s list for CEED education and referrals for the Cooper CEED program.  Dorothy will see if their Physician mailing project can do two mailings to their list, and do the tracking via their CAST system.

d)  Pending:  From March 2009 NOTE:  ACS is promoting a Physician’s Tool-Kit for Colorectal Cancer Screening and Education.  It has a four step process including policy changes in the practice for a reminder system etc.  ACS and the NJ Family Physicians organization had a CME based training but the accreditation ended in February.  Plyshette and Evelyn will talk about the possibility of Cooper CME department helping to get this program re-instated for Southern Jersey and possibly part of the Physician Education and Referral for CEED process.
F.  New Initiatives

General Discussion from May 2009:  Komen South Jersey would be interested in a Medicaid population of women who are not getting screened for Breast Cancer. (see first page on the July 10th Event in Brooklawn).

Julie sent three suggested Evidenced Based Programs for Medicaid focused groups:  Friend to Friend; The Witness Project; and the Forsyth County Cancer Screening Project.  Jean handed out the email with the links to these programs for our study.

We could have a good partnership toward this goal of reaching the 2000 women (projected from Horizon Medicaid) with other cancer coalitions or preferably, just target those in Camden County as a start.   The partners who have Komen grants would not be eligible to be the fiscal agent to manage this grant on behalf of the Coalition.  Possibly, CAMcare or OLLMC-CHP, or SJBCC could be asked to be the fiscal agent.

Decision:  Members will study the three programs for ideas about working to get women on Medicaid screened for Breast Cancer. (see attached email with links)
Pending:  Consider a Komen South Jersey grant, and seek the partners eligible for being fiscal agents

G.  Other Workgroup Partner’s Activities:

1.  Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez reported on the multiyear grant which will allow working with each of the primary care practice sites in Camden City to improve prevention strategies for Breast Cancer and Cervical Cancer, with the assistance of a Nurse Practitioner/Physician Assistant coming to do the cancer screening at the various sites.  The permissions to use the CAST system information has been received.

2.  NOTE  - Pending:  From Burlington County, in Lumberton, there is a large distribution center for CVS, with a very large multicultural workforce.  The CEED program is part of an all-day event bringing information and screening.  New workers do not have any health care coverage for the first six months.  There are also many part-time workers.   Could we maybe do the Worksite Wellness survey with this population?  
Recommendation:  Dorothy Collins and Plyshette Wiggins will discuss the possibility of using the Camden County Worksite Wellness survey with this venue, in order for CVS to help build a good health benefits program for employees. For update by Plyshette and Dorothy
