August 9, 2010: 10:00am – 12:00pm

Present:  Irving Clark, Virgemina Lopez, Jean Mouch, Evelyn Rodriquez, Lynn Rosner, Joye Rozier, Plyshette Wiggins
1. Welcome and Introductions:  Meeting opened at 10:25am, Joye Rozier asked everyone to introduce themselves to the group.

2. Jean Mouch  made a motion to approve the minutes, Irving Clark second, so passed

3. Goals for 2010 – 2011:

A. Body and Soul Initiative – Clark Family Breast Cancer Services: Irving Clark reported they have completed a mailing to most churches in Camden and Burlington. They are going to work with Parkside Methodist in Camden and a church in Palmyra in Burling Co. Plyshette Wiggins suggested they should stick with churches connected with weight watchers. Joye Rozier informed the group that the Clark Family has been awarded $1000 for the fiscal year for the Body and Soul program. Lucia DeSimone stated she will forward referrals for churches to the Clark Family. 

B. Supporting CEED Programs- Evelyn Robles-Rodriquez stated they are over their numbers and a lot of men cannot be seen because the goal of 150 men has been met.  
C. Hispanic Advisory Group- Have not met since the first meeting
D. Access to Care:  Lynn Rosner spoke gave an example related to how the HD handles access. The group expressed a need to have an update every 6 months for Medicaid. Lynn offered to send updated info regarding insurance; the HD is working on a list.
E. Men’s Health - CEED has games that were put together by their intern.  The question was raised as to how to get men together, Irving indicated that men will get together for sports, a discussion about the Barbershop initiative began with many suggestions including re-contacting Anita Linton who is commissioned to identify barbershops.   It was suggested that since November and December are big football months we should focus on the underserved population and offer Monday night football nights with prostate education, by partnering with churches. Discussed working with churches and men’s day to target males or sponsor an indoor tailgate party for prostate education (Carmen Martinez’ name was brought up).  Irving Clark offered to host a football party for the 1st game of the season.  Dr. Mouch said we should get in touch with Genesis again to offer workshops for men’s health (she spoke about a workshop that she, Tondi Deshields, Robin Waddell and Lynn Rosner conducted).  Plyshette Wiggins offered information about the colorectal program with the state and ACS. 
F. Mayor’s Wellness:  Joye will ask for a representative from the Mayor’s office for the EHD group.  
Future Initiatives:  Dr Mouch suggested we prioritize according to what has been identified with the Coalition. We should promote palliation, end of life issues, alternative modalities and survivorship issues.
