Present:  Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Irving, Vincent, and Gregory Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc,  Lynn Rosner from CC-DHHS; Cynthia Primas Taylor, CAMcare, Inc. , Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, and Tondi DeShields from Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project
A.  First Goal:   Workgroup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2009:    
Cooper CEED has the postcard with English/Spanish – “September is Prostate Cancer Awareness Month – Don’t become a Statistic!  Get FREE prostate screening.  If you are male, 45 or older, uninsured and a Camden County resident – you qualify!”  In this first quarter of the new grant year, they have screened 40 men!!  The Winslow Community Newsletter ran the postcard information as an ad in September.
Tondi Deschiels reported on the meeting she and Marie Lawrence had with one popular Barbershop in Sicklersville.  They met with the barbers, and the men who were present for about 2 hours, talking and giving information, and seeking to interest the group in an on-going project.  Tondi has also identified two barbershops in Camden City which she will approach about the Barbershop Initiative which would make these sites information and education places for Men’s Health especially for Prostate Cancer education and screening.  Tondi reported that she has created an “ice breaker” type of game, around Prostate Cancer.
During this past month, Marie Lawrence’s Church had a Men’s Day Conference and Tondi was able to give the “Tune UP!” handout for men who attended. One of the speakers was a physician and he spoke on Prostate Cancer.  In addition, Marie had 500 flyers from Cooper CEED for a Golf Tournament in Winslow Township, and Cooper did the printing.
As a workgroup we had agreed to try to use some of our ideas to get the message out to men about cancer screening and taking care of themselves.  We continued these discussions and have mentioned the following:
To Do:  

a) Follow-up with the Churches that the Clark Family has had contact with in Winslow Township (3 or 4) and also to reach out to St. Mattew’s Church which is very active.  Jean with Marie Clark to have the names of the Churches in Winslow Township for follow up on Men’s Health / Cancer Screening
b)  Consider a June event with St. Mattew’s Church -- follow-up with Elm Hlth Dsp Workgroup itself

c)  Follow-up on working with the Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club for an event for Men’s Health like they did last year.  What about the Christian Biking Clubs that we met at Winslow’s Health Fair??    Jean will get the information from Joye Rozier’s husband, and contact the Christian Biking Club groups.

d)   Pee Wee Football leagues, older boys leagues bring out men – parents and grand parents.  Can we look into these contacts both in the County and in the City?   Basketball leagues are another possibility for contacts.  Jean will try to get contacts

e)  NJ-Family has promotion pieces for enrollment at sports events.  Lynn will get examples which we could maybe adapt for Cancer Screening for men.

f)  What about considering doing a “Family Day” for prevention / for cancer screening and have breast and prostate cancer screening available???  What about neighborhood approaches like with public housing sections in Camden City e.g. Maguire Gardens community center;  e.g. Unity Day in South Camden; e.g. a day between Mother’s Day and Father’s Day at CamCARE sites???  Workgroup to follow-up

B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden.  Cynthia Primas-Taylor reported that CAMCare has received the Federal approval for the change in scope of practice to include the Screening Mammography service, once a week at their East Camden location.  This program is a partnership with Community Health Practice of Lourdes Medical Center, Cooper Radiology Department, Cooper CEED Program, and CAMCare.  We hope to have a media event to start the service in the last week of October.   Pending from July: Cynthia will invite Ms. Leslie Morris of the NJ Primary Care Association to the event. 
C.  Third Goal - Special Winslow Township Focus for 2008-2009 to increase cancer screening (see “A” above for Winslow activities for Men’s Cancer Screening)
Lynn Rosner reported that the Health Fair event for Winslow in connection with the Flu Campaign October 25th is being planned. Both Cooper CEED and the Clark Family will be part of the Health Fair.  We are going to be able to add a couple questions related to Cancer Screening to the survey on Access to Care which is prepared by the Access Sub-committee of the County Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) /MAPP.  Marie is arranging for volunteers from their Health Department to help with surveys.
To do:  Lynn will send a copy of the revised survey to the workgroup members. Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez will help to prepare a couple questions to add to the survey with Lynn.

Pending To do:  Lynn will ask what other municipality has a Health Fair component to the Flu Site event in October/November which we may be able to participate in with the same modified survey.
Pending from September, and needs confirmation from Marie Lawrence, which Lynn will do:

a)  work with the Winslow Township Senior Housing gathering on November 1st to explain about the CEED services and focus on continuing screening for cancer in >65 year olds.  To do:  Lynn will contact Marie to send information about our participation in this event, to CEED programs, CC-DHHS, CCCPAT, Clark Family etc.

b)  Housing Associations in the township, quarterly meeting with managers, we need the date and Lynn will ask Marie. The individual Associations meet on a bi-monthly schedule, usually at neighborhood Churches. 
To do:  Jean, Lynn, and Cooper CEED will attend the quarterly meeting of the Housing Association managers, and invite their participation in helping us to decrease cancer, and increase cancer screening.  During 2009, we will schedule different coalition partners to provide education and information about cancer screening and prevention, including healthy life-styles. 
c)  Pending from the Horizon Medicaid HMO could give us a baseline of Medicaid covered individuals who are not using their benefits for cancer screening in Camden County and in the South parts of the County
Pending to do:  Plyshette will ask Horizon Medicaid HMO about the statistics on persons on Medicaid not using their benefits for Cancer Screening in Winslow Township, Washington Township, Chiselhurst.
Pending to do:  Jean will ask the PRO if there are data on Camden County and larger municipalities on cancer screening for >65 year olds.

D.  Other Workgroup’s Activities:

1.  Riversharks Baseball 2008 Season.  Follow-up is with the Tri-County group.  Jean reported that the five events that the Hands of Hope campaign was involved with, had 18,730 people attending those games with an average of 3,746 persons per game.  The next steps with Marian Morrison, Advocacy Director for ACS and the Tri-County workgroup, will need to wait until after the election.  We have over 1,000 hands from the Riversharks events to be part of the advocacy event.  
2. Developing our Media Contacts is a priority for Jean this year, and a number of possible radio, Community bulletin boards, and web-based links were shared.  To Do:  Jean will give report at next meeting.
E.   Sharing from the Members:

1. Clark Family was not ready yet to share the results of their Camden City Survey of Cancer Screening Barriers.  We hope to have this report at the next Camden County Cancer Coalition quarterly meeting on November 12th, Wednesday, breakfast meeting at Lourdes Medical Center in Camden City.
