A.   Goal for Sept. 2009-2010:

They are currently working on the post-year evaluation which should be a great help in our program start up in Camden County

3.  Goal for Access to Care in Camden City and Winslow Township  These two areas are priority areas for the CC-DHHS MAPP/CHIP – as well as for us as Cancer Coalition.  The Body and Soul Program for example will be focused in these two areas as we begin that work.
