Present:   Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Virgenmina Lopez, Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project, Marie and Irving Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc; Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, and Tondi DeShields from Cooper Camden County Cancer Screening Project;  Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS; Hilary Colbert,  Community Planning and Advocacy Council. 
A.   Goals for Sept. 2009-2010:   
1.   Body & Soul Initiative with African American Churches will be one of our goals for the coming year.  The Clark family was not able to do the presentation as reported because of the church contact person not being available. They are reconnecting with the Bright Memorial Church in Camden City to reset the date.  Lynn Rosner will be supporting them in getting the program started.
Jean reported on the CCOP (Camden Churches Organized for People) prayer week that she would see if the Churches coming to the week of prayer (Church Unity Octave) could be informed about Body & Soul and given contact information about setting up a program at their churches.

Lynn reported that for Martin Luther King day, the former Beth El synagogue community is working with the new owners of the property,  Impacting Your World Church, for a special evening.  Maybe she will be able to also introduce Body & Soul program at this event.

2.  Continuing to support the CEED programs to reach all of their goals for Breast Cancer,  Colorectal Cancer, Cervical Cancer, and Prostate Cancer.  

a)  Antioch Church Prostate Cancer day had 52 men attend and seven were CEED eligible.  There were other men, ready to have the screening, but were insured.  Evelyn will look into a small grant to allow the team to do the screening and cover the PSA costs. (look at Target or Home Depot).  

b)  Cooper CEED did 300+ more women screened for BRCA and Cx Cancer in 2009.  Congratulations! They will prepare a slide for the quarterly CCCC with their information.


c)  Jean handed out the statement from the Cervical Cancer Workgroup of the NJ State Task Force on Cancer Prevention.  It is to clarify the support toward comprehensive education about the Herpes Papilloma Vaccine for prevention of Cervical Cancer.  Evelyn reported that both for the HPV vaccine discussions and the education for Prostate Cancer screening we are dealing with persons and their sexual identity and the fears about the vaccine or the screening impacting their sexuality.


b)  Lynn Rosner from the DHSS Camden County, wanted to recognize and thank the CEED program for all of their assistance with referrals and with the seamless working together on issues of cancer 

3. Goal for Access to Care in Camden City and Winslow Township  These two areas are priority areas for the CC-DHHS MAPP/CHIP – as well as for us as Cancer Coalition.  The Body and Soul Program for example will be focused in these two areas as we begin that work.  This issues of access includes more that just getting the services.  We had gathered more information for free services available in Camden City and Camden County which will be a help.
Also, the further discussion about the Camden City Cancer Initiative becoming part of the CCCC has access as one of its goals.
DECISION:  Virgenmina Lopez and Lynn Rosner are preparing the list of free health services to 
help those in poverty and undocumented.
             Lynn reported on the use of the new Educational Van for CC-DHSS and working with Ms. Marie Lawrence in Winslow Township to set up the different sites, twice a month.  Virgemina from the Cooper CEED Grant for women  > 300% of  poverty would like to join these days in Winslow especially.  
B. Pending 2007-2009 Goal:  Establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service at FQHC   Tondi DeShields reported the CEED program worked with the East Camden –CamCare site for three screening days with mammography in December 2009.  There are new issues about a “service charge” to clients coming for breast cancer screening via CEED, which is being charged by the center.  Tondi and Evelyn will be meeting with CAM-Care to clarify the issues.  There should be NO charges to women referred for Breast Cancer screening who are uninsured and being registered as CEED clients.
C.  Pending changes Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI)  - ACS has had to announcee a suspension on this  team work until February 2010.    NOTE:   The leadership council role of the 3CI is recommended to be part of the Camden County Cancer Coalition and will be coming to the full Coalition meeting.
The Eliminating Health Disparities workgroup does see the Camden City Initiative as one that could become part of the workgroup especially for the cancer screening goals, and the issues about access to services and caring / coping services.  The Worksite Wellness initiative could maybe come under Tri-County workgroup?
