February 4, 2008 Monday, 10:00 am to Noon
Present:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS; Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Gregory Clark, and Irving  Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc, Joye Rozier from CAMCare
J. Mouch welcomed everyone to the meeting which was the Monday after Super Bowl Sunday! (and we hoped everyone enjoyed the game.)

A.   Update on General Informational Promotion of the 2007-2008 Goal of Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2008:    
Plyshette, Freeholder Greco, and Marie Clark were interviewed by Rev. Tony Evans for “Camden on the Move” Cable TV and the show was aired on _________________.  We will have access to the tape of this half hour program for general promotion.
Pending Promotion topics:
1. Decision:  Jean will work with Scott McCray to either use this tape or do another interview as part of the Cooper cable TV program called:  “Health Matters.” 
2. Decision:  Jean will check with Evelyn, Cooper CEED program, about the “Free Screening for Prostate Cancer” Radio commercial and how we can use it for this six months promotion of reaching the CEED target of men screened for prostate and colorectal cancer. 
B.  Men’s Cancer Screening:   Joye Rozier, Outreach Coordinator for CAMCare is moving to a new position with another non-profit in Camden County.  She gave us the CAMCare update on presenting the model i.e  Primary Care Practice Model (“medical model track “- to do their chart review/administrative database review to identify the number of eligible men for cancer screening in their practices) and Outreach (tract #2) to be applied to male patients registered with CAMCare.  She has the data run.  She is not sure who will be the contact person after she leaves.  She will again bring up this project with Mr. Mark Bryant at a personal meeting with him on February 6th.  Her last day at CAMCare is February 8th.
Other targeted clinics which were identified in January were Community Health Practice and Project H.O.P.E at Bergen Lanning Health Center, Osborne Health Center, Kyle Family Health Center, Primary Care Practitioners Group in Camden City. 

We continue to do general promotion/education/outreach – both in the City of Camden and in the rest of Camden County with the Clark Family Cancer Services Foundation and the CC-DHHS.
Plan: 
a)  To set up a regular schedule for the days of cancer screening, with a priority for the months between January to June 2008 to reach our goal of 200 Eligible Men for CEED have been screened.
b)  The two CEED programs would coordinate the dates for registering CEED eligible men and women and be part of the staff running the prostate cancer screening of all those men who need screening, on the scheduled days.
c) We will ask Carrie Norbeck of Cancer Information Service of NCI to work with us to build an evaluation of the process.

Pending Ideas about the Campaign needing update from December 2007 and January 20008 meetings: 
· suggestion is that with the new Health Consumer Profiles for 2008, we target the zip codes around the identified medical practices, and do a postcard to women at these addresses, to get their husbands screened for cancer; what about the mailing labels ? – Jean follow-up  
· doing “follow-up” phone calls to the residences of the men identified – but CAMCare won’t be able to do that follow-up.  CEED will see if they can do the phone-calls.  We could look at doing a “project” with students to do the phone calls on site at CAMCare.
· Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup to identify new CAMcare contact to coordinate with Evelyn on identifying the patients of CAMCare who are eligible; setting the dates; and organizing the personnel for follow-up phone calls and screening. – Jean follow-up
· On hold:  Jean to contact other clinics identified - working with Nancy Hughes for Lourdes and Joan Lombardi for Virtua to see if we can coordinate the same process during this time period of Jan. through June 2008 and set further screening dates and places. 
· On hold:  Lynn Rosner will reach out to Kennedy Health Center at Cherry Hill, via contact provided by Evelyn R.
· On-going:   Outreach Model – (Track #2 of our experience with CHP/FQHC work of 2007)  We want to build on the Clark Breast Cancer Services model of being more personal and one-on-one with men, in the discussions about getting screened for cancer.  
C.   Shared from January Meeting:  
Additional 2008 Focus:  At all Outreach Events that we would help persons to identify and to join a “Medical Home” / Primary Care Practice as part of our Goals in improving cancer screening rates, doing outreach / follow-up from educational events, and other encounters with persons who are not getting screened for cancer.

Discussion:   Lynn stated that at the County, she wanted to make sure not only that she reached persons with education and screening information or even helped them to get registered with CEED, but that she also would ask the questions about having a “family doctor” and helping with whatever strategy to get the persons connected to a “medical home.”  We talked about promoting information about CEED, FQHC, Family Care, the Medication Relief Brochure, and even the Charity Care process at local hospitals.   We need to continue to promote 211 as a portal of information.  Questions we ask about lack of health insurance, or underinsured families, should also include how they can get healthcare coverage and prove their eligibility for different programs.  
Needs Decision:

DRAFT:  2008 Objective for Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup of the Camden County Cancer Coalition:   To continue to develop the strategies for follow-up with persons who are uninsured or underinsured for healthcare and assist in helping them achieve a “medical home” i.e. enrollment with a primary care practice.
Toward this aim for example we mentioned the following:

· Work to help develop the model begun by the Clark Family Foundation in their outreach work with other non-profits, using a common form.
· Work with Lynn Rosner, and her follow-up work at the CC-DHHS, enrolling in Family Care, agreements with CEED; keeping a database; examples of building agreements with CEED
· Develop relationships with other non-profits who can also do the “follow-up” with this extra focus of finding a “medical home” as part of their information / intake questions
· Information for primary care practices to know about the CEED agreements direct registration process; the role of Health Department and Family Care registration; the role of FQHC in providing for “safety net” healthcare;  healthcare for the homeless; Community Health Practice; etc.

D.  Other Matter from Participants:
1. Health Fair at Camden High School on February 20, 2008.  The Clark Family has been invited to be part of this event.

2. The Camden County’s Women’s Health Conference will be on March 1, 2008.  The Clark Family Breast Services Foundation, ACS, and Freeholder Greco, Prostate Cancer survivor will all have tables for information at the event this year.  Jessica Fuchs will be attending on behalf of the Coalition and making sure that our Coaltion materials are available at these three partners’ tables.

3. “Relay for Life” – Honoring Cancer Survivors, in Camden City will be held Aug. 2008, hopefully as part of one of the game time events.  We assured Plyshette that the CCCC will be part of this event!
4. Cancer Prevention Study – ACS sponsored is a longitudinal study recruiting 30-65 year olds over the next 20 years.  The aim is to look at life-style and cancer rates.  Medford and Mullica Hill are two sites of the study.  There is a need to be sure to have minority members of the study and we could help with this aim as a coalition.

We had a good discussion about African Americans and “fear of participating in studies”.  There is little trust in older members of families who look upon cancer diagnosis with “no-hope” or fatalistic… “God will take care of me”  “God would have told me”  “God loves me more.”  Younger members can be a help, “My grandson the doctor” can get an elder to “do it” e.g. stop smoking.
