A. Goal of Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2008:    
CAMCare Men’s Prostate Cancer Screening Event:   Jean was able to report that she had spoken with Tondi Deshields at Cooper who was to contact person whom Joye Rozier had given to us about planning a day and the event.  Jean had been able to talk with Mr. Mark Bryant, CEO of CAMCare who supports this event and wants to make the CEED involvement with the health center “seamless” as a process.  I assured him that I thought this event could be a way in which we could work on that improvement as a common goal.
Joan Lombardi, CEED Virtua, was interested in having a similar event for the Kyle Family Health Center at Virtua Camden.   She knows that the staff would support the effort.

Discussion:  The event could be done during the Men’s Health Week – June 9-15th at two Camden City locations and possibly do one evening session and a Saturday.  We talked about incentives if we do a public educational and screening promotion.  As a group, we didn’t agree about using gift cards, as for some of us it seemed you were paying people to do cancer screening.  However, some give-aways for completing the screening were thought to be a good idea. 
Plan:

1. To have a men’s prostate cancer screening event at the CAMCare Health Center and the Kyle Family Health Center in Camden City during Men’s HealthWeek.

2. Cooper CEED will work with CAMCare andVirtua CEED will be at their Kyle Family Center to cover the registration of men, eligible for CEED.

3. Both primary care sites will do a review of all clients – male, age 40 and up – who will be contacted for participation in the screening day.

4. We will continue to plan for the General Public invitation i.e. using the radio PSA from Cooper announcing free Prostate Screening days, as well as using the TV interview with the dates for new screening days.

5. We will ask Carrie Norbeck of Cancer Information Service of NCI to work with us to build an evaluation of the process.

B.  Additional 2008 Focus for Cancer Coalition:  At all Outreach Events that we would help persons to identify and to join a “Medical Home” / Primary Care Practice as part of our Goals in improving cancer screening rates, doing outreach / follow-up from educational events, and other encounters with persons who are not getting screened for cancer.

February Discussion:   Lynn stated that at the County, she wanted to make sure not only that she reached persons with education and screening information or even helped them to get registered with CEED, but that she also would ask the questions about having a “family doctor” and helping with whatever strategy to get the persons connected to a “medical home.”  We talked about promoting information about CEED, FQHC, Family Care, the Medication Relief Brochure, and even the Charity Care process at local hospitals.   We need to continue to promote 211 as a portal of information.  Questions we ask about lack of health insurance, or underinsured families, should also include how they can get healthcare coverage and prove their eligibility for different programs.  
Decision – to be sent to April Quarterly Meeting of Coalition for Endorsement:
2008 Objective for Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup of the Camden County Cancer Coalition:   To continue to develop the strategies for follow-up with persons who are uninsured or underinsured for healthcare and assist in helping them achieve a “medical home” i.e. enrollment with a primary care practice.
Toward this aim for example we mentioned the following:

· Work to help develop the model begun by the Clark Family Foundation in their outreach work with other non-profits, using a common form for permission to continue to call persons who want more information and to help them complete screening goals
· Work with Lynn Rosner, and her follow-up work at the CC-DHHS, enrolling in Family Care, agreements with CEED; keeping a database; examples of building agreements with CEED
· Develop relationships with other non-profits who can also do the “follow-up” with this extra focus of finding a “medical home” as part of their information / intake questions
· Information for primary care practices to know about the CEED agreements direct registration process; the role of Health Department and Family Care registration; the role of FQHC in providing for “safety net” healthcare;  healthcare for the homeless; Community Health Practice; etc.

D.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden

Jean was able to report the good news, that CAMCare has secured the grant/money from NJ-Department of Health and Senior Services to renovate the space at the East Camden office.  The screening mammography unit will have the additional equipment necessary that all mammograms will be “digitalized” and sent to Cooper Radiology for reading.  This service is a partnership between Cooper University Hospital and CAMCare, Inc.  CONGRATULATIONS!  This is a unique and creative service, the first of its kind in Federally Qualified Health Centers in NJ.
E.   Updates from Participants:
a).   Update:  Health Fair at Camden High School on February 20, 2008 was a good event.  It was a mandatory health fair for staff and teachers.  Family members were also there (?because they are dependants on health insurance???).  The Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Foundation was present and ACS was also there.
b)  The “Camden On the Move” cable station 19 interview on Men’s Health and Men’s Cancer Screening was aired on February 3rd and during the coming week.  They had some equipment repairs after the viewing but we are assured of receiving copies of the half hour program for our promotion of Cancer Screening for Men.  Freeholder Greco, as Prostate Cancer survivor, Mrs. Marie Clark from the Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Foundation, and Plyshette Wiggins, ACS were interviewed by Rev. Tony Evans, Director of the Camden City Department of Health and Human Services.
c) The Camden County’s Women’s Health Conference, “It’s All About You”, on March 1, 2008 was again a grand success and a great gathering for women and men in Camden County. The Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Foundation, ACS, and Freeholder Greco, Prostate Cancer survivor, had tables for information with our Camden County Cancer Coalition materials.  Freeholder Rodney A. Greco had give-aways with his own phone number for any questions he might be able to help with.  He gave a Blue Ribbon Sticky Note Pad with “Be Sure to Get Screened for Prostate Cancer”
d) ACS Honoring Cancer Survivors in Camden City will be held Aug. 2008, hopefully at the Riversharks Stadium – please correct the February minutes.  We assured Plyshette that the CCCC will be part of this event!
