April 7, 2008 Monday, 10:00 am to Noon
Present:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS; Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Gregory, Irving, and Vincent Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc,  Kathleen McCabe, VNA-Hospice Moorestown, Evelyn Robles-Rodrieguez from Camden County Cancer Screening Project,Cooper CEED, Juanita Fuller, CPAC, Carrie Norbeck from NCI’s CIS.
A. Workgoup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2008:    
As part of the National Men’s Health Week, June 9th to 15th, the Coalition partners will host two prostate cancer screening locations in Camden City:

a)  CAMCare Men’s Prostate Cancer Screening Event with Cooper CEED program  will use the model of identifying all male patients and staff who have not receive Prostate Cancer Screening this year.  There will be personal contact with the person, with additional outreach via phone calls etc. to get appointments for the day.  Evelyn gave the update that Tondi is working with Simon at CAMcare to arrange this day.  There could be a couple education tables with a “post test” for men, and if you had the screening or at least made the appointment and gave contact information for call-back, there would be incentives e.g. go through the steps, and get to enter the “lottery” for gift baskets / gift cards.
b)  Kyle Family Health Center at Virtua Camden. Atlantic Ave and Mt. Ephraim will also identify staff and patients from the Health Center (as above).  In addition, Joan Lombardi would support doing a general public promotion for the Virtua site for one day.  Joan was not able to attend today but we will get update and share via email.  Suggestions about the site with the public promotion is to also have a couple stations for education; have a “lottery” so if you get screened and/or make the appointment you can enter the lottery for gifts/gift cards.  
Discussion:  
1. Radio PSA and Cable:  As a group we talked about the use of radio PSA. Freeholder Greco could be the person to do the update on the PSA (make it general with the phone numbers) so that it will be useful at anytime.  We talked about contacts with radio programs e.g. Ms. Patty Jackson at 107.9 a gospel stations; Linda Johnson in Mercer – does her program reach Camden County?  Does she have contacts for us whom we can call to get targeted to at least the county level?  Plyshette reported that Freeholder Greco has gotten a copy of the half-hour interview from Camden On the Move.  Is there a way to edit and get Freeholder Greco’s part for a shorter version for use at Churches, and other venues in Camden City e.g. hospital waiting rooms, doctor’s waiting rooms?  Can Scott McCray help us with this editing and getting a shorter version on his Cable station?  Channel 2 Comcast needs to have our contact information.  Does CC-DHHS have the right to do PSA’s for the county? (They have this in Burlington)
Follow-up:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS will be our lead on the media and promotion of this event to general public, and Joan Lombardi should help with the Virtua contact information etc.

2. Flyers and publicizing locally on the Mt. Ephraim business corridor:  The group discussed the type of flyer that again could be “generic” for time, and allow those men who are ready, to make the call, and make the choice to participate.  For the business corridor on Mt. Ephraim the flyer could be specific for the event and talk about the incentives.
3. Working with the Clark Family Survey Team in May 2008:  have the general flyer for the parts of the city not relating to Virtua’s Kyle Family HC and the specific flyer for Centerville/Whitman Park/Liberty Place etc. that is surrounding the Kyle Family Health Center.  The Clark Family would hand the flyers out during the month of May.

Follow-up on Flyers:  Jean and Evelyn will follow-up on design of the two types of flyers.
4.  Carrie Norbeck of Cancer Information Service of NCI will prepare a simple “post education” set of questions to ask at the end of the screening day (before you can enter the “lottery”) which will help us do an evaluation of the process.  Follow-up:  Carrie to circulate simple post event survey for comments.
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden Update for May Workgroup meeting.
C.  Considerations for Workgroup Activities in the coming year 

1) Let us go back to our planning for a “JUST for MEN” event for cancer screening and supporting family during cancer etc. Next Year, 2009 National Men’s Health Week would be a good time. Follow-up:  Summary of ideas from last year’s discussion will be prepared by Jean

2) Juanita asked the group about resources and ideas on how family/friends can support someone with cancer.  (See below – D.2)  She gave good ideas already and Jean will work with her to report back to the Workgroup in May.  Jean reminded the group about the Survivors Conference Nov. 2008.
3) The group talked about working with the homeless groups for screening of men e.g. VOA shelter, Bergen Lanning Health Center, and Cathedral Kitchen.  The problem is follow-up after screening in this transient group.  
D.  Updates from Participants:
1) The Clark Family Breast Cancer Services foundation will begin their survey work in Camden City to understand and respond better to those who are not being reached (flyers, door knockers, radio, post cards, Health Fairs, Church programs etc.) with the cancer screening messages.  They will go as couples and are aiming for 100 surveys. They will divide their work into four areas of the city.  See above for timing their survey work with our general public outreach for the Prostate Cancer day.   
Follow-up:  Irving will get a copy of the survey to members.  Jean assured him that she and CAMconnect could help with the analysis.
2) Juanita Fuller, a colleague at CPAC came to tell the Workgroup about her two day Open House for over 60 persons on a Saturday Afternoon/Evening and Sunday afternoon in support of her niece, who is less than 30 years old and has Breast Cancer.  Juanita’s Dessert Extravaganza had a “menu” of the different desserts available to which was attached an envelope for the donation.  She asked for $10 / person but it could be any amount.  The envelope had a place for the name and address so that thank you notes could be given.  The Coalition provided materials and educational pamphlets.  The outpouring of support for her niece was so encouraging, and they were able to bank close to $600 for her niece’s expenses as she continues treatment.  The event averaged a half hour to an hour for individuals.  The younger group of family and friends came later in the evening and spent more time which was wonderful.  Juanita had heard about the Home Health Parties / Coffee Clutches at the last Coalition Meeting in January.

3) Home Health Party events have been started as of January 2008 through the Cooper CEED program staff, and nurses.    They are doing 4-5 a month and it is FUN! with games for educating, with “Pink Dollars” being earned and prizes awarded.  There is food!  It takes about an hour and is really appreciated by everyone.  Over a 100 women have been reached since January.
4) Camden County Cancer Screening Project, (Cooper CEED) will have a table at a number of evening and afternoon Riversharks games this season.  
5) Cooper CEED is part of a two year study on WHY women are not getting Breast Cancer Screening. The target number is 1000 women.  All of cultural and economic barriers are being studied.
