A. Workgoup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2008:    
As part of the celebration of National Men’s Health Week, (in 2008 it is from June 9th to 15th), the Coalition partners will host two prostate cancer screening locations in Camden City:
a)  Camden County Cancer Screening Project - Prostate Cancer Screening Event with Cooper CEED program  will do a screening day on June 11th at 3 Cooper Plaza, Camden.  This day will be from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in Suite 211.  Tondi reported that her contact at CAMCare, Federal Street, will need more time to do the process with CAMCare patients at the five sites.  Tondi will continue to work with him in the planning and we will aim for another day e.g. in September, Prostate Cancer month.
b)  Kyle W. Will Family Health Center at Virtua Camden. Atlantic Ave  will have a screening day for prostate cancer on June 19th from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 pm.  As far as they are able, they will identify staff and patients from the Health Center as well as participate in the general public promotion. for the In addition, Joan Lombardi would support doing a general public promotion for the Virtua site for one day.  
c)  The Clark family will begin their survey work this coming week-end.  We want to get the flyers for the event to them to pass out as they meet families in Camden City.

NOTE:  We missed any follow up for incentives. From April meeting:  “Suggestions about the site with the public promotion is to also have a couple stations for education; have a ‘lottery’ so if you get screened and/or make the appointment you can enter the lottery for gifts/gift cards.”  
Media - Radio PSA and Cable:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS reported that there are no general radio stations that target Camden County.  We asked if we should try again with “Camden on the Move” to reinforce the message and to promote the screening days?  

a) Plyshette to contact Rev. Evans.  

b) Jean to get the edited version of the half-hour interviews that Riversharks used on their opening day.  

Decision:  

a)   Get the message onto the Channel 2 community bulletin board – Irving to ask for the contact from Maria, and Jean will do the contact/message.

b)   Evelyn shared the Public Service Announcements from last years Prostate Cancer campaign with Jean who will share them with Joan for Virtua to adapt and see if they can help use the message for promoting the June 19th Virtua screening day.  Evelyn would be able to use the Cooper version for the June 11th screening day.  Now to find the best place to use them…
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden Update for June Workgroup meeting.
C.  Considerations for Workgroup Activities in the coming year 

1)  Riversharks Baseball 2008 Season.  The presentation by the General Manager at our quarterly Cancer Coalition meeting was good and very energetic!  There were a number of ways to promote the messages of prevention, screening, and anti-tobacco that were shared.  Three of the members who were present will work to get money toward the Camden County Cancer Coalition contract with the Riversharks, namely Virtua CEED, CC-DHHS, and the Coalition itself.  They could not do a full contract themselves, but CCCPAT will also contribute to the Coalition contract with the Riversharks.  ACS is in negotiation with the group for August 2nd, which will honor Cancer Survivors, have a Luminaria ceremony etc.  Cooper CEED will be participating via the Cooper University contract with the Riversharks.  Plyshetter reminded the group about the ACS mini-grants for employers who are helping their employees stop smoking and to have “smoke free” business campuses.  Jean will check to see if the Riversharks themselves could do that for their employees as part of this season of partnership.
Decision:  Jean will follow-up with the General Manager to continue to develop a contract with the Riversharks.
2)  Pending from April Meeting:  

· Let us go back to our planning for a “JUST for MEN” event for cancer screening and supporting family during cancer etc. Next Year, 2009 National Men’s Health Week would be a good time. Follow-up:  Summary of ideas from last year’s discussion will be prepared by Jean
· Juanita asked the group about resources and ideas on how family/friends can support someone with cancer.  (See below – D.2)  She gave good ideas already and Jean will work with her to report back to the Workgroup in May.  Jean reminded the group about the Survivors Conference Nov. 2008.
· The group talked about working with the homeless groups for screening of men e.g. VOA shelter, Bergen Lanning Health Center, and Cathedral Kitchen.  The problem with these venues is follow-up with the men/women after screening in this transient group.  

3)   Targeting Winslow Township in 2008-2009:  Lynn Rosner had met with Marie Lawrence from Winslow Township Municipal Council to talk about our “Cancer Initiatives” and some ideas from their municipality.  We had participated in last year’s July Health Fair.  In the proposal letter, Lynn and Marie had three groups with a first contact already in place that could be used for cancer awareness, education and screening.  These three groups are:  Seniors; the Uninsured; and Families involved with the Home Associations at housing complexes.   We agreed with the principles of the proposal, especially as part of the CC-DHHS campaign for “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive.”   The new site for CAMCare FQHC in Clementon could be part of this initiative.  Virtua CEED has a physician practice which does take CEED referrals from Winslow.  It is an Internal Medicine Office.  In the same building is SJ Radiology and a gastrointestinal practice where colonoscopies can be done.  The Clark Family has been down in Winslow Twnshp a number of times working with Churches, which could be a focused area for developing the “Body and Soul” program.  There is training for “Body & Soul” in Princeton on May 10th.  We hope that there will be other training in Sough Jersey which would be easier for us to attend.  Another group which is a concern for CEED is dealing with migrant farm laborers, because the follow-up is so difficult… again another group that in fact “screening” is maybe not the step to stress.
Decision:  Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS will take the lead in developing the relationships with Marie Lawrence and the Township of Winslow for a one year program.
NOTE:  Jean Mouch apologies to the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup members, because she forgot to bring to the April Quarterly Meeting of the full Coalition the recommendation for a new objective:   2008 Objective for Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup of the Camden County Cancer Coalition:   To continue to develop the strategies for follow-up with persons who are uninsured or underinsured for healthcare and assist in helping them achieve a “medical home” i.e. enrollment with a primary care practice.
Toward this aim for example we mentioned the following:

· Work to help develop the model begun by the Clark Family Foundation in their outreach work with other non-profits, using a common form for permission to continue to call persons who want more information and to help them complete screening goals
· Work with Lynn Rosner, and her follow-up work at the CC-DHHS, enrolling in Family Care, agreements with CEED; keeping a database; examples of building agreements with CEED

· Develop relationships with other non-profits who can also do the “follow-up” with this extra focus of finding a “medical home” as part of their information / intake questions

· Information for primary care practices to know about the CEED agreements direct registration process; the role of Health Department and Family Care registration; the role of FQHC in providing for “safety net” healthcare;  healthcare for the homeless; Community Health Practice; etc.

Sharing from the members:

1.   On June 2nd, the CC-DHHS will be hosting for their employees, a smoking cessation program run by Lynn Rosner and Trish Hearey.  They believe that this is a first step for making the whole campus “smoke free.”  Plyshette reminded Lynn that the effort would qualify for the small grant from ACS. 
All of the following events could be places where we can promote the Men’s Cancer Screening Days in Camden City.
2.  May 10th Health Fair at the East Camden Middle School – Clark Family will be there.
3.  May 16th CAMCare event for Women’s Health with key-note speaker on Federal Street.

4.  Crowne Plaza “Baby Boomers Expo” hosted by Cooper Community Linkages on Wednesday May 7th from 4 to 7 pm.
5.  June 14th is the Health Fair for the Juan Baptiste Parade at the Hispanic Family Center
