June 2, 2008 Monday, 10:00 am to Noon
Present:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS; Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition; Gregory, Irving, and Vernon Clark from Clark Family Breast Cancer Services Inc,  Lynn Rosner from CC-DHHS; Charles Blake from CCCPAT; Hilary Colbert , CPAC; Marie Lawrence, Winslow Township Dept of Health;  guest was Ms. Suzanne Dell, Winning Edge Communications, who does the media for the State of NJ Comprehensive Tobacco Control Program working on cessation programs and youth smoking prevention. 
A. Workgoup Goal for Screening Men for Prostate / Colorectal Cancer and to reach the CEED Target of 200 Men screened/eligible by 6/30/2008:    
As part of the celebration of National Men’s Health Week, (in 2008 it is from June 9th to 15th), the Coalition partners will host two prostate cancer screening locations in Camden City, to which anyone from Camden County can also come, of those who are eligible – i.e. no health insurance/low income.
a)  Camden County Cancer Screening Project - Prostate Cancer Screening Event with Cooper CEED program  will do a screening day on June 11th at 3 Cooper Plaza, Camden.  This day will be from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in Suite 211.  
b)  Kyle W. Will Family Health Center at Virtua Camden. Atlantic Ave will have a screening day for prostate cancer on June 19th from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 pm.  The CC-DHHS will also be present for the day for general health promotion and education.  
c)  The Clark family started their survey work in Camden City on barriers for Cancer Screening on the week-end of May 31st-June 1st.  They reported that the survey work was doing well. Many families did not know about CEED programs.  Both CEED information from Cooper and our Men’s Free Cancer Screening flyer were handed out.  The Clark family is able to give incentives i.e. gift card for doing the survey.  If the person completes the screening, they will receive another gift card. 

d)  Media - Radio PSA and Cable:  Plyshette Wiggins, ACS reported that there are no general radio stations that target Camden County. 
      Jean tried to get the edited version of the half-hour interviews that Riversharks used on their opening day in May but found out that the DVD was lost!  We will get another copy to them and keep copies for our own use.
      Jean did email a message for the Comcast Channel 2 community bulletin board to announce the two cancer screening days.  She wrote and sent the materials of the announcement to Rev. Evans for the Camden on the Move programs during these two weeks.  She also sent the materials to City Hall asking Tony Lingo to help get these materials into the payroll check of City employees, as well as into the information sharing stand in the City Hall lobby.
B.  Second Goal:    Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden.  Tondi reported to Jean that the money for renovations had been received and the work has begun on the East Camden site.
C.  Other Workgroup Activities:
1)  Riversharks Baseball 2008 Season.  Lynn Rosner and Plyshette Wiggins were able to meet with Elizabeth Stevenson of the Riversharks about our participation in this season.  So far we have confirmed the following contributions toward a Camden County Cancer Coalition contract:

· $1,000 from the Coalition

· $1,000 from the CCCPAT

· $500 from CC-DHHS

· Pending – contributions from Quit Center and CEED Virtua

Plyshette, on behalf of ACS, is negotiating the large event day of August 2nd – for Cancer Survivors. General discussion about a final contract depends on what “costs” our $2,500 could cover.  Also, each of us need a direct invoice from Riversharks to do the transfer.   One of the things that Riversharks would like to see us do is “sponsorship” of particular elements of advertising.  
Decision:  Plyshette will work with Lynn and Jean on preparing this material to make sure our donors are aware.

Lynn reported about a good idea which could be used in other setting.  Using the Hands of HOPE promotion, we could have sponsors on a “clapping hands” version.  
Decision:  Lynn will research this idea for part of our contract with Riversharks.

Suzanne Dell from Winning Edge Communications shared with us her work in promoting smoking cessation and prevention of smoking via media projects since October 2007 with the State of NJ CTCP.  South Jersey specific media projects have been very little.  The Riversharks Season link would be of interest.   Suzanne will be looking forward to our sponsorship details for how they could work with us even in June! (examples of their work are the PSAs on:  “What’s your excuse, New Jersey?”)
Decision:  Jean will get back to Suzanne with the sponsorship ideas by the end of this week i.e. June 6th.
Decision:  Jean will follow-up with the General Manager to continue to develop a contract with the Riversharks i.e. can they invoice each of the sponsoring members separately.
Pending idea:   Can we ask the Riversharks organization themselves, if they would do a cancer screening promotion for their employees and for the pllayers as part of this season of partnership?
Decision:  Jean will follow-up
2)  Targeting Winslow Township in 2008-2009:  Marie Lawrence from Winslow Township Municipal Council, liaison for the Department of Health, was able to be present and affirmed the working document that Lynn Rosner had prepared. We agreed with the principles of the proposal, especially as a continuing part of the CC-DHHS campaign for “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive” for the coming year.   
There are three opportunities that we can develop starting with Breast Cancer Screening of the “never screened women” or the “rarely screened women”:

· The new site for CAMCare FQHC in Clementon could be part of this initiative as a site for the Fox Chase Van; via support from the Komen Grant; as a place to recruit groups of women to come for screening in Camden City e.g. at Cooper.  Maybe the Clark Family transportation grant can be part of the incentives to get women to complete the screening.
· Virtua CEED has a contract with a physician practice in Winslow.  It is an Internal Medicine Office.  In the same building is SJ Radiology and a gastrointestinal practice where mammograms and colonoscopies can be done.  Promotion of Breast Cancer Screening for CEED eligible women and for Medicaid women not using their insurance for screening. Maybe the Clark Family transportation grant could also be used in this setting, getting women to the Virtua site where there is a radiology service.  Working with the two senior housing complexes might also be able to use this site or be transported to Camden.
· The Clark Family has been down in Winslow Township a number of times working with Churches, which could be a focused area for developing the “Body and Soul” program.  Plyshette reported that there be training for “Body & Soul” planned for our area.  Another concern for CEED is dealing with migrant farm laborers; because the follow-up is so difficult… again another group that in fact “screening” is maybe not the step to stress.
Decision:  
(1)  Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS will take the lead in developing the relationships with Marie Lawrence and the Township of Winslow for a one year program starting with Breast Cancer Screening.

(2)  Jean Mouch will work with CAMCare and with Michael Dixon from CHP in how the FQHC site could be helped to do screening with the Van in Clementon during this year.  She will ask CAMcare for their documentation of the need for the FQHC i.e. demographics and other statistics

(3)  The workgroup will assist in coordinating participation in events and health fairs – promoting all the different aspects of our coalition to prevent cancer and promote healthy lifestyles.

3)   Pending from previous Meetings:  

· Let us go back to our planning for a “JUST for MEN” event for cancer screening and supporting family during cancer etc. Next Year, 2009 National Men’s Health Week would be a good time. Follow-up:  Summary of ideas from last year’s discussion will be prepared by Jean

· Juanita asked the group about resources and ideas on how family/friends can support someone with cancer.  (See below – D.2)  She gave good ideas already and Jean will work with her to report back to the Workgroup.

· The group talked about working with the homeless groups for screening of men e.g. VOA shelter, Bergen Lanning Health Center, and Cathedral Kitchen.  The problem with these venues is follow-up with the men/women after screening in this transient group
Sharing from the members:

1.   On June 7th, Saturday, there is a Health Fair at the 10th Street Baptist Church, Rev. Evans is pastor.  Horizon HMO for Medicaid is a major sponsor.  The representative from Horizon has pulled the HMO members from South Jersey and the participation in mammography screening for Breast Cancer is very low.  This is another group for us to target with all of our events.
2.  June 14th is the Health Fair for the Juan Baptiste Parade at the Hispanic Family Center
3.  June 10th Health Fair at the Forest Hills Elementary School for teachers and families from 12:30 to 2:00 pm.  Jessica will represent Coalition at this event.
