Agenda:

A. Screening Days Update: Lynn Rosner prepared a summary report of the Screening Days experience:  24 Planned Events and Health Fairs, with 16 in Camden City which included Farmer’s Market and Community Health Practice days.  Cancer Education contacts approximately 2,800 and “screened” with Blood Pressure and Cancer Risk Assessment = 321.
Goals for 2007 to Decrease Cancer Health Disparities by increasing cancer screening among target populations
1. Prioritize the work in Camden City work with the following groups to arrange screening events:

a) CAMCare – as the Federally Qualified Health Center, with the Fox Chase Mammo Van and Cooper CEED in May 2007 – Tondi DeShields, Joye Rozier
b) Juan Baptiste Health Fair event June 2007 – Sarah Haggerty, Jean Mouch
c) Investigate the Social Marketing prospects of coupons handed out for the above screening days with the incentive of receiving “$5 or $10” off purchases from one business so that we can evaluate the use of the incentive e.g. Rite Aide, Walmart, Target – Annie Sadler, Ida Allen, Jean Mouch.  Cooper to print the coupons for May event; and Virtua to print the coupons for June event.
2. Priority for the Suburban County municipalities – Cherry Hill, Pennsauken, Voorhees, Winslow Township and Gloucester Township.  
a) Value Coupons mailed to suburban county locations will be investigated to include a “coupon” which would be the CEED information and a general reminder about Cancer Screening.  Kathleen will call Value Coupons vendor to ask about the possibility.  

b) We need to be sure and ask two questions at the CEED offices – “How did you hear about the CEED program” and where the caller is from by zip code.

B.  Other activities discussed:


1.  Virtua CEED – will begin to work with Physician Practices to help to increase screening for Cancer and to identify CEED Eligible clients.


2.  Cooper CEED – 10,000 Door to Door campaign to place on door knobs a Cancer Screening message with the CEED number. The zip codes are targeted by the Consumer Health Profiles medically underserved population process.  They are prepared to collect information on outcome of the initiative when calls are made to the office.  Tondi received the Prostate information from the Consumer Health Profiles (CHP).

3.  ACS – Plyshette reported that she had a meeting with Rev. Evans about a new initiative, “Mayor’s Wellness Campaign.”  Many of the ideas are similar to work that we are doing, and also other groups.  It is another opportunity to partner around “Health” and “Wellness”.  We passed out information to the group.   www.mayorswellnesscampaign.org.  Amerihealth is interested in doing a campaign for Colorectal Cancer Screening in March.
      4.  NCIS – Evelyn reported that Shari Short’s replacement is hired and in training for the role of Community Partnerships coordinator.  She was happy to hear about the use of the CHP information and asked that we continue to evaluate and monitor the use of this information.  She can help us with this step.  “Day of the Latin Woman” national event has been used successfully in Philadelphia, and Evelyn will share this information with us.  From national level, there is a Comp-Strategy Cancer Promotion which is multidisciplinary and allows us to put local logo and adapt the information for our local experience.  Evelyn will share that link with us.  NCI and ACS are promoting “Body and Soul” which has been improved in its materials and is targeted to African Americans.  Could we use this program further with our Cancer Screening activities?
