A. Screening Days Update: 
1. Prioritize the work in Camden City 
a)   Three events in May 2007

· May 6th – “Living Healthy Festival for the Whole   Family in Camden”

· May 14th – at CAMCare, “Celebrate the Women in Our Lives:  Take care of yourself.”   We will use coupons to promote this event and will give T-Shirts for the “special gift”.   Jean, Ida, and Ann
· May 20th – Juan Baptiste Health Fair on the Camden Water Front. 
We need to be sure and ask two questions at the CEED offices – “How did you hear about the CEED program” and where the caller is from by zip code.

2. Priority for the Suburban County municipalities – Cherry Hill, Pennsauken, Voorhees, Winslow Township and Gloucester Township – targeted because of high populations of African Americans and Hispanic residents. (80% and 82% together with Camden City)
a) Idea:  Value Coupons mailed to suburban county locations.  Kathleen reported that Value Coupons vendor was not interested at all in working with Coalition with coupons.  

b) We need to be sure and ask two questions at the CEED offices – “How did you hear about the CEED program” and where the caller is from by zip code.

c) ACS and CC-DHHS are cooperating on an Event with Bethany Baptist Church in Voorhees.

B.  Other activities pending:


1.  Virtua CEED – will begin to work with Physician Practices to help to increase screening for Cancer and to identify CEED Eligible clients.  The 211 initiative with Komen Fnd has accessed Virtua CEED via referrals.

2.  Cooper CEED – 10,000 Door to Door campaign to place on door knobs a Cancer Screening message with the CEED number. The zip codes are targeted by the Consumer Health Profiles medically underserved population process.  They are prepared to collect information on outcome of the initiative when calls are made to the office.  Tondi received the Prostate information from the Consumer Health Profiles (CHP).  The Cooper CEED has been part of 211 Komen Initiative events but have not registered anyone to date.

3.  ACS – Plyshette reported that she had a meeting with Rev. Evans about a new initiative, “Mayor’s Wellness Campaign.”  Many of the ideas are similar to work that we are doing, and also other groups.  It is another opportunity to partner around “Health” and “Wellness”.  We passed out information to the group.   www.mayorswellnesscampaign.org.  A new strategy developing for the initiative is Access to Services because of Improved Transportation.  One meeting has been held so far.
C.  NCIS – Introduction of new Partnership Program Coordinator, by Evelyn Gonzales from NCIS.   
Members shared the experience to date between the Cancer Coalition and NCIS Partnership Programs e.g. the Consumer Health Profiles.    All members can become partners with NCIS and receive the help.
