1. Prioritize the work in Camden City 
a)   Three events in May 2007

· May 6th – “Living Healthy Festival for the Whole Family in Camden” – Camden County DHHS, Freeholders, and many partners at St. Anthony Padua, Cramer Hill.
· May 14th – at CAMCare, Federal Street with the Fox Chase Mammography Van. (see below)
· May 20th – Juan Baptiste Health Fair on the Camden Water Front. 
b) May 14th Update  -  Joye Rozier presented the planning and current level of outreach to women in Camden City.   They are offering the screening to employees as well.  The recommended number to register is 35, expecting non-shows.  The CAMCare van will be available for transport.  Nancy Hughes and Joan Lombardi shared their experiences with using the Mammography Van at the Community Health Practice, which has completed 5 screening days this year with the van. 

We will use coupons to promote this event to the general public and Jean, Ida, and Anne will do the distribution to Corner Stores, and Pharmacies in the City.   The T-Shirts are the “special gift”.  This use of coupons is based on the Consumer Health Profiles information for Camden City.

B.  The Mayors’ Wellness Campaign   Ms Judy Doyle Judy Doyle, staff of Health Care Qualities Institute who is the lead agency in New Jersey for the Mayors’ Wellness Campaign, gave a presentation to the workgroup.  Judy explained the target areas for the Wellness Campaign as awareness and behavioral change to address issues of Obesity and Lack of Exercise.  All of the programs recommended and available to Municipalities are easy to implement and don’t have high price tags.  They are also, all evidence-based and proven effective through research.  She is currently working with a counterpart in Camden County to introduce the initiative and the event would take place in September 2007.  Her contact information is:

She informed us that there is a Soul Food Nutrition Pyramid available.  We look forward to working with Judy and her team.
C.  Other Updates:


1.  Clark Family Breast Cancer Services – The Clark Family Foundation has received a Komen Grant for outreach on Breast Cancer in Camden County, using a peer counselor model.  Currently they are training volunteers and Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, Cooper CEED, has been helping with the planning and training.  Since we have had a year of good coverage in Camden City, as a Coalition, we recommended that they help with outreaching to the “Distressed Municipalities” in Camden County other then the City.  These municipalities are – Audubon, Audubon Park, Brooklawn, Chesilhurst, Clementon, Collingswood, Gloucester City, Laurel Springs, Lindenwold, Magnolia, and Woodlynne.  We have the CC-DHHS baseline survey of Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance Survey (BRFSS) and will be able to assist in evaluating efforts with the Clark Foundation grant.

2.  10,000 Door to Door Campaign to place on door knobs on Breast Cancer Screening has been received and will be distributed by zip codes of those areas with medically underserved and needing Breast Cancer screening (Consumer Health Profile correction on March 26th minutes).  The first distribution of the door knockers is ready. This is a wonderful project for youth groups in our county.  It would work as part of the State of New Jersey Cancer Awareness Youth Educator Badge for any Girl Scout, Boy Scout, or 4H Club or any youth group. (Contact Jean Mouch on the badge process)  Please contact Evelyn Robles-Rodriquez for helping with this 10,000 Door to Door Campaign.

3.  CAMCare Screening Mammography Service Joye Rozier updated the group on the planning meeting to be held about the FQHC mammography unit in East Camden.  The May 7th meeting will be held with whomever can make the first meeting at 10:00 am at CAMCare.  We have invited Cooper and Lourdes Hospital representatives, and will give an update at the next workgroup meeting.
D.  Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup Goals for 2007 -2008 to presented to the Coalition Meeting on April 18, 2007
1. To decrease Cancer Health Disparities by increasing cancer screening among target populations, especially to focus on meeting the CEED screening goals for Men during the next year.

2. To assist with the planning and implementation of the CAMCare, FQHC community cancer screening for Breast Cancer by having a community-based Mammography Center for Breast Cancer Screening in East Camden.
