A.  Strategies for having Men Participate in Cancer Screening 

We reviewed the minutes of May 21st meeting and the summary of the discussions.  Our purpose in having an earlier June meeting was to continue to plan for a Camden City event on prostate and colorectal cancer screening for men in August!

The ideas and discussion about how to do the outreach to men in Camden City was good, and there is nothing lost from our time together.  However, we realized that there was not enough time to plan and implement an event in the summer time.
Rather, the group realized that we should join our planning of an strategy that would start after the Tri-County CME/CEU event on “Men’s Health: Taking Care of Business,” on September 27th which is reaching out to primary care providers.

We should build on our model of working with health centers, private practice, the FQHC sites who know which men and women who are registered need cancer screening.  In doing an event, we would reach out to men – whether in Camden City or in the other municipalities in Camden County using this model.

One really good idea for Camden City, working with the Community Health Practice, is coordinating with the 9 Community Centers in the neighborhoods who do the outreach. CHP maybe with OLLMC van or AHEC van could provide the screening for prostate and colorectal for all those who are eligible.  
· We ask the clinics to do their chart review to promote the event; 
· We do general promotion via the Community Centers; 
· We set up a regular schedule for the days of cancer screening – CHP is going once a week already.
· The two CEED programs would rotate the dates for registering CEED eligible men and women and be part of the staff running the event.  CEED eligible women can have the mammogram via the CHP screening days.

· We could still do the coupon idea for a way to reach out to the general public for prostate, colorectal, and breast-exam.

DECISION:  We will build on our model of identifying eligible men and women for cancer screening, with an emphasis on men for prostate and colorectal cancer screening by working with the FQHC, the private practitioners, Family Health Centers e.g. Kyle and Osborne.  We will promote a regular day/week at the 9 Community Centers in Camden City by having CHP, Vans from AHEC or OLLMC, and CEED to do the screening and signing up of CEED eligible clients.

DECISION:  We believe working with health practices, especially FQHC in the new location in Lindenwold, can also build a model in the suburban municipalities of Camden County.  Focusing especially on Men and those eligible for CEED would be our first priority.
Summary of Ideas – added from June 11, 2007 for events to encourage Men for Cancer Screening.

1. CEED experience is that only one out of 5 men who enroll, actually keep their appointments for cancer screening!    

DECISION:  Clark Family brothers to help with phone calls to remind men to keep their appointments and to talk about the importance for the entire family to do the prevention and the screening for early cancer and other diseases.
2. Witness Project with the Churches – a survivor of a cancer motivates other church members; there are Lay advisors who can do the peer to peer education on cancer prevention and early detection.

DECISION:  In the city and county, identify 5 churches who are interested and willing to extend this type of program e.g. Camden City – Antioch Baptist Church; St. Anthony Padua Catholic Church in Cramer Hill; and St. John’s  - Linda Johnson’s church.   e.g. in County – Bethany Baptist. and ____.

This is the strategy that the Clark Family Foundation is using with help from Cooper Cancer team.

3. Irving Clark spoke again about the need to “change mind sets” of men to take care of themselves so that their families are more secure!  He will do an informal set of conversations with men in the construction field.  He and his brothers will read the Prostate Cancer booklet from Virtua for their education, and will ask for any supplies of educational materials from CEED or ACS.

B.  Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup Goals for 2007 -2008 accepted at the Coalition Meeting, April 2007

To assist with the planning and implementation of the CAMCare, FQHC community cancer screening for Breast Cancer by having a community-based Mammography Center for Breast Cancer Screening in East Camden.  Update:  One informational meeting with Mr. Bryant, CEO of CAMCare and Dr. Susan Buttress, Medical Director of CAMCare was held with Dr. Jean Mouch, Camden County Cancer Coalition Coordiantor.
