Agenda:

A. Summary of the CEED Programs for 2005-2006  -  The two programs for CEED presented their summary data for FY 2005 (July 2005 to June 2006).  The handout was from March 2006 and we will get that same information for the full report on the past year for the October 25th full-coalition meeting.

1999-2003 Breast Cancer Rate for Camden County = 128.3/100,000 population 
This high risk group of women represents 24% of the projected eligible population of women 40-64 years of age, 250% of the Poverty Level.   We had a 2.0% rate of breast cancer in the 1,183 women. That would project to be a rate of 200/100,000 in comparison to the county rate.

The news is good for Camden County this year.  The 1,335 women screened for Cervical Cancer had ZERO invasive cancers detected this year. The number of women screened represents 9% of the projected eligible women ages 18-64 years of age in Camden County.


Prostate Cancer Screening = 120



3 men diagnosed with Prostate Cancer


The 1999-2003 Prostate Cancer Rate for men in Camden County = 185.2/100,000.  By 
screening 120 high risk men in 2005-06, we have a 2.5% rate, which would be a 
projected rate 
of Prostate Cancer = 250/100,000!!

B. Screening Days  Update: 
1. The next Camden City screening day will be at St. John’s Baptist Interfaith Cancer Ministry health fair – October 21, 2006 – 10:00 am to 2:00 pm.  Rev. Bryant and the Cooper CEED program will be offering CEED information and registration.  Joye Rozier, from CAMCare will be part of the Nursing Sorority workshop on Breast Cancer and the CEED program will be part of their presentation.
2. Lynn Rosner’s update reported that October 6th was the 17th Annual Senior Services fair in Cherry Hill.  Mary Paul of Virtua CEED was expected but was unable to come.  However, she had the help of nursing students from Drexel University, and did distribute the CEED information.  This location will be a good one for scheduling the other 3 screening dates for Cherry Hill Township.
3. The Community Health Practice, of Lourdes Medical Center, has added another date for screening, but has requested that the CC-DHHS general health component not be part of this event on October 23rd, Monday.  Virtua CEED has been covering these screening days with the CHP, where the Fox Chase Mammography Van will be able to provide the mammogram.  The third screening date for the CHP is on November 17th Thursday.

4. November 4th is Winslow Township Board of Health event.  Lynn requests one of the CEED groups to be available as part of the health screening offerings.  Jean will help to facilitate the rotation of CEED events between the two programs in the county.
5. Family Day in Camden City is November 18th Saturday.  Cooper CEED will be part of the event.  Tondi is talking with Fox Chase Mammogram Van to be part of the event.  It is even possible for the Van to be part of the Parade!  This Family Day event is well organized and has grown each year.

From the September 11th minutes there is a summary of what makes for “a successful screening day” via the CHP and the use of the mammography van.  
“The specific reasons for success:

· Women were recruited from patients known to the clinic and their records were available from the Women’s Health Clinic

· On-site script from physician available through the staff at the clinic

· Reception and helpful staff at the Bergen Lanning Health Center

· Private space for examinations

· Atmosphere that is familiar and safe for the women

· Refreshments

· Invited to stay if they desired, but screening tests were scheduled

· Seamless process with the Van staff who were experts in their role”
C. Social Marketing for the Screening Days in Camden County

At the last meeting we had decided to try to initiate the social marketing ideas before Christmas.  This idea has not been able to be realized.  Jean reported that at the Quarterly Cancer Coalition meeting on October 25th we will have input on Social Marketing and Health.

Decision:  We will initiate our Social Marketing campaign for Increasing Cancer Screening in 2007.  
Decision:   For Camden City, our initial plan is to have informational coupons about the screening days and CEED. We will place the informational coupons at CVS, Rite Aide, Cousins, Pathmark, Shop Rite, and the lottery outlets in Camden City.  If you bring the coupon, the message to be promoted is:  “You will receive the care you need when you complete the screening for Breast, Cervical, Colorectal, and Prostate Cancers” and also there will be some incentives such as T-shirts, coupons from the stores etc.  We will NOT give out Lottery Tickets.

Decision:  For Suburban Camden County, the Social Marketing ideas were to include the dates for screening in the four townships of Cherry Hill, Pennsauken, Winslow Township, and Gloucester Township in regular County Mailings, and other papers / news outlets.  

NOTE:  Lynn reported that there is a new P.R. person at the County who will be able to help with these news reports.

Pending areas and DECISIONs:

a).  CAMCare, via Joye Rozier, will begin to negotiate for up to three “Spring Screening Days” with the Federal Street location, and she will contact Fox Chase Cancer directly to negotiate the dates in order to have the mammography van.
b).  Jean will compose a letter for us to approach the stores and lottery vendors in Camden City.  Jean, and Ida will contact the stores.  Joan will contact the Lottery Vendors.

NOTE:  In general, we agreed that it would be good to have all of the screening dates for each township for the promotion of that township’s screening days. Thus a person would be able to see that if they missed one, then they could make the next one this will take quite a bit of work to plan but it would be a preferred way to promote.   
Decision:  Jean, as Coordinator, will work with Lynn to help cover the days with needed personnel.  Specifically we are hoping to get all screening days planned in advance in order to do the social marketing plan for 2007.  The persons who are needing to keep in touch with Jean about helping to schedule personnel are:  Joan, Nancy, Tondi, Joye, Plyshette and Lynn.
F.  Update on Camden City Cancer Initiative -  Plyshette reported that there is a City of Camden Health Screening Day on December 11th.  Cooper CEED will represent the Cancer Screening.  Plyshette has requested the Fox Chase Mammography Van for the day.  
Jean reported that the analysis of the 2005 Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance Survey (BRFSS) for Camden City compared to the rest of Camden County was presented at the September Camden City Healthy Futures committee.  There was NO statistically significant difference in the percentage of women receiving mammograms and PAP tests between the City and the rest of the County.  This indirect evidence, in our opinion, reflects the CEED program over the past ten years.  In contrast, there is significant difference in the percentage of residents of Camden County receiving Colorectal Cancer screening and men receiving Prostate Cancer screening, with the City percentage lower than the rest of the County.
