Agenda:

A. Screening Days  Update: Lynn Rosner will prepare a complete report of the Screening Days experience with the numbers contacted for general health screening and CEED eligible..
1. The St. John’s Baptist Interfaith Cancer Ministry health fair – October 21, 2006 – 10:00 am to 2:00 pm had a disappointing turnout.  The Cooper CEED program was to give talks but no attendees came for the scheduled talks.  CC-DHHS did about 30 health screenings.  No CEED eligible clients were identified.
2. The Community Health Practice, of Lourdes Medical Center, requested that the CC-DHHS general health component not be part of the event for second screening date on November 17th Thursday.  Again, this model was excellent and 30+ women were screened and registered for CEED.  The “extra” day in October had to be canceled as the Van was not working properly.
3. The Winslow Township Board of Health, November 4th event was a small turnout.  No CEED component was available this day.
4. Family Day in Camden City, November 18th Saturday, is hectic with many children, crowded and noisy.  Not a good setting for health or cancer screening.  Lots of good discussion and educational contacts with participants.  Will get data on numbered registered for CEED.
5. The December 11th day at City Hall with the Fox Chase Mammography Van has had to be cancelled because there were not enough women pre-registered for the event.

Discussion:  As a group, we were coming to see that the “health fair” model of outreach for increasing the registration for CEED to address health disparities for minority groups is not experienced as a good strategy.  We endorsed the points that make the Community Health Practice site such a good experience.  From the September 11th minutes there is a summary of what makes for “a successful screening day” via the CHP and the use of the mammography van.  
“The specific reasons for success:

· Women were recruited from patients known to the clinic and their records were available from the Women’s Health Clinic

· On-site script from physician available through the staff at the clinic

· Reception and helpful staff at the Bergen Lanning Health Center

· Private space for examinations

· Atmosphere that is familiar and safe for the women

· Refreshments

· Invited to stay if they desired, but screening tests were scheduled

· Seamless process with the Van staff who were experts in their role”
Lynn Rosner pointed out that for the CC-DHHS, the education and awareness component of the campaign to “Get Screened-Stay Healthy-Stay Alive,” this past year has been good for meeting their goals.  But as far as contacting and targeting CEED eligible groups, our approach so far has not been experienced as positive.  The group agreed that there will be continued commitment to participate in Health Fairs but not as our focused strategy to increase registrations for CEED eligible clients.
Goals for 2007 to Decrease Cancer Health Disparities
1. Prioritize the work in Camden City via the 3CI strategies and work with the following groups to arrange screening events:

a) CAMCare – as the Federally Qualified Health Center, with the Van if possible
b) City Hall location for employees and general public, with the Van if possible
c) Physician Practices – working with the Primary Care Providers groups in Camden City to do some promotion in e.g. East Camden or South Camden with the Van if possible.
d) City and County locations of the major health systems which have “Family Centers”

2. Work to get “signed agreements” with Primary Care Providers with one of the CEED programs so that registration of CEED eligible clients can be seamless with persons coming for medical care but underinsured or uninsured and need cancer screening.

3. Re-look at the issues of our general plan for Marketing the screening events, taking in mind the ideas and steps outlined in the ABC’s of Social Marketing presentation.  Two particular audiences are the “general public” and Primary Care Providers.
B. Social Marketing for the Screening Days in Camden County

In light of the discussion above, a new group will look at the suggestion of using a “coupon” as an incentive with those attending screening days in the City. For Suburban Camden County, the Marketing ideas were to include the dates for screening in the four townships of Cherry Hill, Pennsauken, Winslow Township, and Gloucester Township in regular County Mailings, and other papers / news outlets.  However, in light of the SOCIAL Marketing ideas we want to reconsider all the past ideas.

Decision:  We will revise our ideas and initiate our Social Marketing campaign for Increasing Cancer Screening to Decrease Cancer Health Disparities in 2007.  The small sub-committee is Jean Mouch, Ida Allen, Annie Sadler, and Kathleen McCabe.  
C.  Update on Camden City Cancer Initiative -  Plyshette reported on the Leadership Meeting and the issues around the low number of pre-registrations for breast cancer screening for Dec. 11th.  The two strategies  - Screening Days and the Workplace Wellness are progressing within the city. To repeat from the last meeting minutes:  “Jean reported that the analysis of the 2005 Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance Survey (BRFSS) for Camden City compared to the rest of Camden County was presented at the September Camden City Healthy Futures committee.  There was NO statistically significant difference in the percentage of women receiving mammograms and PAP tests between the City and the rest of the County.  This indirect evidence, in our opinion, reflects the CEED program over the past ten years.  In contrast, there is significant difference in the percentage of residents of Camden County receiving Colorectal Cancer screening and men receiving Prostate Cancer screenings with the City percentage lower than the rest of the County.”
D.  Other Matters:  


1.  Sarah Haggerty gave an update on the August 2006 Day to Register Minority Groups to the Bone Marrow Registry which took place at Rutgers’ campus.  She is one of the organizers for a Health Fair, May 20th at St. Joe’s in East Camden, which will be part of the City-wide events of celebrating Juan Baptiste Day.  We welcome being part of the group to help with the planning as  minority groups do not have available bone marrow donors, and this is important to us.


2.  The Father’s Day event in Camden City, June 2006 was excellent and we have ideas of being part of that event in 2007 as well.


3.  Angel Fuentes is sponsoring a Three Kings Celebration and a Senior’s event which can be a good contact for information on cancer screening, on January 5th and 6th.


4.  Annie Sadler asked about the homeless groups at places like New Visions; also Annie reminded me about the request to do cancer and health screening in the Correctional Facility in Camden.
