Agenda:

A.  Summary of the CEED Programs for 2005-2006  -  Both CEED programs will be able to give the full report on the past year at the October full-coalition meeting.

B. Screening Days  Update: 

1. August 31st with the Community Health Practice – Women’s Health Clinic  - was EXCELLENT as reported by Joan Lombardi.  30 women received mammograms and Pap tests, as well as health screening for hypertension, diabetes, and heart disease.  Both Lynn and Joan agreed that this setting with the Mammography Van from Fox Chase Cancer is ideal for locations in Camden City. The specific reasons for success:

· Women were recruited from patients known to the clinic and their records were available from the Women’s Health Clinic

· On-site script from physician available through the staff at the clinic

· Reception and helpful staff at the Bergen Lanning Health Center

· Private space for examinations

· Atmosphere that is familiar and safe for the women

· Refreshments

· Invited to stay if they desired, but screening tests were scheduled

· Seamless process with the Van staff who were experts in their role

DECISION:

a) We will promote the two next screening days at the Community Health Practice as two of our Camden City site dates.

b) CAMCare, via Joye Rozier, will begin to negotiate for up to three “Spring Days” with the Federal Street location, and she will contact Fox Chase Cancer directly to negotiate the dates. 

c) We will initiate our Social Marketing campaign for the two dates at the Bergen Lanning site before Christmas, using informational coupons about the two screening days and CEED. We will place the informational coupons at CVS, Rite Aide, Cousins, Pathmark, Shop Rite, and the lottery outlets.  If you bring the coupon, the message to be promoted is:  “You will receive the care you need in screening for Breast, Cervical, Colorectal, and Prostate Cancers” and also there will be some incentives such as T-shirts, coupons from the stores etc.  We will NOT give out Lottery Tickets.

d) Jean will compose a letter for us to approach the stores and lottery vendors.  Jean, and Ida will contact the stores.  Joan will contact the Lottery Vendors.

e) Joan will confirm with Nancy Hughes for the next two days of screening, and work with Lynn to have full health screening on those days.

2. August 26th - “Back to School Bash” at Pennsauken had over 2,000 persons, and members of the Cancer Coalition who were present included:  VNA Moorestown, CEED-Virtua, and the Camden County DHHS with the “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive.”  In light of the discussion about the good experience with the Fox Chase Cancer Mammography Van, Joan and Lynn will talk about working with the sponsoring group to have the other three Pennsauken screening days in the same location.  Next Year’s Back to School Bash would be a good to see if it can be scheduled with the Van.  We will try to get the Van dates first, and negotiate with the sponsors second!  The person from the church who is on the health ministry group is a good contact. 
NOTE:  The marketing task will be better if we have the set of dates and can market all of the dates for the one location within the township.
3. September 23rd is a day that will be incorporating Take a Loved One to the Doctor’s Day (TLODD) and “Unity Day” at MacGuire Gardens in North Camden.  The Camden City Cancer Initiative strategies will be promoted through a Press Event which ACS is organizing. The coalition of TLODD promoters are setting up a year long relationship with the Community Organization at MacGuire, and Joye will discuss whether one of the Van Mammography days with CAMCare could be hosted in early 2007 at this North Camden site.

C.  Bone Marrow Registry Promotion Day – August 26th.   Sarah Hagerty ran into difficulty with the venue i.e. Leap Academy.  Hilary helped her to get a Rutgers contact for a different location.  They registered 10 persons, and were helped by the fact that there was a CPR course at the same venue from which came 8 of the persons!  There are going to be other days to promote this Bone Marrow Registry Drive.  The Icla deSilva Foundation is looking for a person to help with these promotion events in the South Jersey area. D.  Pending Screening Issues from the June 19th meeting:

1.  We agreed that it would be good to have all of the screening dates for each township for the promotion of that township’s screening days. Thus a person would be able to see that if they missed one, then they could make the next one this will take quite a bit of work to plan but it would be a preferred way to promote. Follow-up – Lynn, Joan, Nancy, Tonya, and Joye for Camden City; and for Suburban Camden County through Lynn, Joan, and Tonya.
2. Jean and Hilary will handle the "free advertising local publications" for the suburban and city screening dates. Kathleen McCabe will get the contact for a Spanish speaking radio program.

3.  Lynn will ask for help from CC-DHHS about preparing articles on the topics of cancer screening and smoking cessation that could be submitted for publication.  Tonya will remind Evelyn about the set of cancer screening articles that she had written and had published in the past, and we will see if we can update them and republish.

4.  The County group is having their information translated into Spanish. Lynn

Jean will ask Tom Johnson Medland about the name of the contact person on the Spanish newspaper.  Another contact for Spanish translation of Social Marketing materials is Evelyn Gonzales of CIS-NCI.
E.  Pilot Project at CAMCare for Prescription Drug relief for patients is the topic of the Courier Post article on “Access”. (see article)  We discussed about the feasibility of having the program extended to other primary care practices in Camden City.  Joye Rozier will get more information on the project.

F.  Update on Camden City Cancer Initiative -  Plyshette asked the workgroup for ideas for the Leadership Council meeting on September 13th which will be held at City Council chambers at 10:00 a.m.  The group mentioned the following suggestions:
· Smoke Free Campus / Worksite Commitment

· 100% Cancer Screening of Employees by June 30th 2007

· Work to have health insurance coverage for employee smoking cessation/year until they can quit.
