Agenda:  Using the Health Consumer Profile groups, choose a Strategy for Awareness and Education Strategy for the Camden City focus and the Suburban Focus to increase Cancer Screening
Background to the Project:

Working with all partners in the county, the workgroup has accepted the following strategy for helping to eliminate health disparities in cancer screening for Camden County.
1. Use the NCIS Health Consumer Profiles to identify and target the marketing to groups for education and awareness of cancer screening for Prostate, Breast, Cervical and Colorectal Cancer in Camden County

2. Target strategies which will provide outreach cancer screening as part of the Camden County Department of Health and Human Services initiative to do Health Screening (including cancer screening) throughout the county, and additionally teaming up with the Camden City Cancer Initiative sponsored and supported by the American Cancer Society.
3. Specifically the outreach strategy is to have 24 cancer screening days over 18 months by:

a) Targeting the six largest municipalities in Camden County which are home to 80% of the African American population and 82% of the Hispanic population, namely:  Camden City, Pennsauken, Cherry Hill Township, Gloucester Township, Voorhees Township, and Winslow Township.

b) Providing cancer screening 4 times to each of the six municipalities during the 18 month project period, the Fox Chase Cancer Mammography van, the CEED groups, and the Camden County DHHS who will provide health screening/cancer screening at designated sites in the six municipalities.

The Camden City Cancer Initiative Leadership Council will be launched on February 22, 2006 at City Hall chambers, 5:30 -7:30 pm.  

The Camden County DHHS initiative is still completing its planning for their press event with Freeholder Carmen Rodriguez.  The County will start part of its initiative with setting up health education for health screening, (including cancer screening), at the literacy centers in Camden City.  
Recommendation: to CC-DHHS via Lynn Rosner is to have our first event in March 2006, in Camden City for health and cancer screening which can be announced as part of the CCCI launch on Feb 22nd.

Strategies Using NCIS Health Consumer Profiles:

1. Camden City – We want to use coupons that would be handed out at the places where people buy Lottery Tickets in the City.  The Coupon would announce the screening date(s), and offer an incentive if you come for the cancer screening and bring the coupon.  Joan will investigate with the NJ Lottery if we can use this strategy, and how many places sell lottery tickers.

2. Suburban Areas -  We want to use the coupon idea, highlighting who is to be screened and when, as part of a mailer with S.J. Gas bills as a first mailing. Investigate using coupons in other mailing lists with regular mailings e.g. from the County Parks system, mailings from the Freeholders etc.  Joan to follow-up with S.J. Gas, and Lynn to follow up on CamCounty mailings.
3. Next Steps:  a) Joan Lombardi believes she can get the printing done via Virtua Health System.  She also is preparing a grant for Mammography incentives for the CEED program which we could use in the City outreach effort.  Cooper CEED will also look at its funding for incentives.
      b)  Joan will get 24 dates from Fox Chase Cancer Mammography calendar over 18 months with priority for three alternative dates in March 2006 for Camden City. Joan will coordinate with Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS.
