Update for the Project to Eliminate Health Disparities in Cancer Screening:
Working with all partners in the county, the workgroup has accepted the following strategy for helping to eliminate health disparities in cancer screening for Camden County and specifically in Camden City.
1.   The strategy will provide outreach cancer screening as part of the Camden County Department of Health and Human Services’ Initiative:  “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive” which is a comprehensive general health screening and education program.  The cancer screening is the whole package available through CEED for eligible residents.  The County will launch the initiative on April 3rd at the County Services offices at 2600 Mt. Ephraim, Camden City.  The time will be 10:00 am til 3:00 pm – as a tentative schedule.  
In addition, the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is one of the two implementing committees for the strategies in the Camden City Cancer Initiative sponsored by the American Cancer Society which will be launched on February 22, 2006 at Camden City Hall chambers, 5:30 -7:00 pm. 

2.    Use the NCIS Health Consumer Profiles to identify and target marketing to groups for education and awareness of cancer screening for Prostate, Breast, Cervical and Colorectal Cancer in Camden County and specifically for Camden City.
a).  In the City we will use a coupon given out by the NJ Lottery vendors – announcing the first two screening days,  April 3rd and May 5, 2006.  Vendors who give out the most coupons to persons who come for screening will get an award.  Persons who bring the coupon to a screening day will get a scratch off Lottery game.  Decision:  Joan and Patricia will design the coupon for the first two screening days.  Virtua CEED will print the coupon pads.  We will use different colors for different screening days in the city.
b).  In the County, we will do announcements of screening days with the regular mailings of The County Pride newspaper; the Golden Voice newsletter; the Freeholder’s mailing list; and other promotional newsletters.  Decision:   Lynn Rosner will coordinate getting the information from the Media Office at DHHS.  The PSE&G idea of mailing reminders with the gas bill was not possible.  We will try the American Water Company billing office to see if they will include an announcement of County Health Screening Days.  Jean will write a “feature” article as part of the health screening promotion for The Trend newspaper.
3.  Specifically the outreach strategy is to have 24 cancer screening days in Camden County over 18 months by:

a)  Targeting the six largest municipalities in Camden County which are home to 80% of the African American population and 82% of the Hispanic population, namely:  Camden City, Pennsauken, Cherry Hill Township, Gloucester Township, Voorhees Township, and Winslow Township.  Decision:  Members identified venues in the municipalities, and possible partners to help with the sites.  It was decided that there will be 8 screening days for Camden City; 4 days for Cherry Hill, Pennsauken, and Voorhees; and 2 days for Winslow and Gloucester Townships.
b)   Providing cancer screening to each of the six municipalities during the 18 month project period, by using the Fox Chase Cancer Mammography Van, the CEED groups, and the Camden County DHHS health education personnel who will provide health screening/cancer screening at designated sites in the municipalities.  Decision:  The Fox Chase Mammography Van has given the first two days – April 3rd and May 5th.  Joan will ask them for 22 other days over the 18 months, and Patricia will work with the County Team to confirm the calendar and places for the screening days.

c.)   Logistics to be worked out:  Full Cancer Screening through CEED i.e. CBE, Mammography, PSA, DRE, and Pap test will be available ONLY to the CEED eligible persons.  Mammography can be offered to women who are insured, if they bring the referral from their Primary Care provider.  All Mammograms need to be scheduled and the Virtua Call Center will do this scheduling for the screening days.  The Fox Chase Van team will bill the insurance company and send the results to the Primary Care Provider.  All participants will get the general health screening of BP, Cholesterol test, Diabetes test as well as education, nutrition consult etc. via the County Health Education Department staff.  The two CEED programs will rotate the days for registering new clients and be responsible for all the other testing for those who are eligible.  Registering for Family Care and other programs will also be available during these days, via the CC-DHHS staff.
