Monday June 13th
1. Name for Workgroup – Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup.  We discussed membership for the workgroup and will ask Shari Short and Dr. Ohea to be part of the group.
2. We discussed the fact that the Breakfast meeting was not having a lot of RSVPs.  However, the fact that we will continue to have the meeting no matter what.  We discussed using an evening time 5 to 7 pm, with a buffet supper, during the next year.  Suggested dates for the coalition for the next grant period are:

Also, we want to have a tote bag for the coalition members with a new Camden County Cancer Coalition logo.  Jean and Evelyn will work on the logo.  Any other money’s will be used on magnets to publicize the coalition and the CEED work.
5. General Information about CEED and the two hospitals of Cooper and Virtua.  Both programs received additional money this year, but the money was not for patient care.  The Federal and State money awarded to Camden County for CEED in 2004- July through 2005 June is:

Virtua Hospital

$180,000

Cooper Hospitalt is 

$575,200

In addition each hospital contributes to the CEED programs for operating expenses:
Virtual Health, Inc

$115,000




Cooper Health System
$162,700


Besides these operating expenses, the hospitals draw on their Charity Care systems to provide treatment and support to CEED clients, diagnosed with Prostate Cancer or Colorectal Cancer.  We do not have the amount these charity care expenditures.  


There are also different Cancer Grants that come through the Cooper CEED program offices.

6. We will work to have a single County CEED report for the next meeting.  Cooper’s numbers were obtained using the database.  Joan Lombardi will do the same querries and get the same information on the Virtua program for the last year.
