January 2008 Update for Coalition Meetings

Men’s Health Conference – Overview:

Conference evaluations revealed that overall participants felt it was an excellent
conference.  Each of the health departments and major hospitals was represented and the Freeholder Liaison to Health and Human Services from Camden County, Carmen Rodriguez, made an appearance at the event.  There were a number of nursing students there from the local community colleges who earned 2.0 CEUs for attending.  

There were a total of 86 evaluations completed.  All of the speakers were rated either very good or excellent.  People felt the content was great, there was a good mix of speakers and the supporting materials were excellent.  The Clarion Hotel and Conference Center did a good job with facilities support and the food was good.  

Lessons learned: our initial goal of 200 people was too lofty.  We changed our target to 100 men and ended up getting 115 which was great.  Getting people to attend a conference dealing with men’s health issues is difficult.  Next time we will need to work harder with marketing. Contacting nursing schools helped us boost attendance for this conference.  We should also consider taping the conferences in the future.

A suggestion was made to possibly contact the South Jersey Medical Association which is a minority physician group in this area to work with us in supporting future work group activities and conferences.

Future plans of Tri County Cancer Work Group will likely include: 
· Applying for funding to Komen to increase breast cancer screenings in the tri-county region; Community Health Practice at Our Lady of Lourdes as the lead agency on the application.
· Participation in a workshop at statewide Survivorship Conference – fall 2008
· Participation in Palliation Conference – TBD in 2009
