2.  Update on the Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI), sponsored by the American Cancer   Society

Jean Mouch, MD, MPH reported on the 3CI committees.  See above for the Eliminating Health Disparities Committee which is one of the strategies.  The second strategy is to improve the Cancer Screening and Smoking Cessation practices of those who work in the City of Camden.  There will be an Employee Survey of Cancer Screening/Smoking Cessation based on BRFSS questions, so it can be compared to the 2005 baseline.  Seven employers are participating in the survey process.  The results will be reported as aggregated/grouped data for “Workers in the City of Camden”.  Individual work sites will be able to use their survey information to help plan an intervention to improve cancer screening rates.  We have the question, “If you have not had the exam, why not?” for each of the screening tests. CAMConnect: Linking Communities with Information will help to make the survey available on-line via Survey Monkey for those employers who desire this method.  Aim to do the survey work in February.

3.   Decision on the Style of Leadership for the Camden County Cancer Coalition

The Ad hoc Committee presented a summary of their discussions on role of Co-Chairs with a Coordinator staff person.  They presented three questions about the process of designing the governance and asked for any further characteristics of the role; other coordination services the Co-chairs might need; and identifying other groups/categories of members who would be important to consider in choosing Co-Chairs.   Jean expressed that she will continue in the coordination role for the coming 2007-2008 contract. This role of coordination is funded through a grant from the NJ Office of Cancer Control and Prevention.  See the attached report of Ad Hoc committee for your consideration, as a member who will elect the Co-Chairs in April.
DECISION:  
a) Camden County Cancer Coalition will have a Governance structure that includes two Co-Chairs and one staff position for the next two years.
b) Camden County Cancer Coalition requests that the Ad Hoc committee serve as a nominating committee for preparing a slate of members for the role of Co-Chairs of the coalition.

c) Camden County Cancer Coalition will hold an election for Co-Chairs of the coalition at the April 18, 2007 meeting.  One Co-Chair will serve a term of two years and one would be elected for one year in order to stagger the terms of office.
4.  Presentation on “Reach out for Life:  Somebody Needs You” from the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation Central & South Jersey Affiliate.  Ms. Debby Maisel presented the work of the Foundation in this pilot project to reach 10,000 African American women with education and 1,000 women to be screened for Breast Cancer within the next 12 months.   The have two navigators who will work with any women referred via the 211 system in Central and South Jersey (13 counties).  CEED continues to be the avenue of working with the women who qualify under the current eligibility criteria, and for the additional women who are 251% to 300% of poverty level.  Federally Qualified Health Centers will also be involved as women with problems with health insurance are identified.  
Discussion / Questions:  Our Camden County CEED outreach is very active.  What would compliment the outreach to local groups, Churches, health fairs etc. is media and print education.  Ms. Maisel explained that there will be a new set of PSAs developed.  Ms Milkulski of the SJBCC is helping to sponsor a January 29th event to promote the “Reach out for Life” program as the Slim and Tone, 1234 Haddonfield Berlin R, Voorhees, 08043 - (856) 767-6656 starting at 6:30 pm
Another idea was to include cell phones at the Health Fairs / Community Events for women to make the call to 211 for seeing if they are eligible.  “How to get women to call” is an issue, and we will address it at the next Eliminating Health Disparities meeting.
