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July 20, 2007 Breakfast Meeting – 8:00 am to 10:00 am  
Our Lady of Lourdes Medical Center, Camden, NJ
22 members attended from: Gloucester Township; Winslow Township; American Cancer Society; Clark Family Breast Cancer Services; CCDHHS; Cooper CEED; Cooper University Hospital; CPAC; Mayor’s Wellness Campaign; Moorestown VNA & Hospice; Our Lady of Lourdes Medical Center; Virtua CEED; Virtua Health System.  
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Jim Wallace, Co-Chair, OLLMC 

Jim Wallace welcomed those present and asked that introductions be made.  Jim opened the meeting by asking Rachelle Munic, VP at Cooper to share this week’s announcements regarding cancer funding to Cooper.  Ms. Munic reported that the State of New Jersey is providing Cooper with $80,000 towards funding for a 100,000 square foot building for clinical research.  In addition, the Knowles family of which Mrs. Knowles is a breast cancer survivor, donated $5,000,000 to the Cooper Cancer Program.  Mrs. Knowles is impressed with the work being done by Dr. Grana at Cooper. 
2. New Grant for Cancer Coalition – Hilary Colbert, CPAC

Hilary Colbert reported that the State received funding to continue the work of the county based cancer coalitions for the next 3 years.  Funding will be used to continue the work of the Cancer Coalition Coordinator, pay for space, pay for part of Hilary’s time to facilitate the Tri County Cancer Work Group and serve as Jean’s back-up as needed, and for costs incurred in facilitation of the Coalition meetings.
3. Work Group Updates  

a. Lung Work Group - Doug Marshall, Quit Center, Virtua

Doug reported that the Lung Work Group’s efforts were duplicative of the work done by Charles Blake and the Camden County Partnership in Tobacco Education so the Lung Work Group will be disbanding.  Members like Doug will continue to assist in advocacy for tobacco funding on their own and for their institutions and remain members of the already existing group.  Jim suggested that Doug develop a one page fact sheet on lung cancer and the need for anti tobacco funding which Jim can use in his role as a lobbyist.
b.  Eliminating Health Disparities - Tondi DeShields, Cooper Hospital

 Tondi reviewed the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup Goals for 2007 -2008 and provided an update as to the work done thus far:
1) Goal 1: To decrease Cancer Health Disparities by increasing cancer screening among target populations, especially to focus on meeting the CEED screening goals for men during the next year.  
Update: The number of women to be screened has been met.  The men are not so easy to get in to screenings.  The goals for men are: 150 men for prostate screenings at Cooper and 40 men at Virtua; 150 men for colo-rectal screenings at Cooper and 50 men at Virtua.

· 5 screening events were planned with the Fox Chase van.  Joye Rozier reported that 3 women seen at the CamCare event had to go back for further or repeat testing.  She was able to get some CamCare employees in for screenings who reported that they would not otherwise have been screened.
· Lynn Rosner shared an updated list of health fairs that are upcoming that feature cancer screening opportunities.  The Camden County Department of Health and Human Services participated in the Save Latin America event in May and the Healthy Mothers, Healthy Babies Fatherhood Committee event in June.  The first event was well attended, the second not so well attended due to a last minute change in venue.  Hilary noted that t-shirts from the Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive campaign were brought to the meeting to be shared.

2) Goal 2: To assist with the planning and implementation of the CAMCare, FQHC community cancer screening for Breast Cancer by having a community-based Mammography Center for Breast Cancer Screening in East Camden.
Update: Tondi noted that one planning meeting had been held but nothing further was decided on.
c.  Tri-County Work Group - Hilary Colbert, CPAC

Hilary reported that the Work Group is moving forward on planning for the September 20th Men’s Health event.  The venue is confirmed: the Clarion Hotel and Conference Center.  CMEs will be provided through St. Joseph’s Medical Center and CEUs have been applied for through Helene Fuld School of Nursing.  A small grant from Lighthouse Foundation was received for $2,000 to pay for materials for the conference.  In addition, the Coalitions are contributing as is the Burlington County Health Department ($5,000) towards the costs of the event.
d.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) - Plyshette Wiggins, ACS

Plyshette reported that the 1st Annual Reception and release of an annual report were well received last month. Success includes return of over 700 surveys for the Worksite Wellness Project and over 130 women being screened through collaborations in the Eliminating Health Disparities project. The initiative has new leadership for the upcoming 2007 –2008 year, Jim Wallace and Rev. Tony Evans will serve as Honorary Co-chairs of the Leadership Council.  There are three committees: Worksite Wellness, Eliminating Health Disparities (Joint committee of the CCCC) and newly added Access to Care Committee.

4.  Camden County Cancer Coalition Evaluation, Hilary Colbert, CPAC  

Hilary reviewed the Powerpoint presentation Jean had done for the April meeting when we had technical difficulties.  The presentation provided some background for the goals of the Coalition and priority areas that NJCCCP and CEED are focusing on as well as providing some resources.  Hilary thanked those who had written grants on behalf of the Coalition even if they were not funded and the Lighthouse Foundation which did provide us a small grant for the Tri County Work Group.  Hilary also thanked everyone on behalf of Jean who has participated in Coalition activities.  Hilary referred people to the Camden County Fact sheet in the folder explaining that our data had been updated.  Hilary referred people to both the Year End Coalition evaluation form and the meeting evaluation and asked that people complete those before leaving the meeting.
5. Mayor’s Wellness Campaign, Judith Doyle 
Ms. Doyle presented a Powerpoint presentation on the Mayor’s Wellness Campaign.  She noted that 9 towns in Camden County have signed up so far to be part of this campaign.  She also passed around materials from the Toolbox for people to look at and noted that there are 4 main strategy areas covered in the campaign: Youth in Motion, Employees in Motion, Seniors in Motion, and Communities in Motion.  All of the activities are low or no cost.  

The Coalition can partner with the Mayor’s Wellness Campaign by sharing information with other Coalition members and with their townships.  Doug Marshall noted that in many towns all it takes is one phone call from a disgruntled citizen to make a change.  Doug and Rachelle suggested that working with the health systems, the largest employers in the County, to develop more worksite wellness activities.  Plyshette and Judith will be working to expand the American Cancer Society’s Active for Life activities to include employers.  Another way to involve townships is to include their recreation departments in planning activities.
Judith also mentioned that they are planning a Mayor’s Healthy Cook Off event in South Jersey for some time in October.  Jim suggested that cardiologists would also be great to involve in the event because many cardiologists fancy themselves to be excellent health conscious cooks.  Judith noted that in North Jersey the campaign also works with the New York Giants on a “What Moves U” campaign.
Worksite wellness is become more common in the County as it becomes obvious to employers that they save money when employees are healthy.  Doug reported that Virtua employees have lost over two tons collectively in less than a year participating in a worksite wellness weight loss program.

Rachelle reported that Cooper has two smoking cessation classes.  She will forward information to Jean/Hilary to share with the Coalition.  The classes are offered by Dr. Erin O’hea and her husband who run the program for the public at a cost of only $5.

Doug reported that Virtua is working with their health insurer to cover the cost of the co-pay for Chantix (smoking cessation) for one year.  

6. Other matters of the Coalition:

Marie Lawrence from Winslow Township noted that the Township will hold it’s “Music in the Park” on Saturday, July 28th from 2:00 – 9:00 p.m. with food, music, health information and screenings.
Jim Wallace ended the meeting with a reading from the American Institute for Cancer Research article that appeared in Monday’s Courier Post that referenced healthy living and healthy eating.  He noted that the Farmer’s Market is an excellent choice for fresh fruits and vegetables that promote colon health and support local growers.
