Camden County Cancer Coalition Quarterly Meeting -  11:00 am to 1:00 pm
Our Lady of Lourdes School of Nursing, Camden, NJ
11 members, 3 new members, with a total of 21 persons attending the quarterly meeting: CC-DHHS; Cooper CEED; Virtua CEED; Planned Parenthood of SNJ; Clark Family Breast Cancer Services; CPAC; Virtua Family Health Center Camden and Camden City Healthy Futures; Partnership for Differential Response; NJDHSS/OCCP; Our Lady of Lourdes School of Nursing; Boat People SOS; Lourdes Center for Public Health; and Camden County CADA.
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Anne McGinley, Co-Chair of the Coalition, Dean for the School of Nursing of Our Lady of Lourdes Health System, invited participants to give self introductions.

2. Work Group Updates:  Note – usually, the workgroups are meeting two times per quarter, and not during the month with the quarterly meeting of the Coalition.
a.  Tri-County Cancer Workgroup – Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World:   The 2009 Summer program with the Riversharks held 5 evenings during, June, July and August.  The survey about smoking and second had smoke continued to show that 1/3rd of those who responded, gave information about how we could contact them, and offer more information about helping to stop smoking.  Jean is working with a volunteer from CPAC’s Retired and Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP) to catalog the Hands and do data entry of the surveys.  The big news is that the Hands of Hope project is being picked up by the Governor’s Advocacy Task Force as a statewide initiative.  We hope to use the hands we collect to educate our legislators sometime in 2010 about the continued need for tobacco control funding.

Reminder: The Quit Center, at Virtua Health, Inc. as part of their community benefits program is offering the smoking cessation program FREE.  Call:1-888-847-8823, and ask for Cynthia Grant
For the new grant period 2009-2010, the Tri-County is going to work on Colorectal Cancer screening.  The Office of Cancer Control and Prevention (OCCP), September 2009 announced that the New Jersey Academy of Family Physicians has launched a physician improvement module for primary care providers to increase colorectal cancer screening rates.  Cooper CEED will be helping to work with the Tri-County Cancer Workgroup in supporting this program in our region. 
In place of the November 18th meeting:   “The NJCEED program at Virtua wishes to invite Tri-County Cancer Workgroup to say goodbye to Dorothy Collins who has provided community outreach for the CEED program since 2002. Dorothy is retiring from her position in November. It would almost be impossible to overstate her contribution to the health of the residents of Burlington and Camden counties. We will miss her but wish her the best in the coming years. A reception will be held for her on November 18 between 2-4pm at the Burlington County Department of Health building”

· Increase Cancer Screening in Winslow Township:  Pending full update
· Pending Update: The Mammography Screening Service Launch Date in October, as a joint effort of CAMCare at their East Camden site and the Cooper CEED program, in Camden City. 

· Body and Soul Program: A Celebration of Healthy Living training for trainers was held on September 24, 2009 at CPAC.  17 partners attended the training.  We look forward to taking this program to the two priority areas for the Camden County Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) which are Camden City and southern county municipalities and for us this is Winslow Township.

Next Meeting of the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is Monday December 14th at 10:00 am to Noon at CPAC and will continue on the 2nd Monday of each month as far as possible. All are Welcome!
c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) – Plyshette Wiggins, American Cancer Society who is the lead organization on this initiative, has asked that we have a full discussion about the initiative at the January Camden County Cancer Coalition.  It will involve a new leadership role for the Cancer Coalition leadership.

c) Collaborative health planning to address urban community health needs in a limited resource environment, Bernadette West, PhD, MA Joan Gray, BSN, MPH, Nancy Gerrity, MSN, RN, HO, Jean F. Mouch, MD, MPH  - presenting the work of creating the Camden City Health Needs Assessment of 2007.
