1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Jim Wallace,  Co-Chair, OLLMC and Ann Biondi, Co-Chair, CCDHHS
Jim Wallace welcomed those present and asked that self-introductions be made.  
2. Cancer Coalition Coordinator Highlights – Jean Mouch
Ms Susan Sanna, Director of County Cancer Coalitions gave the OCCP Update 2008 which includes the following key points:
· The second NJ Comprehensive Cancer Control Plan 2008-2012 (NJCCCP) was accepted by Governor Corzine, in December, see www.njcancer.gov.  The first NJCCCP, 2002-07 evaluation showed that 68% of the strategies were completed

· NJ has received funds from CDC for statewide initiatives on Prostate and Skin Cancers which are being led by County Cancer Coalitions e.g. Essex, Hundterdon, Hudson, and Atlantic Counties.

· There will be a Second NJ Cancer Summit, May 9, 2008

· In the new plan, there is a new Gynecologic Workgroup which will address both Cervical Cancer and Ovarian Cancer.

· A new standing committee on Communications will address the need for a Communications Plan for the second NJCCCP 2008-2012.
Jean asked members to look in their meeting materials:

3. Work Group Updates  

a.  Eliminating Health Disparities – Evelyn Robles Rodriguez, Cooper 
The 2008 Goals for the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup includes:
· First Goal:  Increase the number of Men Participating in Cancer Screening

· Second Goal:  Help in planning and establishing a Breast Cancer Screening Mammography Service out of CAMCare in East Camden

We are working to use the clinic model of the CHP/FQHC clinic based screening days for cancer screening for men over the next five months.  The first target will be the FQHC sites in the county and to re-use the Radio Advertisement to market the screening days.

On January 24, 2008, we will have 3 persons interviewed for the Camden on the Move cable television show, hosted by Rev. Evans, Head of the DHHS, Camden City to promote our efforts to screen men to reach the CEED target of 200 men screened with Prostate and Colorectal Cancer by June, 2008.  Our panel is:  Ms. Plyshette Wiggins of ACS, Free-holder Greco, a prostate cancer survivor, and Ms. Marie Clark, of the Clark Family Foundation.
Lynne Rosner, CCDHHS, Health Educator, reported on the summary of 2007 activities 

involving the “Get Screened, Stay Healthy, Stay Alive” Campaign. General program outreach throughout the county talked with 3,894 persons, with Cancer Screening as part of “Get Screened” efforts reaching 325 persons at 23 events.
b.  Tri-County Work Group - Hilary Colbert, CPAC

The Tri-County Workgroup has agreed to submit a Komen Regional grant to replicate the exper-

      ience of Community Health Practice (CHP) and screening women for Breast and Cervical  Cancer.

            We believe this is a good experience for us in the Counties of Burlington, Camden, and Gloucester.


Joan Lombardi, Virtua CEED program gave her experience of the past year working with CHP.


Ms. Nancy Hughes, Director of CHP, is willing to be the grant manager, and will be able to continue

            her CHP program.  The Cancer Coalitions of the three counties will identify one primary care 

            service clinic in their county to participate in replicating the CHP/FQHC model.  Lourdes Health

      Foundation will be the fiscal agent of this grant.
c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) - Plyshette Wiggins, ACS

Plyshette reported on the 3CI.  Our Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is part of the 3CI, see above.  The Worksite Wellness group will meet on January 31, 2008 at Planned Parenthood.  A priority for 2007 is to renew and rebuild the Leaderhsip Council Role in the initiative.
5.  Guest Speakers 

a)  Ms. Marjory Dannenbaum, Cancer Program Cordinator, Yad b’ Yad (Hand in Hand) of the Jewish Family Services, Cherry Hill, www.jfcssnj.org spoke about this new program and invited members to explore how their organizations can work together to help women and families faced with the diagnosis of cancer.  She brought dolls, designed to help mothers /grandmothers talk to children about the changes that will happen e.g. loss of hair, with chemotherapy. “Breast Cancer Prevention Strategies for High-Risk Women: Who is at Risk? And What can you do about it?” Conference is January 22nd 7-9pm in Cherry Hill will be available through a podcast!
b)  Ms. Loretta Milkulski, South Jersey Breast Cancer Coalition, sjbcc@dandy.net, shared her personal experience as a Breast Cancer survivor and the beginning of the SJBCC coalition, based in Berlin, which creatively helps to meet the needs and remove the barriers for women facing Breast Cancer treatment and post-treatment issues.  Loretta shared the Advocacy materials from SJBCC for addressing issues of getting services and access issues answered both at the State and National levels..
c)  Ms. Marie Clark, Clark Family Breast Cancer Services, Inc., spoke about the formation of their new foundation, and the first year’s experience with doing health education and motivation through personal contacts, www.clarkbreastcancerservices.com, by attending health fairs, responding to groups seeking speakers, and other events. (23 events in 2007) 

A Komen Grant in the first year has helped the foundation reach 201 women with 40 women referred and a confirmed 17 women screened for Breast Cancer.  A new Avon Grant will be able to expand their services to offer transportation for screening.  Marie shared their form which is used to do the follow-up of contacts made at the health events with partners. 
6. Other matters of the Coalition:
· Jessica Fuchs asked members to consider being one of three organizations who would receive website training in managing the Camden County Cancer Coalition Website.  We are preparing to train three people (three organizations) who will share the work of keeping the website updated and interesting.  Also, we want to share photographs of Cancer Events happening in Camden County and would love to receive them from the partners.  Thirdly, we will post any events of partners on our calendar page on the website.
