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January 29, 2009 Lunch Meeting

Camden County Cancer Coalition Quarterly Meeting -  12 Noon to 2:00 pm
Community Planning and Advocacy Council – CPAC  Pennsauken, NJ 08109

15 members attended from: American Cancer Society; CC-DHHS; Cooper CEED; Virtua CEED; Planned Parenthood of SNJ; Clark Family Breast Cancer Services; Quit Center, Virtua; CPAC; CAMCare, Federally Qualified Health Center.  We had three presenters:  Diana Crone, Senior Vice President / Director of Children’s Services, CPAC;  Plyshette Wiggins, Director of Strategic Health Alliances of the American Cancer Society, NJ;  and Ann Biondi, Director of Personal Health Services, on behalf of the Health Officer, Mr. Robert J. Smith, CC-DHHS. Susan Sanna, Coordinator of the NJ County Cancer Coalitions from Office of Cancer Control and Prevention was connected via conference call.
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Ann Biondi, Co-Chair, CCDHHS welcomed members.  Ms. Anne McGinley, Co-Chair sent her apologies as the change of date conflicted with a conference.  At the meeting were four new participants from existing partners of the Cancer Coalition.
2. Work Group Updates  

a.  Tri-County Cancer Workgroup – Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World:   The last meeting was November 19th.  Ms. Nancy Speelman who created the national program “Hands of Hope,” was able to join us by conference call.  Ms. Marian Morrison from ACS Advocacy office was present.  For the year of November 2008 through November 2009 – i.e. Great American Smoke Out campaigns, we will host the Hands of Hope as a project for partners at regular health fairs, school health, municipality festivals, and again at the Camden Riversharks summer programs.  Lynn Rosner is preparing a “toolkit” to help guide those partners who want to implement the program. Each County in the group will get CD resources / Toolkit to give out to their local partners.  A proposed date for the Advocacy Day in March is yet to be finalized.  Hilary Colbert’s handout gives the basics of the plan.  Jean Mouch has presented to the County Cancer Coalition Coordinators and they will be one of the mailings.  As part of the coming year, the Tri-County meeting will also host the CC Community Partnership Against Tobacco / Lung group as we work together on this project. 
Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS presented the Hands of Hope project to the Camden City Youth Council and looks forward to working with new partners from the Youth Council. 
Cynthia Grant from the Quit Center shared that Virtua Health, Inc. as part of their community benefits program is offering the smoking cessation program FREE.  There was no noticeable increase of enquiries during September and October 2008 to the Quit Center after our summer promotion via the Riversharks.  The FREE program started in November 2008 and they are very busy!!
The next meeting of the Tri-County Workgroup is February 25th from 2:00 pm to 3:30 pm at CPAC and the regular meeting will be held on the 3rd Wednesday of each month.  We do have funds, the balance from 2008 project of $1,700 to help with the Hands of Hope Project in the region, producing the CD Tool-kits and other aspects of the program. 
Jean Mouch gave a brief introduction to the survey results from the first NJ Cancer Survivorship Conference, in November.  Surveys about un-met needs were prepared and 30 cancer survivors responded.  Surveys about the experience and un-met needs of primary care physicians, nurse-practitioners, and nurses we also collected and 69 providers gave responses.  In the general conference evaluation, there were 27 providers who were also cancer survivors. After the State Committee prepares the report, we will share with everyone.
b. Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup  -  An update on the first half of the fiscal year from the Cancer Education and Early Detection Program in Camden County present by Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez, Cooper CEED program and Peggy Cooch, from the Virtua/Burlington County CEED.  
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Great News:  The Mammography Screening Service provided by CAMCare at the East Camden site in Camden City will open on March 2, 2009.  The partnership working on this first ever FQHC screening mammography service is:  Community Health Practice of Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital; CAMCare, Inc. the FQHC; Cooper Hospital Radiology Department; and the Camden County Cancer Screening Project / CEED of Cooper Cancer Institute of NJ.

There is no further update for the special focus on Winslow Township, one of the six municipalities with higher minority populations and higher percentages of families living below the poverty line.  Within the Camden County MAPP / CHIP priorities, the two southern municipalities are to have a special focus, as is Camden City.  

Next Meeting of the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is Monday February 9th at 10:00 am to Noon at CPAC and will continue on the 2nd Monday of each month.
c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) - Plyshette Wiggins, ACS  - see below
4.  Guest Speakers 
a)  Diana Crone, Senior VP / Director of Children’s Services with CPAC welcomed all the members to the CPAC offices, and spoke about the long time relationship with the Camden County Cancer Coalition.  Dr. Jean Mouch has a sub-contract with CPAC for the office space, administrative support, and some of the time of Ms.Hilary Colbert.  Since 2004, Jean and Hilary worked with completed the Cancer Needs & Capacity Assessments for Camden, Burlington, and Gloucester Counties.  Cumberland’s report also was completed.  Dianna spoke about the goals/mission of CPAC (see the handout) and especially all of the groups for Human Services who are supported / facilitated on behalf of Camden County DHHS.
b)  Plyshette Wiggins, Director for Strategic Health Alliances, ACS, gave a brief update about the re-organization process going on at the American Cancer Society NJ offices.  Her new title and role will highlight the public health outreach to partners through out the state, looking to encourage and support programs that are evidence based / effective / creative.  She will continue to oversee the City Cancer Initiatives with Camden City, Newark, and Trenton.  Because her role covers the whole state, she will not be able to be as active in the county workgroups.  However, the Tri-County Cancer Workgroup would be high on her list for regular participation.  In April, Plyshette will be able to give more detail about the changes.
c)   Ann Biondi, Director for Personal Health Services CC-DHHS, spoke on behalf of Mr. Robert J. Smith, who had conflicts with other meetings. Programs of current high priority in Camden County are the Lead Program, and the Flu Immunization program especially for children at Day Care and Pre-School.  The 10th Annual Womens’ Health Conference will be on March 7th in Voorhees.  All of the community partners are appreciated for their participation as table presenters and workshop presentations.  The Community Health Improvement Plan, CHIP continues its action plans with the five priority issues:  Environmental Health, Access to Care / Transportation, Obesity/overweight & nutrition, Mental Health, Cancer, and Cardiovascular Health.

5. From the Coordinators Desk:
· DECISION:  Time & Dates for 2009 -  We have decided to hold only lunch meetings this year, with the rotation of Camden City and Camden County locations, beginning with lunch at 11:00 am and ending by 1:30 pm.  The dates are:   April 23rd Virtua Camden, 1000 Atlantic Ave;  July 23rd, CC-DHHS; and the October 22nd lunch in Camden City is TBA.
· Event Forms:  Each of the partners who are active in doing events such as health fairs, educational venues etc. is asked to complete the NJ-CCCP event form electronically.  Jean passed around a copy of the form.  There is one step that links the event purpose with a goal/objective of the NJ-CCCP.  Jean is willing to do this on behalf of the partners, but she will also send the “cheat sheet” for objectives/goals prepared by the OCCP.  If the event can be reported on a quarterly basis that is also appropriate e.g. the Home Health Parties of the Cooper CEED program.
· 2008-2009 Goals & Objectives for CCCC:  The updated Goals and Objectives for the Camden County Cancer Coalition 2008-2009 were shared.  Members are asked to review and critique the information.  This information can be copied and shared with local persons and groups.
· Finances Grant period is from July 2008-June 2009.  We have been asked to get the project/event money moving during this 3rd quarter.  Jean met with Evelyn Robles-Rodriguez to review the account to date.  We will use some of the event money to reprint the Camden County CEED phone numbers on the piece called “Reduce Your Risk for CANCER” which is one of the slide health education pieces done in 2007 which was well received.  It has all of the major cancers for men and women that are part of the focus of the NJ-CCCP namely lung cancer, prostate and breast cancer, ovarian cancer, skin cancer, cervical cancer, & colorectal cancer. The only priority cancer not on the piece is oral cancers.  However, they do have in addition to the 8 priority cancers non-hodgkin’s lymphoma, pancreatic cancer, thyroid cancer, endometrial cancer and bladder cancer.  A second idea is to use some of the money to prepare a packet of CEED information for a mailing to primary care physician practices.  These topics will be discussed further at the Eliminating Health Disparities meeting on February 9th.
6. Updates from the Partners:

· Clark Family Breast Cancer Services, Inc has received a Koman Grant to promote the “Promise Rose” incentive for encouraging women to complete their breast cancer screening.  Marie Clark reported that it is helping to get women who are on Medicaid to complete their screening! The Courier Post will come and do a newspaper article on their project.  The Clark Family has been invited to give a presentation to the NJ AIDS Coalition and they will bring in men’s Cancer screening.
· Cooper CEED wanted to remind the coalition about their grant to reach out to Vietnamese women.  The Asian American Council contact is trough Hilary Colbert.  Jean will give contacts via St. Joseph’s Pro Cathedral parish and the parish in Woodlynne which is Vietnamese.  Lynn has the Korean contact from the CC-CPAT group.
· ACS contact via Horizon –Medicaid HMO is still to be followed-up with regard to helping to reach the “rarely screened / never screened” woman who has Medicaid benefits but not using them.  The clarification was made that there is NO co-pay needed to get a prescription/script for the yearly mammogram when you are on Medicaid.
