Camden County Cancer Coalition Quarterly Meeting -  11:00 am to 1:00 pm
Jewish Family and Children Services, Cherry Hill, NJ
15 members, 3 new members, with a total of 21 persons attending the quarterly meeting: CC-DHHS; Camden County Cancer Screening Project/CEED; Clark Family Breast Cancer Services; CPAC; Boat People SOS; Vitas Hospice, Jewish Family & Children’s Services, 21st Century Oncology; ACS, UMDNJ School of Public Health; Cooper University Hospital;  with two new individual members, and one new partner Southern New Jersey Dental Hygiene Association.
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Ann Biondi, Co-Chair of the Coalition, Director for Personal Health, CC-DHHS, invited participants to give self introductions.

2. Work Group Updates:  Note – usually, the workgroups are meeting two times per quarter, and not during the month with the quarterly meeting of the Coalition.
a.  Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup:    Congratulations to Cooper CEED and Virtua CEED for meeting their goals for 2009-2010.  Update for the 3rd quarter CEED activities was presented by Evelyn  Rodriguez, Cooper CEED.

Conference for “Latinas United for the Cure:  Empowering Generations for a World Without Breast Cancer” held at the Philadelphia Marriott, 1201 Market Street, Saturday, March 6th.    32 women used the free bus service for the conference from Camden City.

The Camden City Mammography Screening Service is a joint effort of CAMCare at their East Camden site and the Cooper CEED program.  During May 2010, on each Wednesday, there will be a full day of breast cancer screening and education, covering the CAMCare eligible population, with a goal of reaching 48 women for mammography screenings, with a scheduling for all of the eligible CAMCare women 40+ and uninsured.  We will be able to do breast exams, via the CEED participation, who will also be doing the “Home Health Parties” games and education.  The CC-DHHS Educational Van will be part of the Wednesday events.  Cooper Hospital has agreed to provide the technician for a full day from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm.

Body and Soul Program: A Celebration of Healthy Living:  Camden County DHHS did not receive the CDC grant for “Putting Prevention into Action” which would have funded this program for Camden County.  For 2010. The Clark Family who leads this initiative for CCCC, have identified three churches – two in Camden City and one in Winslow Township, which will be started on the program, and given support for expanding the program to include all four goals before the end of the year.  We will need to look for other donors, but will continue the program with 3 churches for 2010. 

Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) – Plyshette Wiggins shared that ACS continues to support the Urban Cancer Initiatives.  They would like to see more project/events as part of the work, e.g. the Mother’s Day Breast Cancer Screening at CAM-Care.

Plyshette agrees with our consensus from last meeting:  “The Eliminating Health Disparities workgroup does see the Camden City Initiative as one that could become part of the workgroup especially for the cancer screening goals, and the issues about access to services and caring / coping services.”

Next Meeting of the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is Monday June 14th at 10:00 am to Noon at CPAC.  We will continue having meetings on the 2nd Monday of each month. All are Welcome!
b.   Tri-County Cancer Workgroup 
-   Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World:   351 surveys collected at the Riversharks and analyzed with the help of Jallah Kennedy and a MPH student at UMDNJ.  (see presentation) 
      -   The Hands of Hope Advocacy Day in Trenton is tentatively scheduled for June 10th.  We will have a bus from Camden and hope get 40 constituents and 20 youth as our group!

-    We continue to work toward having an Americorps Volunteer help with the Youth Cancer Educator Badges in September 2010.

         -    We look forward to working with the CINJ and the American Family Practice Partnership on 2 CME events for colo-rectal cancer in the Fall.

-     The Worksite Wellness initiative, of the ACS Camden City Cancer Initiative, as it applies to Camden City would be part of the projects/events covered by the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup, but the general topic of Worksite Wellness, would be under Tri-County Cancer Workgroup.  This recommendation from the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup was approved as a Regional Cancer Initiative at worksites on March 17th at the Tri-County Meeting.
-      Celebration of Hope for Cancer Survivors sponsored by ACS, with the Tri-County sponsorship, will be on Saturday July 10th at the Camden Riversharks game!  Come One and All!
The next meeting of the Tri-County Workgroup is May 19th from 9:30 am to 11:30 am at CPAC in Pennsauken, NJ.   All are welcome!
4. Guest Speakers: 
a) Tri-County Survey on Tobacco Use 2009 Riviershark Events – Jallah Kennedy, MPH, UMDNJ School of Public Health.  (powerpoint presentation is available)
b) Cancer Program Partnership – Sustainability Training – Marian Morrison, Advocacy Director, ACS – (powerpoint presentation is available.).  Marian asked for volunteers to be part of a small group who would visit our regional legislators in support of re-instating appropriations for the Comprehensive Tobacco Control Plan (CTCP) in New Jersey.  14 partners volunteered!
c) Camden County Community Partnership for a Tobacco Free New Jersy – Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS confirmed the new name for the workgroup focused on tobacco control and smoking cessation in Camden County. The workgroup has identified that many municipalities do not understand the current law and its implementation e.g. distance from the doorways of business and how to do the citations.  Lynn represented the CC Cancer Coalition and the CCCPTFNJ at hearings in Trenton for smoke-free parks and playgrounds.  June 2nd is World Free-Tobacco Day, and there are activities planned e.g. in the parks, Citizens stepping up and asking smokers to quit, as well as handing out information on cessation programs and the dangers of cigarette smoking and other tobacco products.
5. From the Coordinators Desk:

a) Joye Rozier, MPH, RN, BSN was introduced to the partners as the new CCCC Coordinator, beginning July 1, 2010.  Her email for the coalition is:  jroziercccc@hotmail.com  and the phone number c/o CPAC for the coalition remains the same, 856-663-3998.

b) Election 2010 for Co-Chair of the Camden County Cancer Coalition.  Jean shared about the nominations to fill the place of Ms. Anne McGinley for a 2 year term as Co-Chair of the Coalition.  The election will be in July at the quarterly meeting.  Everyone received the memo about the election.
c) Evaluation of the Coalition Meeting:   14 persons handed in evaluations of the meeting which were all positive for networking, presentations, especially the facts & figures from CEED; the Jewish Federation meeting site, and information about the work of the Coalition.  One member thought that the facilitating could have called for “more attention” from members during the meeting at times.
d) Still pending is the Coalition Evaluation for 2009.  We have 15 surveys completed by those attending the October 2009 meeting.  Jean will have an email version prepared via Survey Monkey in order to be prepared for October/November 2010 timing for the evaluation.

6. From the Members

a) The Cancer Emergency Support Fund of Samost Jewish Family and Children’s Service of Southern NJ was announced.  It will offer direct financial assistance to residents (regardless of religious or ethnic denomination) looking for help with non-medical expenses related to the cancer diagnosis. (rent, utilities, transportation, babysitting e.g.)  This Financial Assistance for Cancer Patients Program is made possible by the “Walk 4 Family and Friends with Cancer” which held its second Annual Walk on April 17th.
