We had two guests from ACS,  two guests from the Camden County Community Partnerships Against Tobacco (CCCPAT) and two guests from the Camden Riversharks.  There were 3 persons from Organizational Members attending for the first time..
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Jim Wallace,  Co-Chair, OLLMC and Ann Biondi, Co-Chair, CCDHHS
Jim Wallace welcomed those present and asked that self-introductions be made.  
2. Camden County Cancer Coalition Announcements – Jim Wallace
a. Election Process for One Co-Chair position for a two year term!   We announced the process of Nominations via email with voting for the new two year term Co-Chair at the July 16th Meeting

b. Evaluation for 2007-2008 currant grant year, will be done via email using Survey Monkey technology and having CamConnect do the process for us.  The evaluation year is for July 2007-June 2008. 

c. DRAFT Stakeholder Sheet for individual organizational members have been prepared and given out for those attending the meeting.  Please review the information, correct any errors and return as soon as possible.  Organizational members who were not at the meeting will receive the DRAFT information by mail.  We are also looking for new partners and need your suggestions and contacts.

d. NJ Cancer Summit on May 9th – Our Camden County Cancer Coalition is invited to be part of the Panel on Partnerships presenting the Camden City Cancer Initiative led by ACS, with City of Camden, and the coalition.

3. Work Group Updates  

a.  Eliminating Health Disparities – Evelyn Robles Rodriguez, Cooper 
The Camden on the Move cable television show, “Men’s Health and Cancer Screening”, hosted by Rev. Evans, Head of the DHHS, Camden City was completed and aired in February.  The aim is to promote our efforts to screen men to reach the CEED target of 200 men screened with Prostate and Colorectal Cancer by June, 2008.  The group who were interviewed were Ms. Plyshette Wiggins of ACS, Free-holder Greco, a prostate cancer survivor, and Ms. Marie Clark, of the Clark Family Foundation.  Copies of the show will be made available to partners for their work. The Riversharks General Manager, Adam M. Lorber attended our meeting, and will use parts of the show for the opening day Friday, April 25th on the big screen to help promote Cancer Screening for Men.
As part of the Men’s Health Week – June9th through the 13th, both of the CEED programs will hold Prostate Cancer and Colorectal Cancer Screening for Men in Camden City at the Camden County Cancer Screening Project Offices 3 Cooper Plaza on June 11th.  The Kyle Family Health Center, Virtua Camden will also have a day which needs final confirmation.  We will have flyers and media, especially a targeted radio message for S. Jersey area.
The Clark Family Breast Cancer Services, Inc are going to be part of promoting the Men’s Health Week screening days when they are conducting a house-to-house survey in Camden City during May.  The main aim of the survey is to find out why men and women are not getting the cancer screening that they need.  The survey volunteers are couples who will divide the area into four sections with the aim of reaching 100 families.
b.  Tri-County Work Group - Hilary Colbert, CPAC


The final step of our Men’s Health Conference will be post-conference evaluation sent to physicians 


who attended the October event.  The questions are to ask how the conference may have influenced

their cancer prevention behavior and changed their practice.


The Tri-County Workgroup has heard that the Komen Regional Grant has been approved but 

needs to have some revisions.  The aim of the grant is to reach 250 women through using a 
practice-based model, which we experienced with the Community Health Practice (CHP) 
in Camden City. We believe this is a good model for us in the Counties of Burlington, Camden, 
and Gloucester.  Ms. Nancy Hughes, Director of CHP is the grant manager.  The Cancer Coalitions 
of the three counties will identify one primary care service clinic in their county to participate 
in replicating the CHP/FQHC model.  Lourdes Health Foundation will be the fiscal agent of this grant.
Hilary reviewed some of the other educational aims of the Tri-County Workgroup for 2008-09

· Survivorship Conference in November 2008.  Jean Mouch and Evelyn Robles Rodriguez

helped to prepared a Lance Armstrong Foundation grant letter of intent to support conferences 

for primary care practitioners together meeting with Cancer Survivors over the next three years.

· Palliation Conference will be in 2009.

· Create a list of cancer support groups in the Tri-County Region for promotion 
· Continued participation in health education events/health fairs at which we could promote

the Cancer Health Educator Badge  as part of the activities for young people attending.

· Maintain a Vista Volunteer to assist with the Camden County Cancer Coalition and the work

of the Tri-County Workgroup e.g. establishing the Cancer Health Educator Badge process at

local health fairs.

c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) - Plyshette Wiggins, ACS

The four parts to the initiative are:

· Our Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is part of the 3CI, see above. 
· The Worksite Wellness group met on January 31, 2008 at Planned Parenthood.   We continue to go at a slow pace in brining in new employers to do the baseline survey with their employees.  
· The Leadership Council met in February with an excellent presentation by ________ Health Benefits manager at Virtua Health, and their experience of getting all preventive health indicators from their health insurer.  Their will be a breakfast seminar for Health Benefits Coordinators of local employers to hear how Virtua Health worked to get this information and to see the value for building a preventive health model for employee benefits.

· As part of the Leadership Council meeting, we heard from the Access to Care via improved Transportation group.

5.  Guest Speakers 

a)  Ms. Trish Jones, and Ms. Joyce Matola from the American Cancer Society spoke about the Cancer Prevention Study – 3. (CPS-3 Study).   The goal is to better understand ways to prevent cancer.   In our area there are two Relay for Life sites which will be recruiting participants in June:  

· Relay for Life of Medford, Freedom Park Medford, NJ June 21st and June 22nd from 8:00 am to 8:00 am.  See http://events.cancer.org/RFLmedfordNJ
· Relay for Life of Mullica Hill (information to be received)
The ACS research team is recruiting 500,000 adults in USA.  Eligible adults are:
· Between 30 and 65 years of age

· Has never been diagnosed with cancer

· Willing to make a long-term commitment to the study which involves completing periodic follow-up surveys.

At the Relay for Life Event participants will:

· Read and sign an informed consent form

· Complete a brief written survey

· Provide a waist measurement

· Give a small blood sample – similar to a doctor’s visit, drawn by trained phlebotomist.

Discussion:  The National ACS organization chose the sites.  In our area, these two sites have had the largest turn-out for RFL.  These two sites will not have many African Americans and few Latinos.  We could form teams to go to the CPS-3 part of the RFL.  .  Juan Baptiste Health Fair is June 14th and could be a site for recruiting Hispanics to be part of the CPS-3.  Could we hire a bus???

Decision:  We will talk about it at the next Eliminating Health Disparities, May 5th      about helping to recruit African Americans and Hispanic residents of Camden County to be part of the CPS-3 study.
b)  Cynthia Grant, chairperson of the Camden County Community Partnerships Against Tobacco – CCCPAT, and director of the Virtua Quit Center.


The five goals for CCCPAT are:

The CCCPAT group meets monthly on the third Wednesday.  They joined our Cancer Coalition meeting this morning as it was their regular day.  We look forward to continuing this joint schedule at the quarterly calender!
c) Mr. Adam M. Lorber, General Manager for the Camden Riversharks.  The former Coalition Against Tobacco group (CAT Coalition) had worked with the Riversharks, investing in being part of health promotion e.g. Smoking Cessation, and Smoke Free environments at the games.   Mr. Lorber spoke about different initiatives to promote messages for improving Cancer Screening and helping to decrease young people from starting to smoke as well as promoting the various ways to stop smoking.  The CCCPAT could not continue to finance the full cost of a seasonal partnership.  At the last CCCPAT meeting we talked about asking for smaller contributions from more members of the Cancer Coalition to be part of the effort this year.

Discussion:  In general the questions and ideas are very positive for bringing more Cancer Prevention and Education messages to the Camden Rivershark games during the 2008 Season.  A number of partners were sharing that they could give smaller contributions to a Coalition effort during this season.  The Tri-County Workgroup may also be interested in participating.

Decision:  The Camden County Cancer Coalition Workgroup on Eliminating Health Disparities will meet on May 5th and will discuss the ideas for the different promotional /educational materials with the Riversharks management.  As Coordinator, Jean Mouch will take the lead role and work with the different partners to have the smaller contributions toward this 2008 season with the Riversharks to further our goals and objectives for helping to lessen the cancer burden in Camden County.

6. Other matters of the Coalition:

a) Jessica Fuchs asked members to volunteer to be part-time manager’s and receive website training in managing the Camden County Cancer Coalition Website.  We are preparing to train three people (three organizations) who will share the work of keeping the website updated and interesting.  Also, we want to share photographs of Cancer Events happening in Camden County and would love to receive them from the partners.
