22 members attended from: American Cancer Society; CCDHHS; Cooper CEED; CPAC; Our Lady of Lourdes Medical Center; Virtua CEED; Quit Center at Virtua, Planned Parenthood of SNJ, CamCare Inc., Horizon NJ Health HMOI, and South Jersey Breast Cancer Coalition.  We had two presenters:  Peg Knight, Director for the Office of Cancer Control and Prevention, State of NJ, on Survivorship and Mr. Michael Zincone, Pfizer Corp. on Patient Navigation.  We welcomed members of the Camden County Community Partnerships Against Tobacco (CCCPAT) who held their monthly meeting before our coalition and stayed for the second meeting.  Also we welcomed as a member, Mr. Bob Smith, the new Health Officer for Camden County.
1. Welcome and Self-Introductions – Jim Wallace,  Co-Chair, OLLMC and Ann Biondi, Co-Chair, CCDHHS
Jim Wallace welcomed those present and asked that self-introductions be made.  
2. Camden County Cancer Coalition Announcements – Jim Wallace
a. Election Process for One Co-Chair position for a two year term.  Mr. Wallace announced that the leadership team was still in the process of confirming a Nomination List and the November 12th Quarterly Meeting will have the voting for the new two year term Co-Chair.  Mr. Wallace shared with the coalition members that he will taking a new position with a new Catholic Health East of New Jersey, in which Lourdes Health System is joining with Cathedral Health System in Newark and St. Francis Hospital in Trenton.  Ms. Ann McGinley, Dean of the School of Nursing at Lourdes Health System will complete Jim’s term.  Ann is also a board member of the ACS.
b. Evaluation for 2007-2008 currant grant year has been posted via email using Survey Monkey technology, with CamConnect guiding the process for us.  The evaluation year is for July 2007-June 2008.  Please take the 6 minutes needed for completing the on-line evaluation of our past year’s experience!!

d. Change in the South Jersey Komen project: “Reach Out for Life” phone number access to Breast Cancer information and for covering women 300% of poverty- see the attached letter.

3. Work Group Updates  

a.  Tri-County Cancer Workgroup – Camden Riversharks – Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS

The Tri-County Cancer Workgroup has joined in a partnership to have Cancer Awareness, Education, and Healthy Lifestyle Promotion at the Camden Riversharks.  Seven partners contributed to the 12 events which will be hosting a special campaign: “Hands of Hope for a Tobacco Free World”.  Lynn provided a powerpoint presentation of this advocacy project to bring together messages, drawn on the person’s traced hand print, to help people stop smoking, to remember persons who have died secondary to effects of smoking, and those who are suffering now.  This advocacy project will be used in the struggle to get more Tobacco Settlement money allocated to smoking cessation and tobacco prevention programs in New Jersey.  On our first night at the Riversharks, over 100 children/adults participated in the interactive project!  Over 20 persons agreed to have their Carbon Monoxide % measured and talk with Cynthia Grant from the QuitCenter at Virtua.  We look forward to being part of this project during the rest of the season.  

 b.  Eliminating Health Disparities -  Men’s Health Week – Jean Mouch, CCCC
As part of the Men’s Health Week – June9th through the 13th, both of the CEED programs will held Prostate Cancer and Colorectal Cancer Screening for Men in Camden City at the Camden County Cancer Screening Project Offices 3 Cooper Plaza on June 11th there were 17 men screened, and 14 were CEED eligible.   The Kyle Family Health Center, Virtua Camden hosted a screening day on June 19th but it was not good time, though phone calls were received and appointments for screening were made.
The Clark Family Breast Cancer Services handed our flyers during their house-to-house survey in Camden City during May.  They will give us a report at the next meeting… striking first read of the survey is that most of the women did not know about CEED services in the city.

Jean gave a summary of our Goal for the Year 2007-2008 was to reach the CEED target of 215 men, screened for Prostate Cancer.  Completed screenings were 163 for a 75.8% success on our goal!
Cooper CEED 2007-08 targets for Men’s screening was 175 and they completed 125 prostate cancer screenings for 71% of their target.   Virtua CEED 2007-08 target for Men Prostate Cancer screening was set at 40 and they completed at least 38, which is close to 95% of the goal and the best they have done ever.

Both of the CEED groups reported that they continued to receive phone calls and make appointments based on our campaign for the year.  The one page summary of the year, including the Men’s Health Conference, half hour Channel 19 interview with Free Holder Greco, a prostate cancer survivor etc. was shared with the Prostate Cancer Task Force of the NJ-CCCP / OCCP office.  Hopefully one of the CEED programs can attend their meeting, and give our report.
 
c.  Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI) - Plyshette Wiggins, ACS

Our Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup is part of the 3CI, see above.  August 2nd ACS is recognizing Survivors at a Luminaria Celebration of Hope at the Camden Riversharks, and Dr. Jean Mouch will be honored.  The Tri-County Group is part of the evening events.  Our Tri-County Partnership is able to provide for Base ball cards for the August 2nd Event with the following message on the back:

The Worksite Wellness group held its breakfast on June 5th for benefits managers of all three health systems, Planned Parenthood, City of Camden, Respond, Inc. and the CC-DHHS, who are all employers in Camden City.  There was an excellent presentation by AmeriHealth on prevention benefits and the use of the information.  The City of Camden has a renewed interest and will work to get their insurer’s information on Cancer and other conditions.  We continue to want to help employers get this information and create a baseline from which to plan a Wellness Program to improve the rates of cancer screening and healthy lifestyles of employees. 
5.  Guest Speakers 

a)  Ms. Peg Knight, Director of the OCCP on the new 2008-2012 NJ-CCCP and the role of Survivorship.
In the renewed 2008-2012 Comprehensive Cancer Control Plan, New Jersey has woven the concerns of Cancer Survivors, their families, and friends in every chapter.  End of Life Care and Palliative remain as a special topic/chapter but all of the other concerns and strategies for Survivors are woven into the topics of the prioritized cancers.  Please go to the new website (www.njcancer.gov) for the outline of goals and strategies as well as for the “Facts Sheet” – summarizing the directions for the NJ Task Force on Cancer Prevention, Early Detection and Treatment and all of us at the Camden County Cancer Coalition level.  New Jersey is one of the only state programs that has committed to a local level, involving 21 NJ County Cancer Coalitions.  This fall we will have the first ever Conference on Survivorship, November 5th where there will be both Survivors and Health Care Providers attending together, and each having their own tracks.  The County Cancer Coalitions, especially the Tri-County Group, has been very involved in its preparation, and Jean Mouch has been helping to write a grant to the Lance Armstrong Foundation to continue this process of having yearly joint conferences on topics of interest in Survivorship as well as doing survey work to find out the experiences of cancer patients who complete treatment for cancer and return to the care with their primary care provider.

b) Mr. Michael Zincone, Pfizer Corp. on Patient Navigation Roles and Training

The topic of Patient Navigation is of great interest to the Coalition partners, as many of the health systems do have programs involving this role.   As a Coalition, we have supported the Community Health Practice of Lourdes Medical Center, to develop their model using nurse patient navigators, and have the grant from Komen to extend the model to one new site, i.e. the new mammography service at the East Camden CAMCare offices by the end of the year.  Mr. Zincone’s presentation was excellent in giving both an overview and a description of resources to help programs develop and improve especially in Cancer Care. You can even join the movement by registering and accessing online resources with up-to-date information on various aspects of patient navigation, and access to tools that will help in setting up a program.
