2.  Update on the Camden City Cancer Initiative (3CI), sponsored by the American Cancer Society

As reported in the last Coalition Minutes, the Eliminating Health Disparities Workgroup covers one of the two strategies for the 3CI for the 18 month initiative.  The Worksite Wellness will do a survey of employees to find out why cancer screening benefits are not being used.  This survey will help to plan with employers the strategies for improving screening rates.

3.  Leadership Building for the Camden County Cancer Coalition 

Ms. Shari Short, and Ms. Kim LeMaitre, from the CIS/NCI Partnership Program, were co-facilitators for this presentation to begin the process of exploration of what style of leadership would we design for our coalition. This step is an introduction to help us meet our new Objective for 2006-2007 which is to have an Ad Hoc committee formed to recommend to the Coalition, what would be the best form of leadership for the group.  The context for this exploration is that as a coalition, we have the commitment of the State Office of Cancer Control and Prevention to continue with a paid Coordinator for 2006-2007 period.  There is no guarantee that this will be possible after June 2007.  We have received the one year renewal of the grant for 2006-07 which pays for the part-time coordinator role, office support at CPAC, and costs of meetings.
The 45 minutes were well spent and participants appreciated the chance to learn about leadership styles in an interactive way.

Styles of Coalition Governance were discussed in three groups working out the pros and cons of:

CIS/NCI Community Partnership services includes training in such areas as:  Cultural Competencies and cancer; Cancer health disparities; Evidence-based program planning; and Social marketing.
