What did not work at the conference includes:

· Change from panel to individual speakers made conference very long

· Tables/exhibitors – some felt they were a waste of time

· # of attendees was unrealistic – 200 too lofty a goal

· Working with Virtua on CME application – never happened

· Work with Helene Fuld for CEUs – unclear how this turned out

· Committee members did too much work; expectations of IOMPH high

· Typo of the CME goal was given out at the conference

· Topic choice – men’s health not “hot” topic; prostate cancer gets all the attention

· Marketing / scholarships need to be considered the next time

· Missed the advanced practice nurses in first marketing attempt

· Mailing list labels for advanced practice nurses not sortable

· Event went from fee to free which may have lost us folks early on

· Date --- October is too busy; spring may be better for a future event

· Competition with State sponsored conferences

· Coalitions earmark dollars for State events not local tri county events

· Forgot to mail invites to last year’s attendees

· Loss of speakers due to change in date

· Bags were a little stinky

· Vendors not sure if table space was for a fee or free (ex: Cooper not sure)
CEU/CME Credits:  Hilary reported that Annette Conklin will be mailing out the forms for nursing CEUs.  The CEUs were increased from 1.5 to 2.0 for attendees.
IOMPH Update: (See handout) 86 evaluations were returned from conference attendees.  Overall the conference was rated well with Doug getting the highest marks of the speakers.
