Future Plans for Tri County Work Group:

Komen Grant Update:  Nancy was not able to attend the meeting however she e-mailed Hilary to let the work group know that Lourdes had received the grant from Komen. She will be meeting with them tomorrow to work out some of the details of the grant.
Survivorship Conference: Jean handed out the CME Schedule from Cooper so the work group could see the time table they are working from.
Group Sharing:

Burlington County Sharing:  Asha shared some of the plans and successes of the Burlington County Cancer Coalition. On May 5th they are doing a “Melanoma Monday” event at the Moorestown Mall with derma scans being done by Horizon as part of the event.  The Coalition has also been trying to do something regarding oral health with Head Start by meeting with parents to educate them on oral hygiene.  They have also been working with seniors regarding oral health.  May 31st the Coalition is planning a beauty brunch event for women to learn about breast health with an “Ask Dr. Matthews” session where the women take what they learned in a question/answer session and then share that knowledge in small groups.

Gloucester County Sharing:  Lisa noted that she had not found any cancer survivors support groups in Gloucester County.  She asked that if anyone knows of any to let her know.  

Leukemia and Lymphoma Society Sharing: Colleen noted that the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society has survivors groups that meet at the Gloucester County Board of Education, at a location in Sewell and at Cooper’s Voorhees location.

New Member Recruitment:  Jean met a male nurse at CAMCare who she may be able to interest in joining Camden County’s Cancer Coalition.  Jean will follow up with him.
Future Planning/Ideas:  

· In response to Hilary’s question about Burlington County’s experience with the Barbershop Initiative, Asha noted that Anita Litton is going to do a breakfast/training event with the barbers in Burlington County.  Discussion ensued on whether the county Retired and Senior Volunteer Programs (RSVP) could identify RSVP volunteers who could assist the Barbershop Initiatives in going back into the community to follow up with the volunteers who have already been trained to see if they need additional training, materials, etc.  

· The group discussed having a networking event for cancer survivors.  The event could be in many formats including being a beauty event, poetry reading, something that would capture the attention of younger survivor’s, or even hook up with Gilda’s Club for an event.  Another suggestion was to talk with Jack Goldberg, Chief of Hematology/ Oncology at Penn who does a dynamic speaking event.
