Minutes:  Minutes from the June 10th meeting were reviewed.  No changes noted.
Tri County Work Group Updates:

Riversharks/Hands of Hope:  
1. Jean gave an report on the first night at the Riversharks, June 19th.  We had six persons to help.  Cynthia Grant from the Quit Center;  Jallah Kennedy from UMDNJ School of Public Health – these two did mainly the survey.  No one accepted our invitation to have their Carbon Monoxide level measured.  Virgemina Lopez and her daughter were there with the Cooper CEED.  Jean Mouch and Lynn Rosner were there for the Hands of Hope.  Everyone helped with everything, and as always, it would be good to have at least 2 more persons if possible to maximize working the project. We had 64 + hands contributed with 36 from Camden, 19 from Burlington, and 9 from Gloucester.  56 Surveys were completed.  We definitely felt that having the clappers will improve these numbers.  There fore, we have canceled June 26th.  The clappers will be delivered July 2nd.  The survey final version was shared.  On the clipboard, we had the survey, Lynn Rosner’s card, and a great 100 dollar bill with Ben Franklin smoking and the back having the message.  It caught people’s attention and they came over!  Jean will send the PSA for others to see.  We can do another one and only need to ask for the help of the Riversharks Information Technology person.

2. Another RSVP volunteer group has been identified to help organize the Hands of Hope that are coming in and create display options for the Tri County Work Group.  Lynn Rosner and Jean Mouch will meet with them The first one didn’t work out as she was overwhelmed by the project.  Lynn suggested making labels that can be put on the hands that are collected to make them easier to catalog.  Labels could say “Riversharks – Summer of 2009” and “CCCC/BCCC/ GCCC” for example.

3. Jean or Lynn will come for the beginning of the set-up period for Gloucester and Burlington on July 10th and July 24th.  Virtua needs to choose a date.  We will ask for the Quit Center to come to each of the dates.

4. Each County will have their membership pamphlet available. The single sheet about each of the coalitions and CEED contact information will also be printed and used for the other events.  The Riversharks gave space for us to store materials so that they do not all need to be lugged to each game.  Arriving at 4:30 pm was sufficient for set up.

Other Updates:

Oral Cancer Update on June 17th  was a very good turnout representing South Jersey.   We met the S.J. Dental Association chair, who has taken up our request to help identify a surgeon and hospital willing to take uninsured screened Oral Cancer patients.  
Burlington County:  Kim and Asha reported that over 80 women registered and 60+ enjoyed the Brunch of Beauty event.  A pre- / post- survey of the information shared was done.  To get the gift bag, you had to turn in your completed survey.

Camden County: Jean shared about the coalition partners helping a cancer survivor with unexpected financial needs e.g. child care and “time off” for herself from house work.  This request for help was taken up by Loretta Mikulski of the SJBCC, and her board accepted to be a fiscal agent for a fund raising effort.  Two events were completed:  a Mother’s Day Run in Berlin, which made $5,700 and a Spaghetti Dinner at a local Church we made $1,000 addition.
Gloucester County:  Robert shared that they completed 4 “In the Swing” events for men health at local golf courses.  They prepared bags of information, a hat, sun screen etc.  They reached about 100 men through the events but got rained out twice!  Lisa Little reported that the one survey completed by 27 men, that they had at the coalition Golf Outing, reveals a low level of knowledge about risks for prostate cancer and other health topics.  She will share next time.
Pending from last meeting:  “Copy of state proposal regarding smoking to next meeting – Robert”
New Grant Period 2009-2010:

Kim asked if we were going to do another CME event during the next grant period.  Jean shared that there is going to be another State conference on Survivorship.  We talked a little about the topic of Lung Cancer and getting primary care practices to have smoking cessation as part of their regular process.  ACS is promoting a Physician’s Tool-Kit for Colorectal Cancer Screening and Education.  It has a four step process including policy changes in the practice for a reminder system etc.  ACS and the NJ Family Physicians organization had a CME based training but the accreditation ended in February 2009.   All of us felt that this would be a good project to do for South Jersey area as a CME base event. 

Decision:  The Tri-County Cancer Workgroup would like to support having the ACS Tool Kit for Colorectal Cancer Screening and Education as an CME event for the next grant period.  From the Camden Coalition, Plyshette and Evelyn are discussing the possibility of Cooper CME department helping to get this program re-instated for Southern Jersey during 2009-2010 grant.
