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Tri-County Cancer Work Group Meeting

Introductions:  Hilary Colbert welcomed those present and introductions were made.  
Minutes:  Lillian Ubuarry-Nunez made a motion for approval of the May 21, 2008 meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Kathleen McCabe and approved by those present.
“Men’s Health – Taking Care of Business” Updates:

Hilary reviewed the results of the 3 follow up surveys (of 21 mailed) that were returned from the Men’s Health event.  Doctors noted that their screening methods are now more thorough as a result of their attending the conference.  

TO DO: Hilary to e-mail results to Plyshette and to follow up regarding sending the remaining funds to CAMConnect.  

Future Plans for Tri County Work Group:

Komen Grant Update:  Michael Dixon noted that Lourdes had only received $75,000 of the $150,000 requested from Komen.  Because of this the number of sites is being reduced to the Lourdes Community Health Practice and one additional site with 125 mammograms to be done at new site and 125 at Community Health Practice.  Komen recommended that the new site be located in Camden County.  Within the first 3 months of the grant start (April) the new site needs to be determined.  Jean shared a write up of the various options for sites including CAMCare’s East Camden site and CAMCare’s Clementon site.  Kim and others suggested that with the recommendation from Komen that the grant be Camden County focused that grant oversight be shifted to the Eliminating Health Disparities Committee.  Lynn suggested that with the changes in funding that we target work in the Southern Camden County area and Paulsboro for 2009 – hopefully in partnership with CAMCare.  Jean and Evelyn will work with Michael to make connections with CAMCare.
There was further discussion about trying to access other funds for the project – including Horizon Foundation.  Colleen said that the Leukemia and Lymphoma Foundation had gotten $20,000 for the last two years and suggested that we might be able to get funds from Horizon to pay for a patient navigator.  The group questioned whether the person who works at CAMCare with diabetes and asthma as a navigator could work with the cancer population as well.  
Survivorship Conference: Jean will reach out to Peg to get someone to represent the statewide group to further explain the conference at an upcoming meeting.  The conference is planned for November 5th in Mount Laurel and will be an evening event.  Jean continues to work with a group of folks putting together a 3 year proposal to fund CME events on a yearly basis with a survivor focus.
Group Sharing:

Gloucester County Sharing:  Lisa reported on the May 10th Fun Fest at St. Matthews Church in Gloucester County.  This was a partnership between the NJ Department of Health and Senior Services and the Gloucester County Cancer Coalition.  The Youth Cancer Health Educator badge was premiered at the Fun Fest and 25 kids received a badge after taking part in a “cancer fact finding” exercise.  Lisa noted that the premise of the badge was changed to the Fact Find and is easier to administer to a larger group of interested youth.
Future Planning/Ideas:  

· Expansion of the Komen Grant in 2009 to other areas/counties

· CME Conference with a topic to be determine (need to check with Cooper about their upcoming schedule for 2009 and 2010)

· Networking event for tri county coalitions and survivors

· Oral health – need to find a doctor who will commit to follow-up services if someone screened has a positive test result for cancer.  Colleen will help with this because of connection between oral cancer and blood cancers.

Announcements:  
· On August 2nd, the American Cancer Society will hold an event at the Camden Riversharks evening game to honor survivors.  Our own Jean Mouch will be one of those honored at the event.
· Colleen noted that October 11th is the Leukemia Walk in Camden County.  She will provide more details as the date of the event draws closer.
