Tri-County Cancer Work Group Meeting
October 18, 2006

Minutes

Attendance:  Hilary Colbert, CPAC; Plyshette Wiggins, American Cancer Society; Jean Mouch, Coordinator Camden County Cancer Coalition; Kathleen McCabe, VNA Morristown; Lynn Rosner, CC-DHHS; Annette Conklin, Helene Fuld School of Nursing; Calvin James, Coordinator of Burlington County Cancer Coalition
Introductions – Jean welcomed those present and introductions were made.  
Minutes - Minutes from the September 20th, 2006 meeting were reviewed.  Correction on the minutes – second to last paragraph, correct the school of nursing to read: “Helene Fuld School of Nursing” which is a collaboration between Cooper Health System and Virtua Health System. Motion for approval, with the correction, of the September 20th Minutes was made by Annette Conklin, seconded by Lynn Rosner and approved by those present.
Men’s Health Event – September 2007
We are starting earlier in the planning of this event when compared to our last experience.
Annette Conklin has the approval of the Helene Fuld School of Nursing to be the lead agency to host this event in September 2007.  The school of nursing will be able to help with the administration of the event.  Tentatively, we are scheduled to use the Barry D. Brown Health Education Center in Voorhees.  Annette will complete the discussion about whether it will be Virtua or Cooper who provides the CME for physicians, but the CEUs for nurses will be given by the Helen Fuld School of Nursing.

We discussed this issue further about having a “neutral” location for the event so that all health systems could participate freely.  However, it was explained that the larger issue was our finishing the brochure for the April 2006 event, and then asking for further sponsorship without the sponsors having their logo on the brochure.  
Decision:  

1. Helene Fuld School of Nursing will be the lead agency for planning the Primary Care Providers CME/CEU event and providing the CEUs for nurses who attend.

2. Either Cooper or Virtua will be offering the CMEs for physicians who attend.

3. We will ask for sponsorship from all health systems in the Tri-County area; the three County Cancer Coalitions; and Pharmaceutical companies.

4. We believe that we will be able to offer a FREE conference with CME/CEUs with this sponsorship and the in-kind use of the Health Education Center.

5. The P.R. coordinator, Ms. Cheryl Onorato from Helene Fuld will come to the next meeting of the Tri-County group in November. 
6. This year we will start early enough to have all sponsors of the event approve the brochure for their organizations before the first mailing.
Name for the Conference:

The group did some brainstorming for a title for the conference and had a number of good ideas e.g. “It’s a Man’s World: Cancer Prevention Today!”  “It’s a Man Thing: Cancer Current Trends.”  “INVINCIBLE??:  Men and Cancer Prevention.”  “Today’s Man: The Facts on Cancer Prevention.”  “Quality Cancer Care: Focus on Men’s Health”  “Today’s Man: Healthy and Cancer Free”  “Today’s Man: All you need to know about Cancer Prevention.”

Speakers and Conference Content

A 2 ½ hour time frame was recommended with 5:15 – 6:00 pm being allocated for registration and buffet dinner and the program lasting from 6:00 – 8:30 pm. 

Discussion:  The objectives presented in the last meeting were revised slightly.  We spoke about having a keynote speaker who would talk to a “systems approach” for men’s health and cancer issues.  They would speak to the relationship of underlying issues for cancer, diabetes, heart disease and hypertension. They would touch on the topics of physical activity and diet/nutrition in the prevention of cancer and other medical problems.  A closing speaker could highlight the issue of culturally competent cancer care.  Jean brought the example of the Intercultural Cancer Council booklet that could be purchased and part of the handouts for participants.
We also talked about the “denseness” of so much information at the last conference.  Actually the general over-view of knowledge on prostate cancer and colorectal cancer were given in April 2006.  We began to think about this 2007 conference as having input on how the individual medical practices can do better in getting men screened for cancer and aware of prevention to improve their health.  Can we locate physicians who have had success in getting men to be screened for cancer and to increase healthy life-styles to be the speakers with examples of how they achieve these quality improvements in the practice?  We began to identify some suggestions about speakers.   
Jean will help to contact these persons for further suggestions.  Annette will follow-up on a person who can address the cultural competence issues of working with male cancer patients.

The overall objectives for the event will be to provide primary care providers with an improved awareness of men’s health screenings and provide tools for providers to use to talk with male clients about age appropriate cancer screenings.

Revision of the Objective

After the event participants will be able:
1. to list the top four cancers that affect men (prostate, lung, bladder and colorectal)

2. to describe and explain the screening guidelines for prostate and colorectal cancer

3. to explain and address community barriers to cancer screening
