Minutes

Introductions – Jean welcomed those present and introductions were made.  
Apologies:  Hilary Colbert is at a conference.

Minutes - Minutes from the October 18th, 2006 meeting were reviewed. There were no corrections on the minutes.  Kathleen moved for acceptance and Plyshette seconded the motion. 
Men’s Health Event – September 2007
Accepted:  

· Name was accepted with the slight change as follows:

“Men’s Health – Taking Care of Business” 
Conference on Cancer Prevention and Early Detection
· We are starting earlier in the planning of this event when compared to our last experience and this is good.  However, to meet the needs of honoring all sponsors on the front of the brochure that will publicize the event, we will need to do all of the CME event paper work in the first quarter of 2007.  Everyone agreed to move as quickly as possible on the process.
· Two of the partners present at today’s meeting asked for reconsideration and renewed support for our Tri-County Workgroup principle of hosting the event in a “neutral” health system place.  (See last year’s discussion).   We want all health systems in the Tri-County area to support and encourage participation in these Primary Care Provider Cancer Conferences.  Discussion was good, and the group has decided to honor the “neutral” health system place for the venue of the September 2007 conference.

Decision:  

1. Jean will follow up with Annette Conklin, and the Helene Fuld School of Nursing, who is able to give the CEUs for nurses.  The lead agency has to be the agency which can provide CMEs.

2. Jean will follow up with Virtua about their interest in providing CMEs as lead agency which is a requirement for CMEs for this conference.  Cooper CME Department is able to provide CMEs if Virtua is unable to do this in 2007. 
3. Since we have a fund to start the planning for 2007, we are asking Tri-County Workgroup partners for $500 to be a sponsor for this September 2007 event.  This sponsorship would allow the logo of the agency, organization, or health system on the front of the brochure.  Also a table would be provided for on-site promotion.

4. The funding for this event based on 2006 experience would still have a projected deficit of $4,000 which we believe we will get with corporate sponsors.  All money above costs will be put toward the 2008 conference.

5. County Cancer Coalitions should include a line item for the sponsorship of $500 dollars in the 2007-2008 grant requests.

6. Letter of intent to be a sponsor is to be prepared and sent out to Tri-County partners and health systems by Jean/Hilary with all confirmed local sponsors accepted by the end of February, 2007.

Speakers and Conference Content Discussions:
Accepted:

· A 2 ½ hour time frame was recommended with 5:15 – 6:00 pm being allocated for registration and buffet dinner and the program lasting from 6:00 – 8:30 pm. 
· From October 18th meeting:  The objectives presented in the last meeting were revised slightly.  We spoke about having a keynote speaker who would talk to a “systems approach” for men’s health and cancer issues.  They would speak to the relationship of underlying issues for cancer, diabetes, heart disease and hypertension. They would touch on the topics of physical activity and diet/nutrition in the prevention of cancer and other medical problems.  A closing speaker could highlight the issue of culturally competent cancer care.  
· The conference ideas for two panels.  First one on how the individual medical practices can do better in getting men screened for cancer and aware of prevention to improve their health.  A second panel could be of men who have changed their behavior and do screening and why they were motivated
· In the event folders, to have “tip sheets” for primary care providers on reminders for men’s cancer screening and prevention e.g. include smoking cessation at every visit.  Have them “camera ready” so that practices can make the number of copies that they need.

· Must include men’s risk for breast cancer if family/genetics are part of their history.

The overall objectives for the event will be to provide primary care providers with an improved awareness of men’s health screenings and provide tools for providers to use to talk with male clients about age appropriate cancer screenings and prevention through life-style changes e.g. smoking cessation.
Accepted the Revision of the Objectives:
After the event participants will be able:
1. to list the top four cancers that affect men (prostate, lung, bladder and colorectal) and the special genetic cases of increased risks for cancer.(added by Jean)
2. to describe and explain the screening guidelines for prostate and colorectal cancer

3. to explain and address community barriers to cancer screening 
Decision:  At the next meeting, December 18th, we ask members to bring their ideas for presenters and panelists with the person’s contact information so that the CME application can be completed in January.
Other Discussions:

Ideas about handling requests for sponsorship ( e.g. at different amounts which would give different “exposure” on the brochure or at event itself), as a way to help to build a “fund” for future events by the Tri-County Workgroup were presented and need follow-up.
The NJ-OCCP, CINJ-South/Cooper University Hospital, and Lourdes Health System are planning for a South Jersey / Delaware Valley conference on Melanoma on April 19, 2007 – a dinner CME/CEU event at the Clarion Hotel, Cherry Hill.  They are discussing having the Healthcare provider conference running in parallel with a General Public conference at the same venue.  Again, this idea of providers and consumers separate but interacting e.g. over meal time, was of interest to our group for future.
