1.   Introductions - Hilary Colbert welcomed those present.
2.  Minutes - Minutes from the October 19, 2005 meeting were reviewed. Motion for approval of the minutes was made by Mouch, seconded by Bryant.  Minutes approved.
3. Tri County “The Big C” Event Updates -  
a) CME Application: The Application is being revised by Loretta to comply with the Cooper CME format.  It looks like 3 CMEs will be available to attendees to the event.
Contact Info: Jina will work with Hilary to finalize the contact information of the speakers; phone numbers and e-mails will be needed.

Brochure:  The brochure color of blue was agreed upon.  The logos or wording for the coalition needs to be included.  A tri-county map would also be good for the cover.  Michelle will talk with Bob Gogats to see if he needs to be included on the brochure as a Burlington County Health Dept. representative.  

TO DO:  Jean will get a tri-county map of the region which can be used for the brochure.

TO DO: Hilary will work with Jina to finalize the agenda for the evening (by 11/17) and firm up what logos, if any, will be used for the brochure.

TO DO: Jina needs mailing lists and labels by 12/2. Michelle and Lynn will work on getting labels or lists from their respective Health Departments to mail brochures to.  Hilary will check with Peg Knight re her mailing lists.

Disclosures:  Disclosure forms are still needed from several presenters.  

TO DO: Jean will get Peg Knight’s disclosure form completed.  Dianne Hyman is obtaining disclosures from the Cooper folks.  Annette will work on getting Dr. Baskies form completed.

Sponsors:  TO DO:  Annette will check with Jennie Rogers at Abramson Medical Center; they had expressed an interest in co-sponsorship of the event.

b)  Location:  The Riverside Room at the Hilton, with a separate entrance, will be set aside for our event.

c) Budget Issues: A proposed budget of approximately $15,000 was developed by the Cooper CME Department.  Jina will follow up with T. Rizzo at the Burlington County Health Department regarding a BCHD contribution to the Big C event.
It was suggested in October that a draft letter to the three counties asking that monies from each county be provided for “The Big C” event.  The letter should include that the funds would be used as funds for the event to secure the room and food and that the checks should be sent to Cooper to defray costs.  In Camden it was suggested that Cathy Gavin, Patrick Shuttleworth and Ann Biondi be contacted.  

TO DO: (from the October meeting) Hilary Colbert will follow up with Cathy Gavin to determine exactly who should receive the letter.  Hilary will also check with Lisa Little to determine who the letter should be sent to in Gloucester County.  Jean Mouch will draft the letter to the counties.
TO DO: (from the October meeting) Hilary will draft a one page synopsis of “The Big C” event for work group members to use in discussions for the event.
