The group determined that a second panel of consumers sharing their experiences would make the event run too long.  It was felt that the panelists could cover the discussion of barriers that their patients face.  Also, we can create a folder of materials to be handed out at the event that included inserts of patients telling their story of what made them come in for screenings.  This could double as a marketing piece by including patient stories from coalition members.
Objectives: Annette has a cultural competence survey in her office we can use.  Objectives for learning from the conference need to be firmed up and include: 1) top 4 men’s cancers, 2) screening guidelines for prostate and colo-rectal, 3) barriers to screenings and 4) best practices to bridge gaps.

Financing / Brochures:  Doug noted that by May we need info for the brochures completed.  We may want to use logos for sponsorship of the event: $250 for a company listed on program, $500 for logo to be added.  Do we want to include a nominal $10 registration fee?
