Minutes

1.   Introductions - Hilary Colbert welcomed those present and introductions were made.  Denise Cortland was welcomed as a new member from Lourdes.  Denise is taking Annette Conklin’s place at Lourdes and on our work group as Annette has moved on from that new position.
2.  Minutes - Minutes from the January 18, 2006 meeting were reviewed. Motion for approval of the minutes was made by Wendler, seconded by Conklin and approved by those present.
3. Tri County “The Big C” Event Updates -  
Jina Mosley reported that Cooper had received 32 registrations for the Tri County event thus far: 9 are doctors and 23 are other registrants.

Jina reported that the $1,500 from the Burlington CEED program had been received.  She is waiting to hear from Sanofi Aventis Pharmaceuticals who she had approached for a $2,000 contribution.  No word yet on funding from Lourdes and the Abramson Medical contact.  Pfizer and two other drug companies are still possible sponsors.

Hilary shared her experience with Burlington County and the group also shared that issues of sponsorship continue.  People look at the brochure created for the event and wonder who the sponsor of the event is.  Jean suggested covering up any logos that people find misleading and then using the brochure.
Hilary reported that she had heard from Lisa Little that Lisa is following up with Underwood about their contribution which she feels will be forthcoming.  Others will be following up with the hospitals to solicit their contribution to the event’s costs.

Moving forward:  The group discussed moving forward as a tri-county group after the event is over.  The group would like to sponsor another tri-county based event but would like to see if one of the local health systems will sponsor the event.

Press release: A question was asked whether we should consider asking the hospitals to do a press release for their own doctors regarding the Tri County event.  Or should we have the Medical Society of NJ do a press release.  Michelle Walker-Davis noted that it would be preferable to have the Tri County Work Group send any releases since our group is planning and sponsoring the event.  
TO DO:  Jean Mouch will draft a press release.  We will then determine if the hospitals should be asked to support the release.
Materials/Speakers:  Jina Mosley reported that she will be doing letters to the various speakers for the Tri County event to see what types of materials and/or equipment they would need for their presentation.  She noted that April 6th is the due date for any materials that we want to have copied and included in the packets that are handed out to event participants.


TO DO: Jina to draft letter to speakers re materials needed.

TO DO: Check with the three county based Cancer Coalitions to see if they have materials they would like handed out at the Tri County event: Jean, Hilary and Lisa will put together some informational handouts.  
TO DO: Jean will draft a 4 page Tri County summary report.

Exhibitors: The day of the event the exhibitors should begin to arrive at 4:30 p.m. to set up their tables of information.  Cooper does all of the coordination for the event and Jina and Loretta felt that the only issue they might need help with is one person to help with registration for the program participants.

4.  Future Plans for the Tri County Work Group – The group will discuss this at a later time, however, members of the Work Group felt strongly about the group’s continuing to meet.
5. Announcements – Dianne Hyman mentioned on February 9th there will be a book unveiling at the Cherry Hill Hilton of pictures of survivors and the various surgeries they have gone through, many of whom are from the Cooper Support Group.  

Plyshette Wiggins mentioned the launch for the Camden City Urban Cancer Initiative that will be held at Camden City Hall at 5:30 p.m. on February 22nd.
