I.   Introductions and review of Cancer Needs Assessment and Tri-County Reports
Hilary Colbert welcomed those present to the first meeting of what we are calling our Tri-County Cancer Workgroup.  Discussion included how the county wide Cancer Needs and Capacity Reports and the regional Tri-County report can be used including:
· Use reports to inform doctors, nurses, social workers about the NJCCCP

· Need for most current data to attract medical professionals
· Use of data to attract funding

II. Gloucester Coalition Update (Lisa Little):
Lisa Little, Coordinator of the Gloucester County Cancer Coalition, was asked to provide a report on some of the successes of Gloucester’s Coalition in the past year.  The successes include:
· Lung – CAT/REBEL Clean Air Act event held with prizes for Deptford Mall. Presentations held at Legislative Breakfast gathered 2200 signatures.
· Youth – “Gooey Kids” skin cancer campaign was discussed. Event planning and preparation as well as media coverage (article in Gloucester County Times) were reviewed. 
III. Tri-County Event 
Discussion then centered on what type of event the workgroup could host for our tri- county region that would be of interest.  Consensus was that we needed a “hook” to draw in the doctors.   A health education session for 200 professional staff was agreed upon and working groups and activities were begun to be planned.

· Marketing 

· Portfolio/Pens etc.

· Dinner Event (5 – 7 p.m.)
· Dr. Baskies and Peg Knight to do “Did you know” presentation using data from Tri-County reports followed by Q & A session
· Time frame: late September – early October 2005
· Possible venues – Virtua Barry Brown Health Education Center (HEC), hotels near Rt. 295, Burlington Enterprise Center
· Location should be “neutral site” to obtain CEUs

· Area cancer programs
