Attendance:  Rev. I.   Introductions: Hilary Colbert welcomed those present and introductions were made.  Plyshette Wiggins was introduced as the new Director of Community Health Initiatives at the American Cancer Society (“ACS”).  Plyshette will be working on initiatives in Burlington, Camden and Gloucester counties for the ACS.
II. Updates from Last Meeting 
Speakers/Date: Annette Conklin reached out to Peg Knight and Dr. Baskies to determine their availability and willingness to participate in our Tri-County event.  Both are willing to participate.  The timing of the event was changed to the spring of 2006 with April chosen because it is Minority Health Month.  Dates being considered are April 25, 26 or 27th with registration starting at 5:30 p.m. and the actual event planned for 6:00 – 8:30 p.m.  Annette will follow up with Peg and Dr. Baskies on which of these dates is best for them.  
Target Audience is 200 health professionals including doctors, nurses, residents, fellows, health educators, county health departments and federally qualified health centers in the tri-county area.

Resources to tap in the tri-county area include hospitals, hospices, cancer centers, American Cancer Society, HMOs, nursing homes, VNAs, pharmaceutical companies and pharmacies.

“The hook” for attendees is CEUs/CMEs.  One CEU/CME for the main session/ presentation on the New Jersey Comprehensive Cancer Control Plan and Tri-County Cancer Report and one CEU/CME for the breakout sessions will be offered.  Dinner will be provided; it will be a buffet offered simultaneous to the main session/presentation.  Dianne Hyman and Jean Mouch will check with the hospitals about their ability to provide the CEUs/CMEs.
Breakout sessions were proposed that would focus on the top four cancers.  Each breakout session would cover common themes: screening tools and techniques and prevention.  Whether each of the region’s health systems and their cancer partner would be able to sponsor/coordinate a breakout session was discussed.  The suggested sponsors were:

Representatives from the health systems are going to check on the possibilities of these proposed breakout sessions and sponsorship.

Lynn Rosner will check on the cost and availability of the first three venues and Michelle Walker-Davis will check on the Enterprise Center.  It was also suggested that the location be a smoke-free venue (at least for the time of our event).
Sponsorship of Event: Each of the three cancer coalitions in the tri-county region will be asked to donate $1,500 of their coalition building funds towards the cost of materials for the event.  Having participants leave with a nice binder full of materials and copies of the reports would be covered under these contributions.  Annette Conklin will also follow up with Peg Knight’s contact at Penn re possible sponsorship of the event.
