Tri-County Cancer Work Group Meeting
September 19, 2007

Introductions:  Hilary Colbert welcomed those present and introductions were made.  Debbie Kassekert is attending for the first time from Underwood Memorial Hospital.
Minutes:  Minutes from the August 8th meeting and combined minutes from the August 22nd and 29th meetings were reviewed.  A motion for approval of the two sets of minutes was made by Lynn Rosner with a 2d by Plyshette Wiggins; the minutes were approved by those present.
“Men’s Health – Taking Care of Business” Updates:

Change in Date:  Due to low registration, the Men’s Health Event is being postponed until October 30, 2007.  Jean has spoken with all of the doctors and all but Dr. Somer are able to present on the new date.  He will recommend another doctor from his health system.
CME/CEU:  Barbara Mooring noted that St. Joe’s will need a curriculum vitae and faculty disclosure for the new speaker.  She will also need any handouts and a revised brochure (see draft attached).
TO DO: Jean will work on getting the curriculum vitae for the new speaker and collecting the rest of the presentations.

Funding:  Hilary noted that Annette Conklin had applied for 3 grants from pharmaceuticals and Doug Marshall noted that he applied for 2.  Additional funds that we are expecting to receive include: $1,000 from the Camden County Cancer Coalition, $500 from the American Cancer Society and $500 to $1,000 from the Gloucester County Cancer Coalition. The group decided that to get more registrants the event should now be offered free of charge. 

TO DO: Plyshette offered to write some grants to pharmaceuticals.  She will reach out to Annette Conklin to make sure that she does not duplicate Annette’s outreach efforts.

Marketing/Mailing: Jean spoke with the secretary to Dr. Wender from Jefferson Hospital who is also a member of the American Cancer Society’s National Board of Directors.  Dr. Wender is doing a men’s health event as well and was very interested in our event.  Jean got the list of advanced practice nurses and we will work on a mailing to them.  Jean also made contact with the NJ Family Medical Research Network.  A draft rework of the brochure that Jean did was reviewed.

TO DO: Hilary will call Loretta/Jina at Cooper to find out how to order the mailing list for primary care doctors.  Hilary thought it was about $300 last year and the list could only be used one time.  The group agreed to incur this cost.  IOMPH will do the mailing once the labels arrive.
TO DO: IOMPH will do a blast fax to the MSNJ doctors letting them know that the event was rescheduled and is now free.

TO DO: Jean will update the brochure to note the rescheduled date, that it is free and make the first page look a little different.  It was suggested that it be put on blue paper which will also make stand out.
TO DO: Kathleen McCabe suggested that we make sure that people who came to last year’s event were invited this year.  Hilary will check with Loretta/Jina to see if that mailing list is available.

TO DO: Once the brochure is revised it will be sent to everyone who can then distribute it through their networks.  The County Health Department LINCS will also be used.
TO DO: Coalition members are encouraged to put the brochure on their website.
TO DO: Jean to do a mailing to advance practice nurses.

Venue: Hilary, Barbara and Felicia visited the Clarion and did a walk through of the Windsor Ballroom where the event will be held.  Doug noted that we may need more tables for pharmaceutical companies.  He suggested that $300 to $400 tops was what most are willing to pay to participate in an event.  Hilary noted that the Clarion was not charging us anything to change the event to the new date.
TO DO: Hilary to follow up with Jill to see if there is a possibility of adding more tables (6) to the room where the buffet will be set up.

TO DO: Hilary will send a notice to the Clarion that they can put up letting people know the new date for the event in case anyone shows up.

TO DO: Doug will reach out again to pharmaceutical companies for sponsorship.
