Tri-County Cancer Work Group Meeting
September 20, 2006

Minutes

Attendance:  Loretta Aloi/Cooper Hospital CME Department; Rev. Edward Bryant/Cooper Hospital; Hilary Colbert/Burlington County Cancer Coalition; Shari Hahn/21st Century Oncology; Nancy Hughes/CHP/Our Lady of Lourdes Medical Center; Lisa Little/Gloucester County Cancer Coalition; Jina Mosley/Cooper Hospital CME Department; Plyshette Wiggins/American Cancer Society.
Introductions - Hilary Colbert welcomed those present and introductions were made.  
Minutes - Minutes from the August 16th, 2006 meeting were reviewed.  Motion for approval of the August 16th Minutes was made by Loretta Aloi, seconded by Rev. Bryant and approved by those present.
Tri County “The Big C” Event Updates -  
Loretta Aloi and Jina Mosley provided an update on the 3 month follow up surveys that were sent out after The Big C event.  Of the 119 attendees, 19% (n=23) completed the follow up survey.  18 of those respondents reported that they did something differently as a result of attending the Big C event.  Comments that multiple people reported were that: they made changes to educate patients about routine screening, learned about the CEED program, explained in different ways to clients the need for screening and what certain tests are like, keep at smoking cessation and contact coalitions.
Men’s Health Event -
Loretta reported that Dr. Grana cancelled the survivorship conference originally scheduled for spring 2007.  
TO DO: By October 16th we need to reach out to Annette Conklin (Virtua) and Denise Cortland (Lourdes) to see if either system’s CME Department would be able to take on the event.  If not, we will again go through Cooper’s CME Department.
Locations/hosts for the event were discussed.  Hilary noted that Annette Conklin said that she had the Lourdes nursing school on hold as a possible venue.  Jina is going to look into other locations that would be considered neutral to all of the local health systems.  These will include but not be limited to the Quality Inn on Route 38, Pine Hill Country Club, Pennsauken Country Club and Marion Caterers in Cinnaminson.
It was suggested that we again look to the health systems to provide speakers for the event.  The top cancers for men would be our main focus for the event with Cooper providing a speaker on prostate cancer, Lourdes a speaker on bladder cancer since they are seeing a lot of that at their health system, and the other systems to cover lung and colo-rectal cancer.  

A 2 ½ hour time frame was recommended with 5:15 – 6:00 pm being allocated for registration and buffet dinner and the program lasting from 6:00 – 8:30 pm. 

Other groups to invite to the event should include the South Jersey Cancer Coalition and Tri County Healthy Community Coalition.

Plyshette collected work group members thoughts on the possible objectives for the conference.  The overall objectives for the event will be to provide primary care providers with an improved awareness of men’s health screenings and provide tools for providers to use to talk with male clients about age appropriate cancer screenings.

After some discussion of the objectives provided by work group members, the three preferred learner objectives were decided on. After the event participants will be able:
1. to list the top three cancers that affect men (prostate, lung and colo-rectal)

2. to understand the screening guidelines for prostate and colo-rectal cancer

3. to understand community barriers to cancer screening and learn about programs that provide assistance

Loretta and Jina suggested that two mailings for the event should be done: one in the first week of June and the second in early August.  Jina will be able to provide us a timeline for activities like we got for the Big C event.
