Attendance:  Hillary Colbert, Lucia DiSimone,  Holly Funkhouser,  Lynn Rosner,  Joye Rozier,  Plyshette Wiggins, 
Welcome and Introductions: Hillary Colbert asked for self introductions

No minutes For July meeting because the meeting was the retirement luncheon for Dr. Jean Mouch
Burlington/Camden (Joye Rozier): Upcoming event is being discussed with Holly from the BCHD,  sponsoring a “Pink Dance” (Ballroom/Line Dancing) with the BCCC, they will keep the group updated.  October 20th Coalition Meeting  may be held at Lourdes Medical Center in Burlington County 11:30am – 1:30pm, Joye will let the group know at the next meeting. Lynn Rosner will check with AnnBiondi to make sure the Camden County Coalition Meeting is set up for Blackwokk October 19th.  Joye is looking for speakers for both meetings at this time.  Lung Cancer Awareness Month and The Great American Smokeout activities are being planned, Joye and Lynn will work on something for Camden County, Holly and Joye will work on an event in Burlington. Joye spoke about the 1st year with each coalition having the same coordinator and how it makes sense to plan a joint Coalition meeting sometime in 2011, but the group will choose the time etc. details will be discussed at upcoming Coalition meetings.  CEED from Burlington relocated to Virtua (the Tatum Brown Building) in Voorhees. Contact Joan Lombardi for more info.
Gloucester County (Lisa Little):  Lisa Little reported GCCC  just completed a program with the southwest youth (Youth Empowering Youth) council they cover three counties, Gloucester, Salem and Cumberland County.  The Camp is for youth who attend the public school system.  Youth Cancer Control badge was introduced to an employee from the organization who is a member of the Coalition. One week of the fact finding mission was completed, activities included but were not limited to leadership skills and empowerment, and students were able to choose what they wanted to do during free time this included participating in the badge activity.  65 participants were involved for the week, at the end of week student’s who completed the youth badge program were able to be involved in a raffle for a BMX bike. Parent’s of the campers participated at the end of the week and were provided with information about the GCCC.   Hillary offered a box of badges,  Joye indicated she may provide the training at the MAHS and may need some of the badges.  Lisa wants to package HOH and badges as a package deal.  Lynn offered her toolkit to Lisa for the HOH, Joye asked for it to be resent; Lynn stated it was too large to send but will provide a DVD of what she has.

Smoking cessation information through the department of health on GCC college day with lung/age meter was provided for the fun fitness healthy women’s activity at.   

Lisa stated she is looking for a speaker for the coalition for Prostate cancer education.  She is working towards introducing GC minority coalition in September to the Cancer Coalition. 

She continues to work with Cheryl from GC CEED to plan an event with more men of color, another reason Lisa is meeting with minority organizations.  Lisa is waiting for Underwood to ascertain if they have the funding or plan something to sponsor an event related to prostate cancer on a smaller scale. GCCC next Coalition meeting is September 17th at “The Spot” 8:30am.   she is trying to get Joe C from SJ Cancer Survivors to present.  
Work Site Wellness/ Camden Initiative (Plyshette Wiggins):   Joye an overview while group waited for Plyshette who called to say she was running late. 
WorkSite Wellness  was designed to increase cancer screening among insured adults at select working environments in Camden/Burlington Counties… (this info was provided on handouts as well).

Phase one included worksite workgroup members were asked to identify 3- 5 worksites in each county that they represented, which was completed.   A timeline was developed which was not completed and was going to be left open for discussion from Plyshette.  Organizations/companies Involved with the project were,  Cooper Health System, CAMCare, PPHSJ ,Camden City and County Government ,CVS warehouse in Burlington Co and the Floral warehouse in Gloucester counties.  Those that were proposed in Burlington but did come to fruition.

 There was a lengthy discussion about the project from members regarding the success of the introduction of the Initiative.  Lisa spoke about the floral warehouse being proactive with the screenings and their employees. Others gave some info about PPH and their positive participation.
Phase 2 was to gather baseline cancer screening data and health behaviors. UMDNJ SPH could provide the group with a Grad student as a project to help complete what we have started.   Joye indicated that Jallah and Dr. Sass could partner with us to complete the initiative through the CCCP. Payroll stuffers was mentioned my Joye, others indicated they get checks electronically but can still get info online. A list of potential worksites was discussed by group all those who have attended meetings were represented their worksites as potential participants.  Joye stated some folks on the initial committee are not in those positions anymore so others will have to be contacted in their stead.  Lynn stated that she would speak to Ann Biondi to see if they could still participate.  Holly asked about talking points for a presentation to the Freeholders, Joye said she would check with Plyshette but the goals and objectives may address that. A question was asked about a pp presentation to Lisa but she was not aware of one.  Joye indicated she was not sure how Plyshette wanted the info presented at the meeting but she was providing an overview so those who were a part of the initial initiative could make suggestions about the upcoming initiative.  Hillary recalled worksites and stated it is worthwhile for us to follow-up on, Holly spoke of UMDNJ Public Health foundation for us to work with.  3 worksites would participate within a six week period, most of the group agreed it was doable.  MEDCO could be a possible site for BC as stated by Joye.  
Plyshette spoke about, CVS, BC Florist and Cooper being interested but she has to check back City govt and county have always been interested in moving forward.  Medco would be a good contact along with Lockheed Martin according to Holly; she stated Dr. Muccula would be open. 

Plyshette provided an overview of the history of the initiative; it was started by Dr. Mouch and she there was also a brief review of again.  Information obtained would come directly from the insurance companies.  An HR person at each company would speak to benefits and pull records to discover who did not have screenings. Ins co did not give info which presented a problem, aggregated data was pursued but info was not gained with the exception of Cooper. The timeframe was an issued with Colonscopy being every 10years; so kinks had to be worked out which resulted in the survey. City govt, Cooper and Virtua were completed (700 surveys were completed) results were presented by Dr. Mouch at the CAMConnect meeting which was well received.  
Now we have to determine how we want to get info- self-report or insurance companies, Plyshette indicated she is open to suggestions.  Holly stated UMDNJ/IRB allows you to obtain a HIPPA waiver consent for those concerned about the information and protecting.  Plyshette worked with the health systems before and will re-contact to see if we can have info provided again.  Aetna was interested at that time (from Mt Laurel).  Joye suggested we dovetail into Healthy People 2020.  Plyshette spoke about the Mayor’s wellness committee and tying this into chronic diseases with the City.  
A discussion about barriers, co-pays began and Plyshette stated we need to get a clear understanding of how the health insurances work; she will approach someone to provide us with info. The challenge is what we do once we get folks on board, payroll stuffers etc. Plyshette said she is not sure about that either because of direct pay and she herself rarely looks at her stub.  Joye stated each county should look at what they have i.e. MEDCO in Burlington, Holly indicated that BCC would be a part and Lockheed Martin along with CVS , she has to check with Bob she is sure he will be with it.  More discussion from group members about how to handle this with the insurance companies ensued.  Plyshette still has information from employers from before March 2007 and various times but the surveys did not reveal anything.  Next steps according to Plyshette are to invite someone from AmeriChoice for the next meeting. Discussion ended.  
Joye asked for a vote for meeting times/day, it was decided to stay the same for now; 3rd Wednesday 9:30am – 11:30am. 
Recap:  Plyshette will reach out to Andy Supparla, Joye will contact Dr. Sass, worksites representative of the counties should find out how many employees each worksite has including number of females and males.
